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Washington-Franklin Issues Part 3 — This month, we continue the quest to identify the Washington-Franklin series of stamps 
that all casually look the same – but to the discerning collector, a love-hate relationship to fill all the blank spots in the album.

Last month we looked at the booklet and coil stamps. This month we’ll continue with the flat press, non-watermarked sheet 
stamps. This is a fairly compact group of stamps that should be easily found – if you cannot find a piece of a watermark –
then it must not have one …

The ID table is presented below.

There are three “color errors” in this group, the Scott 505 error (caused by recutting a “2” while looking at the plate upside 
down/late at night) or as the book says ”These errors occurred when a 5-cent die were inadvertently used to replace worn 
dies within a 2-cent plate. “ The excuse was – “ they all look the same …” The real 5¢ stamp is blue.
