Setting Clocks for Standard Time

All offices with integrated retail terminals (IRTs), weighing
and rating units (WRUSs), and Computerized Tracking and
Tracing (CTT) Hand Held Scanners, debit/credit card termi-
nals, and cash registers are reminded to reset the equipment
clocks for Standard Time before opening for business on
Monday, October 28, 1996. Refer to page 2 of this Postal
Bulletin for complete instructions.

Setting Clocks for Standard Time

The correct system time in integrated retail terminals
(IRTs) and weighing and rating units (WRUS) is critical, as
their internal clocks are used to verify Express Mail accep-
tance times, service commitments, and network status. The
IRT system time is also printed on customer receipts and
employee reports. Computerized Tracking and Tracing
(CTT) scanner clocks are used to record Express Mail arrival
times. It is very important that the debit/credit card terminal
clocks be set to the correct day, date, and time, as this will
help reduce the possibility of accepting an expired card.

Managers must ensure that before opening for business
on Monday, October 28, 1996, the clocks in all IRTs, WRUSs,
CTT scanners, cash registers, and debit/credit card termi-
nals under their control are set back 1 hour to reflect the
change (in most locations) to Standard Time. Facilities with
Saturday night operations should reset the time as soon as
possible after the 2 a.m. Sunday start time.

On the UNISYS Ill Supervisor Disk, select menu item 11,
Set System Date and Time, from the Control Menu. On the
UNISYS Il Supervisor Disk, selectitem 10, Set System Date
and Time. On the MOS IRT Control Disk, select menu item
5, Change Fees and Tables, from the Main Menu, then select
item 5, Set Unit Date and Time, from the Change Fees and
Tables Menu.

Laser Scanner

For a laser scanner, follow these steps:

1. Press the CTRL (control) key then press the T key.
The current date and time appear.

2. Pressthe CLR (clear) key. A promptto enter a date ap-
pears. Enter the current date as MMDDYY (example:
102796).

3. Press the ENTER key. The scanner then prompts the
user to enter the time. Enter correct standard time in
military format (examples: 8 AM = 0800, 1:30 PM =
1330).

4. Pressthe ENTER key. The scanner returns to the first
screen.

5. Press the CTRL key and the T key to verify the time
and date.

6. Press the ENTER key if correct; if not, reenter correct
information.

WRU Clocks

For the WRU, follow these steps:

1. From the Maintenance Menu select item 2, Change
System Data.

2. From the Change System Data Menu, select item 1,
Change System Date and Time. The Set System Date
and Time screen appears.

3. Pressthe YES keyto acceptthe currentdate. Thetime
appears. Press NO to clear the time.

4. Enter correct standard time in military format (exam-
ples: 8 AM = 0800, 1:30 PM = 1330).

5. Press YES to save the corrected time. The Change
System Data Menu appears.

6. Verify the time and date and correct all errors.

Debit and Credit Card Terminals

For debit and credit card terminals, follow these steps:

Retail Consolidation Unit (RCU)

AllIRT sites must coordinate the changing of system time
with the RCU.

In most cases, IRT units will change the system time be-
fore opening for business on Monday, October 28, 1996. In
the case of units that opens for business on Sunday, October
27,1996, the IRT windows must be configured to remain
“open” for alonger period of time to compensate the time dif-
ference. The District RCU Coordinator must coordinate the
changing of system time on the VAX where the RCU applica-
tion is running with the VAX system manager. This could be
the local IS or Raleigh FCSC.

1997 Year Type for Hand Stamp and Canceling Machines

The 1997 year type for hand stamp and canceling ma-
chines will be automatically distributed to all postal facilities
thatreceived 1996 year types for hand stamps and canceling
machines. The material distribution centers (MDCs) mailed
a notification postcard on October 7, 1996, to each postal fa-
cility that received 1996 year types. If your facility needs a dif-
ferent quantity or a different 1997 year type, make changes
on that postcard and mail it to your servicing MDC by Octo-
ber 31, 1996. Complete instructions are on the postcard.

If your facility needs 1997 year type for hand stamp or
canceling machines but has not received a postcard notifica-

tion by October 21, 1996, contact your servicing MDC no lat-
er than November 12, 1996. Please be ready to give the
customer service representative the PSIN number for the
item needed, the quantity, and the FEDSTRIP number for
the ordering facility.

The servicing MDC will ship the year type no later than
December 13, 1996. Allow 10 to 14 days for delivery.

To determine the proper year type for canceling ma-
chines, check the model number on the machine nameplate.

Mailing Restrictions for Domestic Packages Weighing 16 Ounces or More

Effective August 16, 1996, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM)
D100.2.1 and D100.2.3 are revised and DMM D100.2.6 is
added to reflect restrictions on the mailing of single-piece
rate Priority Mail packages weighing 16 ounces or more that
are paid with adhesive stamps. Also effective August 16,
1996, DMM E010.1.7 is added to reflect restrictions on the
mailing of all single-piece rate packages weighing 16 ounces
or more that are addressed to overseas military installations,
regardless of postage payment method.

On September 27, 1995, the Postal Service published a
final rule in the Federal Register announcing restrictions on
the mailing of packages weighing 16 ounces or more to in-
ternational and APO/FPO destinations (60 FR
49755-49758). These restrictions were promulgated to en-
hance airline security measures and to protect the traveling
public, postal employees, and postal contractors who trans-
port U.S. mail. The Postal Service developed these changes
in package collection procedures in consultation with the
Federal Aviation Administration (FAA).

The Postal Service has now determined, for the same
reasons, to extend similar restrictions to packages that are
deposited into collection receptacles and mailed to domestic
addresses. These added provisions will affect only First-
Class/Priority Mail packages weighing 16 ounces or more
that bear postage stamps and that are mailed from domestic
addresses. These restrictions do not affect Express Mail,
Periodicals (former second-class mail), or Standard Mail (B)
(former fourth-class mail) at any weight up to the maximum
of 70 pounds; any item weighing less than 16 ounces; and
any package, regardless of weight, for which postage is paid
with a postage meter or a permit imprint.

Under the revised standards set forth below, domestic
First-Class/Priority Mail packages bearing postage stamps
and weighing 16 ounces or more may not be deposited into
collection receptacles, including street, lobby, and apart-
ment boxes, or left in rural mailboxes. Instead, these pack-
ages must be presented by the sender at a post office,
station, or branch. A sender known to a Postal Service deliv-
ery employee may also give such packages to a city, rural,
or highway contract letter carrier.

Any affected package weighing 16 ounces or more that
requires air transportation and that is deposited into a collec-
tion receptacle will be returned to the sender with a note ask-

ing the sender to present the package personally at the local
post office or to a city, rural, or highway contract letter carrier
if the sender is known to the carrier. Postage on an item im-
properly deposited into a collection receptacle may be used
when the item is remailed at the post office. A sender who
does not wish to remail a returned item may apply for a post-
age refund for the item at any post office. Any piece without
a return address will be sent to a Postal Service mail recov-
ery center to determine the identity of the sender for ap-
propriate return.

[Revise 2.1 and 2.3 and add new 2.6 to read as follows:]

2.1 Single-Piece and Card Rates

Single-piece rate and card rate First-Class Mail, and
single-piece rate Priority Mail weighing less than 16 ounces,
may be deposited into any collection box, mailchute, or mail
receptacle or at any place where mail is accepted if the full
required postage is paid with adhesive stamps. Metered mail
must be deposited in locations under the jurisdiction of the
licensing post office, except as permitted under PO30. Permit
imprint mail must be presented at a post office under P040
or P700.

2.3 Zoned Rate Priority Mail

Unless restricted by 2.6, pickup service for Priority Mail is
available under D010. Single-piece rate Priority Mail paid
with adhesive stamps and weighing 16 ounces or more must
be presented at a post office retail counter or handed to a
postal carrier as prescribed by 2.6. Metered mail must be de-
posited in locations under the jurisdiction of the licensing
post office, except as permitted under PO30. Permit imprint
mail must be presented at a post office under P040 or P700.

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2.6 Restriction

Single-piece rate Priority Mail weighing 16 ounces or
more must be presented at a post office retail counter if post-
age is paid with adhesive stamps. The sender may be re-
quired to provide identification before the mail is accepted by
the USPS. Such mail may be presented by a sender known
to the postal carrier at the sender’s residence or place of
business. Priority Mail weighing 16 ounces or more and not
complying with the requirements of this section is returned
to the sender for proper deposit.

1.7 Restriction

Regardless of postage payment method, the following
types of mail weighing 16 ounces or more must be presented
at a post office retail counter: all single-piece rate Priority
Mail; all single-piece rate Parcel Post, Bound Printed Matter,
and Special Standard Mail; and all Library Mail. The sender
may be required to provide identification before the mail is
accepted by the USPS. Such mail may be presented by a
sender known to the postal carrier at the sender’s residence
or place of business. Mail not complying with the require-
ments of this section and requiring air transportation is re-
turned to the sender for proper deposit.

Periodicals — Mailing Copies of Previous Issues

Effective November 1, 1996, Domestic Mail Manual
(DMM) P200.1.8 is revised to clarify how to determine the
advertising percentage for a mailing consisting in whole or
in part of copies of back issues. This revision also shows how
to calculate the postage for the combined mailing of current
and previous issues of a Periodicals publication. The adver-
tising and nonadvertising percentages of the edition making
up the bulk of the current issue are to be used for all copies
in the combined mailing.

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Expanded Use of Polywrap Coverings on Automation Flats

General Information

Since July 1995, the Postal Service has completed a se-
ries of engineering tests and evaluations that authorize spe-
cific mailers to claim any available automation rate for flats
when these mailers prepare preapproved flat-size pieces in
postal-certified polywrap (plastic) material according to spe-
cific mailing standards.

Additional evaluations were completed this summer, in-
creasing the number of approved polywrap materials and
mailers authorized to mail polywrapped flat-size barcoded
pieces at the automation rates for flats. This notice provides
the following information:

1. Results of the recently completed evaluations.

2. Lists of polywrap materials and mailers authorized to
use them and claim automation rates.

3. Changes in the polywrap certification process.

Currently, 29 polywrap films have been approved by the
Postal Service. The films, with information on how to contact
the manufacturers, are listed on pages 10-11. Any mailer
may use one of these approved polywrap films. However,
only mailers authorized in writing by Mail Preparation and
Standards, USPS Headquarters, may claim an automation
rate for their polywrapped flats. Both the mailer and the poly-
wrap material must be approved to claim the rate.

Approved Mailer’'s Responsibilities

To qualify for automation rates, an approved mailer must
follow the terms of participation in the authorization letter.
Pieces with physical characteristics outside the approved
ranges, or pieces prepared with polywrap materials other
than those specified in the mailer’s authorization letter, are
not eligible for automation rates and will be excluded from
the polywrapped flats program when identified by the Postal
Service.

Itis the mailer’s responsibility to prepare each mailing ac-
cording to all applicable Domestic Mail Manual (DMM) stan-
dards. Failure to comply with these standards can result in
forfeiture of authorization to mail polywrapped pieces at au-
tomation rates and will resultin assessment of postage at the
applicable higher presort or single-piece rate.

Standards for participation may not be changed or modi-
fied by the mailer or by other postal groups without the writ-
ten approval of Mail Preparation and Standards, USPS
Headquarters.

The mailer must attach a copy of the manufacturer’s au-
thorization letter to the authorization letter and submit both
letters to the entry post office, acceptance post office, or
plant-verified drop shipment (PVDS) office where the mail is
entered.

All polywrapped pieces mailed at an automation rate
must be endorsed to show that they are prepared in an au-
tomation-compatible polywrap film. The mailer may meet
this requirement by adding the endorsement “USPS Auto-
matable Poly” on the address side of the piece in some highly
visible location, preferably below the postage area. The poly-
wrap endorsement may also be printed directly on the poly-
wrap. All locations for the endorsement, except below the
postage area, must be approved in advance by the manager
of Mail Preparation and Standards.

New Approval Process

The semiannual Phase | and Phase Il evaluations for
polywrap approval are suspended. In past evaluations, the
approval process was twofold — Postal Service approval of
the manufacturer’s polywrap material itself and Postal Ser-
vice approval of the mailer’s use of that material. A mailer
had to produce 2,000 sample pieces for evaluation, which
could take up to 3 months depending on the number of mail-
ers participating in the certification process.

The Postal Service is revising its program to streamline
this evaluation process. In 1997, new procedures should al-
low mailers to use approved polywrap films with minimal or
no advance testing and evaluations. Meanwhile, the Postal
Service will conduct interim evaluations as follows:

1. The Postal Service will conduct evaluations only for
mailers using one of the approved polywrap films.

2. To participate, the mailer must submit a letter of re-
quest, a copy of the approved polywrap manufactur-
er’s Postal Service authorization letter, and at least 25
sample pieces of polywrapped barcoded flat-size mail
to:

3. The mailer must prepare sample pieces according to
the preparation standards published in Postal Bulletin
21915 (3-14-96).

4. The mailer may provide no more than two sample
types (different weights or trim sizes).

5. The Postal Service may require further evaluations for
certain pieces.

Approvals

Mailers and postal employees are reminded that only the
specifically approved polywrapped pieces prepared by the
approved mailers listed in this notice may claim the automa-
tion rate for flats. The mailer may submit at the automation
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rate for flats only those pieces approved by the Postal Ser-
vice and identified in the mailer’s authorization letter.

Authorization to prepare automated flats in polywrap ma-
terial does not exempt mailers from all other automation
mailing standards. Approved polywrapped pieces must
meet all applicable Domestic Mail Manual (DMM) standards,
including those for machinability and barcode readability.

Note: Polywrapped flats are excluded from the small flats
tests conducted by the Postal Service from July 1 through
December 31 (Postal Bulletin 21922 (6-20-96)). No mailer is
authorized to claim the automation rate for flats when mailing
smaller flat-size pieces (one side is less than 6 inches long)
prepared in polywrap material (see DMM C820.2.3). Any
mailer claiming automation rates for polywrapped pieces
must provide the acceptance office with a copy of the autho-
rization letter from Mail Preparation and Standards approv-
ing the mailer for the polywrap flats program. Authorization
is valid for 1 year only and must be renewed by the mailer.

Once certified, a mailer and polywrap manufacturer may
not deviate from the polywrap preparation process approved
by the Postal Service. The mailer, in signing the postage
statement, attests that the polywrap film used for that mailing
and claiming the automation rate is the approved polywrap
material identified in the Postal Service authorization letter.

Certified Polywrap Materials and Manufacturers

Any mailing found at the time of acceptance or later during
postal processing to be prepared with material other than the
approved polywrap material or to be pieces not approved by
the Postal Service will be charged at the applicable higher
presort or single-piece rate.

Renewal or Suspension of Approval

Polywrap approval remains in effect for a period not to ex-
ceed 1 year. Before expiration of the approval, the mailer
must submit a sample of 25 pieces for testing and recertifica-
tion. Annual certification is required.

The Postal Service will conduct periodic reviews of poly-
wrapped barcoded mailings submitted by approved mailers.
Any mailing found to be nonmachinable will not be accepted
at the automation rates for flats unless the mailer demon-
strates that its characteristics are within the approved
ranges and that it is prepared with polywrap materials specif-
ically listed in the mailer’s authorization letter. The repeated
submission of nonmachinable mailings is cause for exclu-
sion from the polywrapped flats program.

Exceptions :  Prepaid mail from contractors addressed to a military
organizations for official use need not bear a customs declaration, but must
be endorsed “Contents for Official Use-Exempt from Customs
Requirement.” Official mail from government agencies does not require a
customs declaration or exemption endorsement. Known Mailers may use
either Form 2976-A on each item or Form 2976 (or facsimile) with a mail
manifest in conjunction with a packing list. Form 2976 must state “packing
list enclosed.” The packing list must include a description of the items, the
dollar values of the items, and the complete address including the PSC box
number and APO/FPO ZIP Code of the addressee, the date of mailing, the
insurance registry number, if applicable, and the serial number of any item
over $25 in value and any electrical item over $15 in value. The packing list
should be enclosed in the parcel or attached to the outside of the parcel. The
mail manifest which itemizes all parcels that a Known Mailer deposits will be
given to Postal Official at Business Mail Acceptance Unit. Form 2976 may
be used if the mailer does not wish to list the contents on the wrapper or in
any case if the value exceeds $400. Affix only the upper portion of the label
on the package. A completed Form 2976-A (listing the contents and value
in US dollars) must be enclosed in the package. Mail addressed to/from all
094XX ZIP Codes must use Form 2976-A only.

B1. Form 2976 or 2976-A is required. Articles are liable for customs duty
and/or purchase tax unless they are bona fide gifts intended for use by
military personnel or their dependents. When the contents of a parcel meet
these requirements, the mailer must endorse the customs form, “Certified to
be a bona fide gift, personal effects, or items for personal use of military
personnel and dependents,” under the heading, Description of Contents.

630 Prequalified Wholesaler Program

631 Description

The Prequalified Wholesaler Program of the United
States Postal Service (USPS) will establish relationships be-
tween the USPS and wholesalers of international mail so
that the business of both parties is increased through work-
sharing and volume pricing.

632 Pricing

A prequalified wholesaler will receive rates from the
USPS, including applicable volume rates or an International
Customized Mail rate, if special circumstances warrant, for
Global Package Link, International Priority Airmail (IPA), In-
ternational Surface Airlift (ISAL), VALUEPOST®/CANADA, Bulk
Letter Service to Canada, and Global Priority Mail for its use
in submitting bids to customers.

633 Prequalifying as a Wholesaler

633.1 Letter of Request

Any Company desiring to be a prequalified wholesaler
must submit a letter of request to:

This letter must demonstrate how the wholesaler meets
the criteria listed in 633.2. The wholesaler must certify that
itis not disqualified from being a prequalified wholesaler be-
cause it cannot meet the requirements listed in 633.3, and
state that it agrees to all of the terms and conditions of the
Prequlaified Wholesaler Program. The USPS will make the
final determination of who shall be a prequalified wholesaler.

633.2 Criteria
The wholesaler:

a. Must have a minimum of one year experience as anin-
ternational or domestic mail consolidator, presorter,
and/or letter shop.

b. Must have realized at least $3 million in gross reve-
nues in the most recent calendar year for services it
provided in connection with mail that originates in the
United States.

c. Must use permit imprint under the postage mailing
systems in Domestic Mail Manual (DMM) P710, P720,
and P730 for international mail. If the wholesaler uses
the customer’s permit, then the wholesaler must spec-
ify the permit numbers used and provide an additional
itemized report identifying the volume and revenue for
each mailing.

d. Has the ability to collect international mail at the cus-
tomers’ facilities on a daily (Monday through Friday)
basis. If a wholesaler can pick up mail on Saturdays,
Sundays, and/or holidays, the wholesaler shall state
that it has this ability.

e. Must perform the actual handling and preparation of
the international mail prior to tendering to the USPS in
accordance with the applicable mail makeup require-
ments. The wholesaler must maintain a processing fa-
cility and staff to provide the services described
herein. The wholesaler must state the address and
square footage of the facility and the number of per-
sons employed who are involved in the handling and
preparation of international mail.

f. Must have experience, capability and knowledge to
presort, pouch, or otherwise containerize the custom-
er’'s mail per USPS requirements for Global Package
Link, IPA, ISAL, VALUEPOST®/CANADA, Bulk Letter Ser-
vice to Canada, Global Priority Mail, or other types of
international mail that will be used.

g. Must have the ability to transport and tender the mail
to an agreed upon USPS acceptance point.

h. Must state that it is familiar with, and/or is taking steps
to comply with, the

Malcolm Baldrige National Quality Award Program and/or

ISO 9000 certification. Ifawholesaler has ISO 9000 certifica-
tion, it must state the date of such certification and provide
a copy of its certification award.

633.3  Disqualification

Any wholesaler will be disqualified from the Prequalified
Wholesaler Program if it does not meet any of the following
conditions:

a. The wholesaler must offer USPS'’s services to its cus-
tomers who request international mailing service.

b. The wholesaler must use the level of USPS interna-
tional service that the customer requires and for which
the customer has paid.

c. Neither the wholesaler, a subsidiary, an affiliate, nor a
parent company may be:

(1) Onthe List of Parties Excluded from Procurement
Programs of the USPS and the United States
Government.

(2) Alicensed wholesaler or consolidator for any for-
eign postal administration.

(3) A direct competitor of the USPS domestically or
internationally that provides expedited parcel de-
livery services or air transportation services.

d. Neither the wholesaler, a subsidiary, an affiliate, nor a
parent company may derive more than the following
percentages of gross revenue from international mail-
ing that it chooses to remail:

(1) First year of prequalification: Not more than 25
percent.

(2) Second year of prequalification: Not more than 15
percent.

(3) Third and subsequent years of prequalification:
Not more than 10 percent.

e. Gross revenue from remail included in 633.3d, above,
does not include revenues which the wholesaler, a
subsidiary, an affiliate, or a parent company receives
for remail when the wholesaler’s customer selects the
remail service and directs the wholesaler to use the re-
mail service.

f. The wholesaler shall describe any value added ser-
vices provided in addition to collection, sortation, and
tendering international mail. For any value added ser-
vice, the wholesaler must state how it meets the re-
quirements of 633.2e and must specify if the value
added services are completed in-house or are sub-
contracted.

634 Benefits

634.1 Prequalified List

The USPS will maintain a list of prequalified wholesalers.
The list shall be distributed upon request to any person who
indicates a need for a wholesaler. The list shall include all
services that the wholesaler provides in addition to collec-
tion, sortation, and tendering of international mail.

634.2 Preapproved Advertising

A qualified wholesaler may state thatit has been prequali-
fied as a wholesaler of the USPS. Any advertising material,
including letterhead and stationery, stating that the wholesal-
er has been prequalified by the USPS must be approved in
advance and in writing by the USPS.

634.3 Right of First Refusal

Prequalified wholesalers must give the USPS the first op-
portunity to handle any mail originating in the United States
which it receives from its customers. This includes giving the
USPS the first opportunity to quote prices for handling mail
that is the subject of a formal or informal request for propos-
als or quotes from a customer. If the services of a wholesaler
are needed, the USPS may request competitive bids from all
prequalified wholesalers when it quotes prices for handling
mail that is the subject of a formal or informal request for pro-
posals or quotes from a customer.

635 Length of Qualification

635.1  Approval Period

Each wholesaler will be prequalified for a period of two
years. At the end of that two-year period the wholesaler must
again be prequalified by the USPS.

635.2  Disqualification

If the USPS discovers, at any time, by whatever means,
that the wholesaler has not complied with any of the terms
and conditions herein, the Manager, Wholesaler Sales, will
send the wholesaler written notice via Express Mail that it
has not complied with these conditions and that it will be
stricken from the list of prequalified wholesalers. The whole-
saler will have three business days to respond in writing via
Express Mail to the Manager, Wholesaler Sales, at the ad-
dress shown in 633.1, that it should not be removed from the
list and the reasons why it should not be stricken. The USPS
will render its decision on the objection in five business days
after its receipt.

Restriction on International Mail Service to Bosnia-Herzegovina

Effective immediately, international mail service to
Bosnia-Herzegovina is limited to mail items weighing 1
ounce or less. Due to limited space available on transporta-
tion into Sarajevo, only letter mail is being forwarded at this
time.

Any mail on hand for Bosnia-Herzegovina that does not
meet the above-mentioned requirement must be returned to
the sender endorsed “SERVICE TEMPORARILY
SUSPENDED.” Postage may be refunded in full for return
mail (see Domestic Mail Manual P014.2.4c), or the mail may
be re-entered when service is resumed by obliterating the

Health Benefits Open Season

The 1996 Federal Employees Health Benefits (FEHB)
Open Season is scheduled from November 11 through
December 9, 1996, according to the Office of Personnel
Management (OPM). Enrollment changes and new enroll-
ments made during the 1996 open season are effective Jan-
uary 4, 1997 (Pay Period 02-97) for postal employees.

Distribution of Open Season Materials

Employees

Prior to the start of open season, the 1997 FEHB Guides
for postal career and certain noncareer (temporary) em-
ployees will be mailed from the national level to each em-
ployee’s address of record. Each 1997 FEHB Guide, Rl 70-2
for career employees and RI 70-8 for noncareer employees,
includes an overview of FEHB Program eligibility require-
ments and election choices during open season, a compari-
son of biweekly premium costs of participating plans, an
explanation of the pre-tax payment feature, information on
which plans are accredited by the National Committee on
Quality Assurance (NCQA), and the results of a Customer
Satisfaction Survey conducted by OPM.
