Ordering Procedures: Quick Pick List and Touch Tone Order Entry

Postal Bulletin 22000 (6-17-99) published the most
recent quick pick list from the material distribution center, but
the unit prices were shown only to two decimal places. The
articleis reprinted here inits entirety, and the unit prices in the
quick pick list are shown to four decimal places, as they are
on the Purchasing and Materials web page.

When accessing the material distribution center (MDC)
Touch Tone Order Entry (TTOE) system, sites can use either
the 13-digit stock number or the 3-digit quick pick number (if
one has been assigned). Included in this Postal Bulletin on

are the instructions for using TTOE and the
most recent quick pick list. The instructions and the list can
also be downloaded from the Purchasing and Materials web
page (http://blue.usps.gov/purchase/material).

Administration of the Private Express Statutes

The Chicago Rates and Classification Service Center
(RCSC) is responsible for the national administration of the
Private Express Statutes. The district manager, Business
Mail Entry is the district coordinator for administration of the
Private Express Statutes.

The Private Express Statutes are a group of federal civil
and criminal laws that, for the most part, make it unlawful for
any entity other than the U.S. Postal Service to send or carry
letters over post routes for compensation unless appropriate
postage is paid in an amount equaling what would have been
paid had the letters been sent through the Postal Service.
There are certain suspensions and exceptions under which
letters can be privately carried without paying postage.

Private Express Statutes, please contact your manager,
Business Mail Entry located at your district offices, or contact
the Chicago RCSC.

Free mail must have a complete APO or FPO return
address, the word “Free” in the upper right corner with an
APO or FPO postmark, and a complete delivery address.
Free mail may not be registered, insured, or certified.

All employees who handle and deliver mail should be
made aware of this free mail privilege. Do not collect postage
upon delivery or return this mail to the sender for postage.

The article in Postal Bulletin 22000 (6-17-99) about the maximum weight limit for letters and letter packages mailed to
Cambodia is reprinted below, with the rate table presented in one column for easier reading.

Effective July 1, 1999, the maximum weight limit for letters and letter packages that are mailed to Cambodia is increased to 4
pounds. This change will be incorporated into the printed version of the International Mail Manual (IMM) Issue 22 and the online
IMM, which can be accessed via Postal Explorer (http://pe.usps.gov).

Equipment Maintenance Allowance Schedules for Rural Routes

In accordance with the provisions of Article 9, Section
2.1.3 of the Rural Carrier National Agreement, effective
July 3, 1999 (Pay Period 15-99), the equipment mainte-
nance allowance (EMA) will increase from $0.355 per mile to
$0.360 per mile. The EMA will be $0.360 per mile or a mini-
mum of $14.40 per day, whichever is greater.

Employees providing auxiliary assistance or serving aux-
iliary routes (auxiliary rural carriers, rural carrier reliefs, rural
carrierassociates, and auxiliary assistance under provisions
of Article 9, Section 2.1.5) will receive an EMA of $0.360 per

mile or $4.20 per hour, whichever is greater, not to exceed
the amount provided in the special equipment maintenance
for the route stops and miles.

The EMA schedule on|pages 57-58|supersedes all pre-
