CHALLENGES AHEAD:  Service,
revenue and reform

Postmaster General Potter outlined to the Board of Gov-
ernors three important challenges facing USPS� in the new
year, saying the Postal Service� would focus its efforts on
improving service, growing new revenue and working with
Congress to enact legislative changes that will create a
new business model for the future. Potter called on the
mailing industry to “come together and make their voices
heard in the debate for change and reform.”

Potter added, “Our number one legislative priority con-
tinues to be the elimination of the requirement to create an
escrow account with funds made available from last year’s
Civil Service Retirement System legislation.”

The legislation asked the Postal Service for its propos-
als regarding the use of “savings” resulting from the act, be-
ginning in 2006. Those “savings” would be placed in an
escrow account pending congressional authorization about
how they would be used. Unless the escrow requirement is
changed, postage rates will have to rise even more than
necessary to reflect inflation.

In other Board news, Chairman David Fineman de-
scribed USPS’s efforts to enhance its financial reporting.
“The 2003 Annual Report, which is posted on our Web site
and distributed in hard copy, includes enhanced disclo-
sures in the footnotes and Management Discussion and
Analysis section,” said Fineman.

The Board also reelected Fineman as chairman and
John Walsh as vice chairman.

Just go to the ePassword Reset link on the
Postal Service Intranet (Blue) at http://blue.usps.gov. It’s
easy for you — and saves USPS big bucks.

Currently, help desk agents get about 27,000 phone
calls each month for password resets — at a cost to USPS
of about a half million dollars each month. The automated
password reset system last year saved over $4 million
through cost avoidance and there’s more money to be
saved.

Information Technology’s automated password reset
system is located under eLinks on the upper left of Blue. It’s
do-it-yourself password management at the click of a
mouse.

ONLINE EASE:  The Wall Street Journal

MAKING IT HAPPEN:  Plant employees
work behind-the-scenes

Running backs and receivers score touchdowns, grab
headlines and make the Sports Center highlight reels. But
all that good stuff couldn’t happen without offensive line-
men. They’re down in the trenches, play after play, getting
the job done, so their team can be the best.

The same can be said about our plant employees. They
operate out of the public spotlight. But without their hard
work, our carriers and retail personnel — who are the public
face of the Postal Service — wouldn’t be able to serve their
customers.

Plant employees get it done seven days a week, 24
hours a day. They work Sundays. They work holidays. They
work late at night. They work early in the morning when
most of us are still in bed.

They process 200 billion letters, cards, flats and parcels
a year at more than 300 plants. They transport mail to
38,000 Post Offices�, stations, branches, contract stations
and community Post Offices. They operate and maintain
more than 12,000 pieces of automated equipment. They
work with airlines and juggle schedules to keep the mail
moving to distant points. And they clean and maintain those
facilities so their fellow employees can keep the mail mov-
ing to a nation of 290 million customers.

Valentine’s for troops

It’s not too late to mail Valentine’s Day packages, cards
and letters to troops deployed to Operation Iraqi Freedom.

While Jan. 20 was the last day to mail packages via Par-
cel Post�, Priority Mail� packages and First-Class Mail� let-
ters and cards to Afghanistan, Iraq and Kuwait will reach
loved ones on time if mailed by Jan. 30.

Customers  should  use  the  service  member’s  full
name — with or without rank or rating — unit and APO/FPO
address with the nine-digit ZIP Code� and a return ad-
dress. For packages, customers should place addresses
on one side only with the return address in the upper left
corner and the recipient’s in the lower right.

The Postal Service and the Department of Defense
(DoD) are reminding supporters who wish to mail bulk
quantities of care items to service members unknown to
them to seek alternatives that won’t slow the military mail
system.

Products Mailable at Nonprofit Standard Mail Rates
Effective January 1, 2004, Domestic Mail Manual

(DMM�) E670.5.11 is revised to reflect an increase from
$8.00 to $8.20 for low-cost products mailable at Nonprofit
Standard Mail rates. Under statutory restrictions imple-
mented in DMM E670, products may not be mailed at the
Nonprofit Standard Mail rates unless the products meet at
least one of three exceptions. Under the Internal Revenue
Code, a low-cost item is one of these exceptions.

The value of a low-cost item — the actual cost to the au-
thorized nonprofit organization — is determined each year
by the Internal Revenue Service, based on cost of living.
For 2004, the maximum value of a low-cost item has been
adjusted to $8.20.

5.11 Products Mailable at Nonprofit Standard Mail
Rates

The following products are mailable at Nonprofit Stan-
dard Mail rates:

[Revise item a to reflect a change in the maximum allowed
value of low-cost items to read as follows:]

a. Low-cost items within the meaning of 26 USC
513(h)(2), Internal Revenue Code. At the beginning
of each calendar year, the value of low-cost items is
adjusted for cost of living. Effective January 1, 2004,
the standard established that the cost of such items
cannot exceed $8.20. This cost is the cost to the au-
thorized organization that mails the items or on
whose behalf the items are mailed.

DMM REVISION

Sealing of Double Postcards
Effective February 5, 2004, Domestic Mail Manual

(DMM�) C100.2.9 is revised to clarify standards governing
the content and sealing of double postcards.

The change makes clear that only the top or bottom of a
double postcard, once folded, may be sealed. Double post-
cards may not be sealed against inspection and are ex-
amined to ensure that the reply half does not include an
additional message. Therefore, sealing of the sides of
double postcards, regardless of method, is not permitted.

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2.9 Double Cards

A double card (i.e., a double stamped card or double post-
card) consists of two attached cards, one of which is
designed to be detached by the recipient and returned by
mail as a single card. Double cards are subject to these
standards:

* * * * *
[Revise item c to read as follows:]

c. Plain stickers, seals, or a single wire stitch (staple)
may be used to fasten the open edge at the top or

bottom once the card is folded if affixed so that the
inner surfaces of the cards can be readily examined.
Fasteners must be affixed according to the applicable
preparation requirements for the rate claimed. Any
sealing on the left and right sides of the cards, no
matter the sealing process used, is not permitted.

NOTICE

Clarification of the Nonmachinable Surcharge for Shrubs and Trees
Each spring, questions concerning the mailability of

shrubs and trees arise. The following is offered for clarifica-
tion and to promote consistency.

Domestic Mail Manual (DMM�) C050.4 states that a
machinable parcel must have the following dimensions:

� Minimum 6 inches, maximum 34 inches in length.

� Minimum 3 inches, maximum 17 inches in height.

� Minimum 1/4 inch, maximum 17 inches in thickness.

� Minimum 6 ounces, maximum 35 pounds in weight.

DMM C700.2.0 describes Parcel Post� mailpieces that
are nonmachinable. These mailpieces have characteristics
(such as inadequate packaging) that could result in dam-
age to the contents, other parcels, or Postal Service� ma-

chinery if mechanical sortation is used. It also describes
which pieces are subject to the nonmachinable surcharge.
These items require more costly manual sortation.

These standards were not intended to include nursery
stock such as shrubs and trees completely enclosed in
boxes or cartons. Nursery stock placed in plastic, vinyl, or
paper bags (sealed or unsealed) is nonmachinable and
must be assessed the applicable nonmachinable sur-
charge.

DMM REVISION

Rulings Concerning First-Class Mail and Standard Mail Items
Effective January 22, 2004, Domestic Mail Manual

(DMM�) G020.3.0 and P011.4.2 are revised to transfer
authority for certain final agency decisions by the Postal
Service� from the rates and classification service centers
(RCSCs) to the manager, Mailing Standards, Postal Ser-
vice Headquarters.

The manager, Mailing Standards, will issue the final
agency decision when a mailer appeals a classification or
revenue deficiency decision by a local Post Office� based
on a finding that mail entered or sought to be entered at
Standard Mail� rates is required, due to its contents, to be
mailed at First-Class Mail� rates. This change will not affect
the authority of local Postal Service officials to issue classi-
fication rulings and revenue deficiencies or the authority of
the RCSCs to consider appeals other than those described
above.

Mailers should still send appeals to the office that issued
the decision, accompanied by a complete copy of the mail-
piece in question, in accordance with the provisions and
timeframes set forth in the DMM. Postmasters receiving ap-
peals under these procedures should continue to forward
them to the appropriate RCSC. In turn, the RCSC will
forward applicable appeals to the manager, Mailing
Standards.

3.0 RULINGS ON MAILING STANDARDS

3.1 Local Decision

[Revise 3.1 to read as follows:]

A mailer who disagrees with a classification decision by a
local Post Office, whether on a pending or a proposed mail-
ing, may send a written appeal to the postmaster within 30
days. The appeal is forwarded to the appropriate rates and
classification service center (RCSC). If the appeal con-
cerns a ruling that mail, due to its contents, must be entered
at First-Class Mail rather than Standard Mail rates, the
RCSC will forward the appeal to the manager, Mailing Stan-
dards, USPS Headquarters, who will issue the final agency
decision. The RCSC will issue the final agency decision on
all other appeals. Only the RCSC manager may rule on an
appeal or initial request for a ruling on an exception to a
USPS standard in the DMM.

3.2 Expedited Oral Decision

[Revise 3.2 to read as follows:]

A mailer who receives an adverse ruling from a Post Office,
whether on a pending or proposed mailing, may request the
RCSC manager to provide an expedited oral decision on
appeal. This request for an expedited appeal may be made
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by telephone. If the appeal concerns a ruling that mail, due
to its contents, must be entered at First-Class Mail rather
than Standard Mail rates, the RCSC will forward the appeal
to the manager, Mailing Standards, who will determine
whether the appeal or individual questions in the appeal
can be decided on an expedited basis and, if so, advise the
mailer of the decision and then confirm it in writing. For all
other appeals, the RCSC manager will determine whether
the appeal or individual questions in the appeal can be de-
cided on an expedited basis and, if so, advise the mailer of
the determination and confirm it in writing.

[Revise 3.4 to read as follows:]

Any mail classification decision made initially by the RCSC
manager may be appealed within 15 days to the manager,
Mailing Standards (see G043 for address), who has sole
authority to render a decision on such appeals.

a. To the district manager, Finance, for revenue defi-
ciencies for fees.

The postmaster
or manager, Business Mail Entry, forwards the appeal
to the RCSC manager serving the entry Post Office.
If the appeal concerns a ruling that mail, due to its
contents, must be entered at First-Class Mail rather
than Standard Mail rates, the RCSC will forward the
appeal to the manager, Mailing Standards, USPS
Headquarters, who will issue the final agency deci-
sion. The RCSC will issue the final agency decision
on all other appeals.

c. To the manager, Mailing Standards (see G043 for ad-
dress), if the RCSC manager first assessed the defi-
ciency. The manager, Mailing Standards, issues the
final agency decision.

A. Securities, currency, or precious metals in their raw, unmanufactured
state are prohibited. Official shipments are exempt from this restriction.

A1. Mail addressed to “Any Servicemember,” or similar wording such as
“Any Soldier,” “Sailor,” “Airman,” or “Marine”; “Military Mail”; etc., is
prohibited. Mail must be addressed to an individual or job title such as
“Commander,” “Commanding Officer,” etc.

B. PS Form 2976-A is required for all mail weighing 16 ounces or more,
with exceptions noted below. In addition, mailers must properly complete
required customs documentation when mailing any potentially dutiable mail
addressed to an APO or FPO regardless of weight. The following are
exceptions to the requirement for customs documentation on nondutiable
mail that weighs 16 ounces or more:

� Known mailers are exempt from providing customs documentation
on non-dutiable letters, and printed matter weighing 16 ounces or
more. (A known mailer is anyone who legally applies a permit imprint
to a mailpiece. Mail with meter postage is not considered to be from
a known mailer.)

� All federal, state, and local government agencies are exempt from
providing customs documentation on mail addressed to an APO or
FPO, except for those APOs/FPOs to which restriction B2 applies.

� Prepaid mail from military contractors is exempt, providing the
mailpiece is endorsed “Contents for Official Use — Exempt from
Customs Requirements.”

B1. PS Form 2976 or 2976-A  is required. Articles are liable for customs
duty and/or purchase tax unless they are bona fide gifts intended for use by
military personnel or their dependents. When the contents of a parcel meet
these requirements, the mailer must endorse the customs form, “Certified to
be a bona fide gift, personal effects, or items for personal use of military
personnel and dependents,”  under the heading, Description of Contents.
Exceptions:  All other exceptions listed in restriction B above are applicable
to this restriction.

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete
customs documentation when sending mail addressed to or from this APO
or FPO weighing 16 ounces or more.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products are prohibited.
C1. Obscene articles, prints, paintings, cards, films, videotapes, etc.,

and horror comics and matrices are prohibited.
D. Coffee is prohibited.
E1. Medicines or vaccines not conforming to French laws are

prohibited.
E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic or

sexual items, or nonauthorized political materials is prohibited. Although
religious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in bulk
quantities, items for the personal use of the addressee are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless telephones, global positioning
systems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are prohibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited in all classes of mail. See
definitions of firearms in DMM C024.1.1C. This restriction does not apply to
firearms mailed to or by official U.S. government agencies. The restriction
for mail to this APO/FPO ZIP Code does not apply to firearms mailed from
this APO/FPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regulations are met.
Antique firearms are a separate category defined in DMM C024.2.0 and ATF
regulations; they do not require an ATF form.

F1. Privately owned weapons addressed to an individual are prohibited
in any class of mail.

F2. Importation of firearms is restricted to one shotgun and one single
shot .22 caliber rifle per individual.

G. Only First-Class Mail letters, Periodicals, and Standard Mail items
are authorized.

H. Meats, including preserved meats, whether hermetically sealed or
not, are prohibited.

Q. Mail may not exceed 66 pounds, and size is limited to 42 inches

maximum length and 72 inches maximum length and girth combined.
R. All alcoholic beverages, including those mailable under DMM C021,

are prohibited.

Materials used in the production of alcoholic beverages (i.e.,

distilling material, hops, malts, yeast, etc.) are prohibited.
T. Mailings of case lots of food and supplemental household shipments

must be approved by the sender’s parent agency prior to mailing.
U. Parcels must weigh less than 16 ounces when addressed to Box R.

U1. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail weighing 13 ounces or less when
addressed to Box R. This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free
Matter for the Blind or Handicapped.”

V. Express Mail Military Service (EMMS) not available from any origin.
W. Meat products, such as dried beef, salami, and sausage, may be

Employee and Labor Relations Manual (ELM) 824.33,

PC Installations With Less Than One Hundred Workyears,
requires an annual safety and health inspection of main fa-
cilities, subordinate stations, and branches. Installation
heads (IHs) in facilities without full-time safety personnel, or
their management designee, act as the collateral duty facili-
ty safety coordinator (FSC) (ELM 813.32, Collateral Duty
Facility Safety Coordinator).

In offices with fewer than 100 employees, the FSC
should lead the inspection (ELM 824.422, Inspection
Rules). In offices with 100 or more employees in the main
facility, the servicing safety office should conduct the in-
spection. However, the IH must ensure that subordinate
stations and branches with fewer than 100 employees con-
duct their inspections.

Note:  Headquarters will not be conducting any mail-
ings. You can find the inspection checklists and inspection
instructions on the Postal Service� Intranet. Go to
http://blue.usps.gov and click on:

� Headquarters,

� Safety Resources (under “Human Resources”), and
then

� Safety Checklists.

For instructions, click on Annual Safety and Health In-
spection Letter of Instruction. For the certification letter,
click on Safety and Health Inspection Certification.

The PMs/IHs, or their designees, must:

1. Complete a safety and health inspection using the
checklist within 30 days of the date of this Postal

2. Post the inspection.

3. Ensure abatement of all deficiencies in accordance
with the instructions.

4. Certify completion of the inspection to the servicing
safety office.

HANDBOOK PO-701 REVISION

Motor Vehicle Accident Investigation
Effective January 22, 2004, subchapter 26 of Handbook

PO-701, Fleet Management, is revised to clarify require-
ments and procedures for pursuing claims for damage to
Postal Service�–owned or –leased vehicles (and related
property damage or personal injury) caused by private
parties.

We will incorporate these revisions into the next printed
version of Handbook PO-701 and also into the online ver-
sion of Handbook PO-701, which is available on the Postal
Service PolicyNet Web site; go to http://blue.usps.gov; click
on More References, then HBKs.

2 Vehicle Operations and Utilization

26 Motor Vehicle Accident Investigation

[Revise parts 261 through 263 in their entirety to read as
follows:]

261 General

261.1 Scope

This section involves every aspect of vehicle accident in-
vestigation, except for the handling of tort claims filed
against the Postal Service. Tort claims procedures related
to accident investigation are covered in the Administrative
Support Manual, Subchapter 250, and Handbook PO-702,
Accident Investigations — Tort Claims.

261.2 Responsibility

261.21 Postal Service

The Postal Service will investigate motor vehicle accidents
of any kind that involve its operations, with particular

emphasis on those in which a tort claim may be filed by or
against the Postal Service.

261.22 Postmasters and Installation Managers

Postmasters and installation managers are responsible for
the on-site investigation of all motor vehicle accidents oc-
curring within their premises or operations and involving
employees or Postal Service–owned or –leased vehicles.

261.23 Employee’s Immediate Supervisor

The immediate supervisor of a driver involved in a motor
vehicle accident while on-the-clock and/or in a status cov-
ered by the Federal Employees Compensation Act (FECA)
must compile or obtain complete accident data. The related
tasks include but are not limited to the following:

a. Review Standard Form (SF) 91, Operator’s Report of
Motor Vehicle Accident.

Note:  Postal Service drivers must complete SF 91 in
its entirety at the scene of a vehicle accident, except
when precluded by medical, safety, or security
concerns.

b. Review PS Form 1700, Accident Investigation Work-
sheet, completed by the accident investigator.

c. Discuss the accident with the driver involved.

d. Based on the discussion with the driver and on infor-
mation reported on SF 91 and PS Form 1700, com-
plete PS Form 1769, Accident Report (or an
authorized alternative), and forward the form (or the
authorized alternative) as required.

e. Review the driver’s on-duty driving record, determine
whether any corrective measures are appropriate,
and initiate action as warranted.

f. Within 24 hours of the accident, send copies of the
SF 91 and PS Form 1700 to the postmaster or instal-
lation manager (or the designee). Send the original
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SF 91 and PS Form 1700 to the district tort claims
coordinator. Also ensure that the district tort claims
coordinator receives all photographs, witness state-
ments, and/or police reports associated with the acci-
dent. Retain copies of all submitted materials.

262 Reporting Vehicle Accident Damage

262.1 Required Reporting

262.11 Postmaster or Installation Manager

The postmaster or installation manager (or the designee)
must record the accident using PS Form 4564, Postal Ve-
hicle Accident Register (or a similar softcopy record), and
report to the vehicle maintenance facility (VMF) and to the
district tort claims coordinator (for reporting via the Tort
Claims Program) any motor vehicle accident involving the
following:

a. Injury to any person.

b. Damage to non–Postal Service property.

c. Damage to a Postal Service–owned or –leased ve-
hicle or other Postal Service property.

262.12 VMF Manager

The VMF manager (or the designee) must also record the
accident using PS Form 4564 (or a similar softcopy record).
Consult instructions accompanying PS Form 1769 (or au-
thorized alternative) for explanation of minor damage and
normal wear-and-tear damage.

262.2 Review of PS Form 4564

The VMF manager (or the designee) must review PS Form
4564 (or a similar soft copy record) at least once each
month and ensure that Postal Service vehicles are in-
spected and repaired promptly, and document repair and
vehicle replacement costs in support of potential claims for
damage caused by private parties to Postal Service–owned
or –leased vehicles.

263 Claims for Private Party Damage to Postal
Service Vehicles

263.1 Preparing Claims

263.11 Threshold for Recovery

When a private party damages a Postal Service–owned ve-
hicle, or a Postal Service–leased vehicle that is under a
contract making the Postal Service responsible for vehicle
maintenance and repair, the VMF manager (or the desig-
nee) must promptly determine and document the cost of re-
pairs and a temporary or permanent replacement vehicle.
The VMF manager must provide these documented costs
to the district tort claims coordinator (or the designee), who
must initiate a claim for restitution when the amount of dam-
age is estimated at $100 or more and the accident inves-

tigation   has   established   that   the   private   party   is   at
fault. (See Part 264 for damage to a Postal Service–owned
or –leased vehicle caused by another government agency.)

263.12 Estimating and Documenting Repairs and
Replacement

When the Postal Service bills a private party or the private
party’s insurer, the supporting statement must clearly item-
ize and identify the following, in a manner that will allow the
debtor to reasonably audit the charges:

a. Hours of labor. For completed repairs, use actual
hours of labor. Preferably, prepare a claim upon
completion of a repair, since documentation of actual
costs will be available. For a claim based on pending
repairs, use standard estimated repair times for type
of vehicle and work required.

b. Cost of labor. For repairs performed by the VMF, use
the rate for warranty reimbursement most recently
published in a Postal Service Vehicle Maintenance
Bulletin. This rate includes both direct personnel and
related overhead costs. For outsourced repairs, use
the actual cost of labor charged to the Postal Service
and include any specific additional costs incurred in
the process, such as VMF employee labor or other
resources used to tow the vehicle or perform other
associated tasks.

c. Cost of parts. Use the actual cost of parts, including
shipping costs (if any). If parts are taken from Postal
Service–owned or consigned inventory, use the cur-
rent cost to the Postal Service to replace the part,
rather than an average figure for all on-hand parts of
the particular type.

d. Replacement costs. The entitlement to damages for
loss of use varies from state to state. If you are un-
sure of the law in your state, consult the General
Counsel’s National Tort Center. If the Postal Service
vehicle will be temporarily unavailable for normal
scheduled use, include in the claim an amount based
on the scheduled days of service lost multiplied by
the daily cost of a rented or leased replacement ve-
hicle (if any). Where permitted by law, include such
replacement costs in the claim even if the Postal Ser-
vice does not acquire a rental or leased vehicle, in
order to cover the operational costs of repositioning
other vehicles, modifying employee schedules and
assignments, and similar impacts caused by the non-
availability of the vehicle. If the Postal Service vehicle
was damaged so severely that it cannot be repaired,
base the claim for any vehicle that is commercially
available on the fair market value of the vehicle,
minus the salvage value. When a Postal Service ve-
hicle has been declared a total loss, make tempo-
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rary-loss-of-use claims (where permitted by law)
based on the cost of temporarily renting or leasing a
replacement vehicle for a reasonable period of time.

Note: Some Postal Service right-hand-drive (RHD)
vehicles, such as an LLV, not only are operationally
critical but have unique design features and an un-
usually long period of expected use. As a result, the
Postal Service can argue that there is no comparable
commercially available vehicle that it can use to de-
termine a fair market value. Therefore, if such a ve-
hicle was destroyed as a result of private-party
damage, the Postal Service can argue it incurred the
full cost of the vehicle’s replacement at the contract
price of the most recently acquired Postal Service
RHD vehicle.

263.13 Negotiating Settlements

Frequently, the Postal Service must negotiate damage
claims. The Postal Service negotiator must consider vari-
ous factors, including locally available commercial labor
rates that are below Postal Service standard, market pric-
ing of vehicles, state laws, local insurance industry practic-
es, disputed liability issues, etc. If a private party or its
insurer disputes issues such as full liability, the standard
Postal Service labor rate, the value that the Postal Service
places on a vehicle, etc., the Postal Service designee pur-
suing the claim should conduct the negotiations in the man-
ner that best meets the Postal Service’s interest in a fair
and speedy recovery. In any situation in which a particular
difficulty arises over legal issues, consult the General
Counsel’s National Tort Center for guidance or assistance.

263.2 Incomplete Collection

If a private party fails to pay or fairly negotiate a Postal Ser-
vice claim, complete PS Form 1902, Justification for Billing
Accounts Receivable, and forward it to the San Mateo Ac-
counting Service Center. Consult the General Counsel’s
National Tort Center for assistance with affirmative claims
when appropriate.

263.3 Acceptance of Payment

Based on the vehicle’s assigned location, the appropriate
personnel — the General Counsel, the San Mateo Ac-
counting Service Center, or the district tort claims coordina-
tor (or the designee) — shall accept payments in full
settlement of claims for damage to Postal Service–owned
or –leased vehicles, including vehicle damage debt claims,
execution of releases of further liability, and the negotiation
of checks and drafts bearing language having the effect of
releases.

263.4 Adjustments to Claims

If a claim has been calculated incorrectly and submitted to
a private party, the tender of payment identifying an over-
statement of damage or costs, if justified, is not considered
a compromise but rather an adjustment. The General
Counsel, the San Mateo Accounting Service Center, or the
district tort claims coordinator (or the designee), as noted in
263.3, handles such adjustments as payment in full satis-
faction of the debt.

263.5 Compromise Settlements

A compromise offer is an offer to settle a vehicle damage
claim for a lesser amount that is not based on a justifiable
overstatement of damage or costs. Only the General Coun-
sel, the San Mateo Accounting Service Center, or the dis-
trict tort claims coordinator (or the designee) may accept
compromise offers.

263.6 Offers in Kind

In case of damage to Postal Service–owned vehicles
wherein the private party is responsible, the private party or
the designated insurer may offer to reimburse the cost of
repair of the damaged vehicle.

Reward Offered for Ricin Investigation — Display Reward Poster in Customer Lobby
Areas

The U.S. Postal Inspection Service, the Federal Bureau
of  Investigation,  and  the  U.S.  Department  of  Trans-
portation — Office of Inspector General (DOT) are offering
a reward of up to $100,000 for information leading to the ar-
rest and conviction of the individual(s) responsible for
introducing a threatening letter into the mailstream, ad-
dressed to the DOT and containing the poison ricin. The let-
ter was discovered at the Postal Service’s� Airport Mail
Facility in Greenville, South Carolina, on October 15, 2003.

The author(s) of the typewritten letter claimed to be a
fleet owner of a tanker company and demanded that laws
regarding hours of service for truck drivers remain un-
changed. On January 4, 2004, significant new federal regu-
lations went into effect mandating more rest and orienting
drivers toward a 24-hour work/rest cycle.

Inside the envelope was a small, metal vial that con-
tained ricin, a white, granular, and potentially deadly poi-
son. The author(s) of the letter claimed to be able to make
large quantities of ricin and would use it if regulations on the
new hours of service were not repealed by January 4,
2004. The letter was signed “Fallen Angel.”

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Postal Voyager Fleet Card Responsibilities and Tools — Upgraded
Additional tools are now available to assist Postal Voy-

ager  Fleet  card  site  managers  responsible  for  reconcili-
ation and fraud prevention associated with the Postal
Voyager Fleet card. Training is now available through the
Fleet card web page at http://blue.usps.gov/purchase/
voyager/index.htm; click Self-Paced Training. This training
explains the history and operation of the Fleet card and pro-
vides instructions on how to manage and reconcile pur-
chases made with the card.

The responsibility for reconciliation and fraud prevention
continues to rest with each site manager; however, any in-
dividual charged with reconciling Fleet card activities must
take this training and take the final examination. After indi-
viduals complete the training, the system automatically
awards them with 1.5 hours of Voice of Employee (VOE)
credit and automatically produces and presents a certifi-
cate to them after they pass the examination. It is the re-
sponsibility of newly certified individuals to submit their
certification to the site’s training coordinator for input into
the National Training Database (NTD). The site manager
must also take this training and subsequently complete and
sign an accountability certificate, which must be kept on
file. The system will produce these documents only after
successful completion of the self-paced training test, with

copies maintained as long as the certified individuals con-
tinue to perform Fleet card maintenance duties. Newly as-
signed site managers or system reconcilers must also
successfully complete this training and maintain these
records.

Monthly reconciliation is necessary to detect and limit
the possibility of fraud and misuse in Fleet card operations.
If the responsible site manager fails to reconcile or delays
reconciliation, millions of lost dollars may be lost at a time
when the Postal Service� must continue to improve and
streamline revenue-generating and cost-controlling activi-
ties. This is why we have developed these tools and are
emphasizing the need for each and every postmaster and
vehicle manager to help keep these costs under control.
We are constantly updating the Fleet card web page as in-
formation is being developed for Fleet card site managers.
Individuals responsible for reconciling accounts should
bookmark this web page and check it monthly for new infor-
mation, procedures, hints, and guidance.
