DMM Revision: Customer Deposit and Pickup of International Mailpieces — Correction 

Effective June 14, 2012, the Postal Service™ will further 
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®) sections 608.2.4 and 
703.2.3 to clarify that the requirement to electronically 
transmit customs-related data does not apply to items 
mailed to “domestic destinations” (as defined under DMM 
608.2.1). In addition, we are clarifying that domestic items 
requiring a customs form when paid with permit imprint 
and entered at a business mail entry unit (BMEU) may bear 
either a computer-generated or handwritten customs form.

In the article titled “DMM Revision: Customer Deposit 
and Pickup of Domestic Mailpieces Requiring a Customs 
Declaration Form” in Postal Bulletin 22337 (5-17-12, pages 
6–7), we announced various revisions to the DMM that 
were effective on May 21, 2012, that included new pickup 
and deposit options for domestic items requiring a cus-
toms declaration form. However, we inadvertently included 
the requirement that the customs data for these items were 
required to be electronically transmitted. While this stan-
dard does apply to international mailpieces, this standard 
is not applicable for domestic mailpieces as defined under 
DMM 608.2.1. In addition, we are clarifying that domestic 
items requiring a customs form that are paid with a permit 
imprint and entered at a business mail entry unit (BMEU), 
may bear either a computer-generated or handwritten cus-
toms form.

Consequently, the June 24, 2012, DMM update will 
include these clarifications, and the entire revision is 
reprinted as follows:

The Postal 
Service will return these improperly presented items to the 
sender for proper entry and acceptance:

a. Any item bearing a customs form and paid with only 
postage stamps.

b. Any item bearing a handwritten customs form. 

c. Any item bearing a customs form that was not com-
puter-generated.

IMM Revision: Customer Deposit of Express Mail International Mailpieces
Effective June 14, 2012, the Postal Service™ will revise 

Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service, 
International Mail Manual (IMM®) section 225.11 to codify 
that an Express Mail® corporate account (EMCA) is an 
authorized postage payment option for mailers to use when 
mailing items that weigh 16 ounces or less and that do not 
require a customs declaration label.

In the article titled “IMM Revision: Customer Deposit 
and Pickup of International Mailpieces” in Postal Bulletin
22337 (5-17-12, pages 15–18), we announced various revi-
sions to the IMM (effective on May 21, 2012) that included 
new pickup and deposit options for international mail-
pieces. However, we inadvertently omitted the EMCA pay-
ment option for Express Mail International® mailpieces.

Voyager Fleet Cards and Purchase Cards 

The Postal Service™ is continuing to test key controls 
for Sarbanes-Oxley Act (SOX) compliance. Postmasters 
and site managers whose employees use the U.S. Postal 
Service® Voyager Fleet Cards to purchase fuel or repair 
services are reminded they must reconcile credit card 
transactions and verify/certify their accuracy each month.

Regular reconciliation of transactions is essential for 
offices using Voyager Fleet Cards. Improper reconciliation 
activities can result in duplicate, incorrect, or fraudulent 
charges left as undetected, which could cost the Postal 
Service millions of dollars annually. 

The latest Key Control Guide, found at http://
blue.usps.gov/sox/_pdf/Current_Key_Control_Guide.pdf, 
lays out the proper procedure and required documentation 
for Voyager Fleet Cards and Purchase Cards reconciliation 
processes. For example, it is important that all site manag-
ers enter comments into the eFleet Card System (eFCS) to 
explain the exception noted while performing monthly rec-
onciliation activities and reviewing transaction records to 
follow up on high risk exception transactions. The following 
list details the three Voyager Fleet Cards and Purchase 
Cards controls tested regularly at Postal Service facilities:

Reconcile Individual Fuel and Maintenance Charges.

Record Comments for High Risk Exceptions in 
eFleet.

Reconcile Purchase Card Statements. 

You can also view links to the Key Control Guide Webi-
nar series, hosted earlier this year by the SOX Program 
Management Office, and download the accompanying 
Q&A document. The Q&A document was recently updated 
to provide new guidance around purchasing fuel and gas 
cans needed for lawn maintenance. Access and review the 
latest Q&A document at http://blue.usps.gov/sox/
field_controls.htm. 

With your help and diligence, the Postal Service will 
continue to be SOX compliant in the area of Voyager rec-
onciliations.

Automated Retreat Rights on eJob Bidding Revision

This article from the previous Postal Bulletin issue is 
reprinted with revisions below due to changes in mail han-
dler retreat rights acceptance procedures.

In support of our Delivering Results, Innovation, Value, 
and Efficiency (DRIVE) initiatives, USPS® has developed 
another online application designed to reduce the existing 
field Human Resources (HR) workload and improve self-
service options for our employees. On June 1, 2012, the 
Automated Retreat Rights Application was implemented 
nationally — just in time for the consolidation efforts of mail 
processing operations, which may increase instances of 
employees being involuntarily reassigned (excessed).

Employees can click eJob Bidding in the Employee Apps 
— Quick Links, then the Retreat Rights link on LiteBlue at 
https://liteblue.usps.gov. Available 24/7, eJob Bidding is the 
quickest and most reliable method for involuntarily reas-
signed employees to accept, track, and manage their retreat 
rights. (Employees will need their 8-digit Employee ID (EID) 
and USPS PIN to log into the system.)

Clerks and city letter carriers should use eJob Bidding 
to accept retreat rights regardless of whether they work at 
a manual or automated bid site. Mail handlers automati-

cally receive retreat rights when excessed. When retreat 
rights are accepted, they will be eligible to return to the first 
eligible vacancy in their former installation. 

One of the main features of this new technology allows 
employees who have been excessed from automated bid 
clusters the capability of submitting preferences/bids for 
eligible postings at their former installation.

Employees excessed from manual bid sites should con-
tinue to follow their local policies and procedures for sub-
mitting their preferences/bids back to their former bid 
clusters.

Verifying U.S. Postal Service Money Orders
Follow these steps to cash a Postal Service™ money 

order:

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal 
limit: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international 
postal money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin 
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left 
side.

When held to the light, a dark line (security thread) 
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS” 
repeated.

There should be no discoloration around the dollar 
amounts, which might indicate the amounts were 
changes.

Postal Money Order Reference Card, or online at 
www.usps.com/shop/accepting-money-orders.htm.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S. 
Postal Service Money Order Verification System at 
866-459-7822.

A. Securities, currency, or precious metals in their raw, unmanufactured 

state are prohibited. Official shipments are exempt from this restriction.
A1. Mail addressed to “Any Servicemember,” or similar wording such as 

“Any Soldier,” “Sailor,” “Airman,” or “Marine”; “Military Mail”; etc., is prohib-
ited. Mail must be addressed to an individual or job title such as “Com-
mander,” “Commanding Officer,” etc.

B. Regardless of mail class, a customs declaration form is required for 
all items weighing 16 ounces or more, or any item (regardless of weight) con-
taining potentially dutiable mail contents (e.g., merchandise) addressed to 
an APO, FPO, or DPO ZIP Code. PS Form 2976 is required for items weigh-
ing less than 16 ounces, and PS Form 2976-A is required for items weighing 
16 ounces or more. No customs form is required for items weighing less than 
16 ounces when the contents are not potentially dutiable (e.g., documents). 
When the surface area of the address side of the mailpiece is not large 
enough to contain a PS Form 2976-A, the smaller PS Form 2976 may be 
substituted (e.g., the Priority Mail Small Flat Rate Box). The following excep-
tions apply:

Known mailers are exempt from providing customs documentation 
on non-dutiable letters or printed matter. (A known mailer is a busi-
ness mailer who enters volume mailings through a business mail 
entry unit (BMEU) or other bulk mail acceptance location, pays post-
age through an advance deposit account, uses a permit imprint for 
postage payment, and submits a completed postage statement at 
the time of entry that certifies that the mailpieces contain no danger-
ous materials that are prohibited by postal regulations.)
All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are 
regarded as “Official Mail” are exempt from providing customs doc-
umentation on any item addressed to an APO, FPO, or DPO except 
for those APOs/FPOs/DPOs to which restriction “B2” applies.
Prepaid mail from military contractors is exempt, providing the mail-
piece is endorsed “Contents for Official Use — Exempt from Cus-
toms Requirements.”

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete 
customs documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail addressed 
to or from this APO, FPO, or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products are prohibited.
C1. Obscene articles, prints, paintings, cards, films, videotapes, etc., 

and horror comics and matrices are prohibited.
D. Coffee is prohibited. 
E1. Medicines or vaccines not conforming to French laws are prohibited.
E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic or 

sexual items, or nonauthorized political materials is prohibited. Although reli-
gious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in bulk quantities, 
items for the personal use of the addressee are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless telephones, global positioning sys-
tems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are prohibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited in all classes of mail. See defini-
tions of firearms in DMM 601.11.1.1c. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed to or by official U.S. government agencies. The restriction for 
mail to this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code does not apply to firearms mailed from 
this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regulations are met. 
Antique firearms are a separate category defined in DMM 601.11.2 and ATF 
regulations; they do not require an ATF form.

F1. Privately owned weapons addressed to an individual are prohibited 
in any class of mail.

F2. Importation of firearms is restricted to one shotgun and one single 
shot.22 caliber rifle per individual.

Materials used in the production of alcoholic beverages (i.e., distill-

ing material, hops, malts, yeast, etc.) are prohibited. 
S. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the fol-

lowing dimensions and weight:
Maximum length 12 inches.
Maximum width 12 inches.
Maximum height 5 1/2 inches.
Maximum weight 25 pounds.

T. Mailings of case lots of food and supplemental household shipments 
must be approved by the sender’s parent agency prior to mailing.

Other meats, bones, skin, hair, feathers, horns 
or hoofs of hoofed animals, wool samples, tobacco leaves, including chew-
ing and pipe tobacco, snuff, cigars, and cigarettes, or obscene material, 
including obscene drawings, photographs, films, and carvings, are prohib-
ited.

X. Personal mail is limited to First-Class Mail items (to include audio cas-
settes and voice tapes) weighing 13 ounces or less. This limitation does not 
apply to official mail.

Y. Mail is limited to First-Class and Priority Mail items only. All Periodi-
cals, Standard Mail items, and Package Services items (including SAM and 
PAL) are not authorized. This restriction also applies to official mail.

Z. No outside pieces (OSPs).
Z1. The following restriction is applicable only to International Service 

Centers (ISC)/Exchange Offices. An Anti-Pilferage Seal (Item No O817E or 
O818A) is required on all pouches and sacks.

U.S. Flag at Half-Staff
How to Display

Displaying the U.S. flag at half-staff means lowering the flag to half the distance 
between the top and bottom of the staff. 

Specific Dates

Display the U.S. flag at half-staff on the following days each year:

May 15: Peace Officers Memorial Day (see note 1 below).

Last Monday in May: Memorial Day Observed (see note 2 below).

December 7: National Pearl Harbor Remembrance Day.

Note 1: When May 15, which is the date for Peace Officers Memorial Day, falls on the third Saturday in May, which is the date 
for Armed Forces Day, display the U.S. flag in the full-staff position, not at half-staff.

Note 2: On the last Monday in May, when Memorial Day is observed, display the flag at half-staff from sunrise, or the hour 
at which you raise it, until noon, and then hoist it to the peak of the staff, until the time of closing or no later than sunset.

POW-MIA Flag
How to Display

In relation to the U.S. flag, display the POW-MIA flag (and any other flag) as follows:

If displayed on the same flagstaff, place it below the U.S. flag.

If displayed on a separate flagstaff, place it at the same level or lower. If displayed 
at the same level, place it on the U.S. flag’s left.

When flying the U.S. flag at half-staff, fly the POW-MIA flag (and any other flags) at half-
staff also.

Specific Dates

Display the POW-MIA flag on the following days each year:

Armed Forces Day: Third Saturday in May.

Memorial Day: Last Monday in May.

Flag Day: June 14.

Independence Day: July 4.

National POW-MIA Recognition Day: Third Friday in September.

Veterans Day: November 11.

If any of these days fall on a nonbusiness day, display the POW-MIA flag on the last business day before the designated 
day.

Stamp Announcement 12-40: Major League Baseball All-Stars

On July 20, 2012, in Cooperstown, New York, the Postal 

Service™ will issue Major League Baseball All-Stars com-
memorative stamps (Forever® priced at 45 cents) in four 
designs in a pressure-sensitive adhesive (PSA) pane of 20 
stamps (Item 469600).

The stamps will go on sale nationwide July 20, 2012.

With the issuance of the Major League Baseball All-Stars
stamps, the U.S. Postal Service® recognizes the accom-
plishments of four baseball greats: Joe DiMaggio, Larry 
Doby, Willie Stargell, and Ted Williams. Each of these Hall 
of Famers was a perennial All-Star selection and each left 
an indelible impression on the game. Joe DiMaggio (1914–
1999), nicknamed “the Yankee Clipper,” is best known for 
his incredible, unmatched 56-game hitting streak in 1941. 
Larry Doby (1923–2003), the first African American to play 
on an American League baseball team, joined the Cleve-
land Indians on July 5, 1947, and was a seven-time All-Star 
selection. Willie Stargell (1940–2001) twice led the National 
League in home runs and helped power the 1979 Pitts-
burgh Pirates, a multicultural team known as “The Family,” 
to a World Championship. Regarded as one of the all-time 
greatest hitters in baseball, Ted Williams (1918–2002) of 
the Boston Red Sox, was the last Major Leaguer to bat over 
.400 for a single season in 1941. Illustrator Kadir Nelson 
worked with art director Phil Jordan to create the stamp art, 
which was based on historic photographs.
