DMM Revision: New Options for Clean Release Cards on Letters

Effective August 6, 2012, the Postal Service™ will revise
the Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®) 201.3.13.5 to provide mail-
ers with a new option for affixing two clean release cards to
the nonaddress side of letters and to expand the vertical
clearance for an affixed card on the address side. Mailers
may begin to implement these options immediately.

One or two release cards, each at least 0.007 inch thick and
no more than 0.012 inch thick, attached to a letter-size
mailpiece must:

b. ***Affix two cards on the same side of the mailpiece
under either of these conditions:
[Revise items 3.13.5b1 and b2 as follows:]

1. Stack cards vertically, one above the other, on the
same side (address side or nonaddress side), or

2. Affix the cards side-by-side across the mailpiece
length on the nonaddress side only.

[Redesignate current item 3.13.5c as new item 3.13.5d and
redesignate current item 3.13.5d as new item 3.13.5c.]

[Revise the introductory text of redesignated item 3.13.5¢
as follows:]

c. Be affixed no closer to the bottom edge of the mail-
piece than 7/8 inch and no further away from the bot-
tom edge than 1-1/2 inches, and must not interfere
with readability of the address, barcode, or postage
information. When affixing two cards, these addition-
al conditions apply:

[Revise items 3.13.5¢1 and ¢2, and add new item c3 as follows:]

1. When affixing cards one above the other on the
address side, maintain a space of at least 1/2 inch
from the leading edge, the trailing edge, and the
top edge.

2. When affixing cards one above the other on the
nonaddress side, the right edge of the cards must
be placed between 5 and 6 inches from the lead-
ing edge of the mailpiece, but no closer than 1/2
inch from the trailing edge. Maintain a space of at
least 1/2 inch from the top edge.

3. When affixing cards side by side on the nonad-
dress side, the right edge of the leftmost card
must be placed at least 5 inches from the leading
edge of the mailpiece, and the rightmost card
must be placed at least 1/2 inch from the trailing
edge of the mailpiece. Maintain a space of at least
1/2 inch from the top edge.

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DMM Revision: Clarification of Preparation Standards for Pallets of Parcel Select Lightweight

Pieces

Effective August 6, 2012, the Postal Service™ will revise
Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®) 705.8.10.3 and 705.8.10.8
to clarify standards for the palletization of mailings of Par-
cel Select Lightweight™ (PSLW) pieces.

Current standards permit the palletization of PSLW
irregular parcels under 705.8.10.8, but exclude pieces
weighing less than 2 ounces, as well as tubes, rolls, and
similarly shaped pieces. This revision will allow these
pieces to be sacked and palletized under 705.8.10.3, and
will align with the standards currently in place for Standard
Mail® irregular parcels. This revision also clarifies that 3-
digit pallet preparation is not applicable to Standard Mail or
PSLW parcels.

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DMM Clarification: Package Intercept Transitional Phase

On June 24, 2012, the Postal Service™ implemented
the second phase of USPS Package Intercept™ service,
introducing an electronic process for commercial custom-
ers requesting USPS Package Intercept and other related
features. For a period of 6 weeks, effective immediately,
commercial business customers who sign up to use the
online application for USPS Package Intercept may partic-
ipate in the transitional testing phase of the application.

During this 6-week transitional period, customers need-
ing technical assistance will be provided additional techni-
cal support from the Business Service Network (BSN),
operations integration specialists, or technical integration
specialists as they begin testing their online data exchange
with USPS® systems. As customers begin using the newly
launched application, this additional customer support will
ensure a smooth transition to the online interface. The tran-
sitional period also allows customers to participate in a

testing environment prior to engaging in the application’s
full functionality.

USPS Package Intercept service enables mailers to
request mailpieces to be returned or redirected until the
time of final delivery to the original address. Commercial
customers may register and request USPS Package Inter-
cept service through the Business Customer Gateway at
https://gateway.usps.com/bcg/login.htm.

IMM Revision: Global Direct Entry Wholesaler Program

Effective August 6, 2012, the Postal Service™ will revise
Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
International Mail Manual (IMM®) by adding a new sub-
chapter 620 to announce the Global Direct Entry™ (GDE)
Wholesaler Program.

Under the GDE Wholesaler Program, the United States
Postal Service® establishes relationships with certain
wholesalers that tender international inbound shipments
and parcels to the Postal Service after the U.S. Customs
and Border Protection has cleared the items. An approved
GDE wholesaler must work closely with the Postal Service
and, in exchange, may be able to enter into agreements
with the Postal Service to have its name included in the
USPS® website and to obtain sales leads from the Postal
Service, thereby potentially increasing its business.

Prospective GDE wholesalers must meet certain criteria
and demonstrate specific capabilities, including the ability
to transfer package information and prepare manifests as
specified in the mailing standards noted in IMM 620, and
must receive approval from the Postal Service before par-
ticipating in the program.

620 Global Direct Entry Wholesaler Program

621 Description

Under the Global Direct Entry™ (GDE) Wholesaler Pro-
gram, the Postal Service establishes relationships with cer-
tain wholesalers that tender international inbound
shipments and parcels to the Postal Service after the U.S.
Customs and Border Protection has cleared the items. An
approved GDE wholesaler must work closely with the
Postal Service and, in exchange, may be able to enter into
agreements with the Postal Service to have its name
included in the Postal Service website and to obtain sales
leads from the Postal Service, thereby potentially increas-
ing its business.

An approved GDE wholesaler that uses a representative or
agent must ensure that the representative or agent com-
plies with the rules and regulations of the GDE Wholesaler
Program.

Prospective GDE wholesalers must meet certain criteria
and must receive approval from the Postal Service before
participating in the program.

622 Qualifying as a GDE Wholesaler
622.1 Eligibility Criteria
A GDE wholesaler must meet the following eligibility criteria:

a. Pay postage either through a permit imprint using
USPS-provided Global Shipping Software (GSS)
subject to the conditions stated in IMM 152.4 and
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DMM 604.5, or through a USPS-approved PC Post-
age Provider under DMM 604.4.

b. Be capable on an annualized basis of paying to the
Postal Service a minimum of $250,000 in postage for
Express Mail, Priority Mail, First-Class Mail, Parcel
Select Destination Entry, Parcel Select NDC Presort,
Parcel Select ONDC Presort, Parcel Select Nonpre-
sort, and Parcel Select Regional Ground service, af-
ter all discounts have been applied, for items
imported into the United States and tendered to the
Postal Service.

c. Every 6 months, provide the Postal Service with sales
projections and plans for the next 36 months related
to the GDE Wholesaler Program, separated into 12-
month increments.

d. Provide the Postal Service with the address(es) of its
offices in the United States, or the address(es) in the
United States of its agent who will be tendering items
under the GDE Wholesaler Program to the Postal
Service.

e. Provide the Postal Service with the details and capa-
bilities of the customs broker who will be involved in
the importation of items to be tendered under the
GDE Wholesaler Program.

f. Provide the Postal Service with its information tech-
nology capabilities.

g. Agree to comply with all laws in the countries and ter-
ritories in which it operates.

h. Ensure that all items tendered to the Postal Service
under the GDE Wholesaler Program are prepared in
accordance with all applicable requirements, includ-
ing those set forth in the DMM.

. Agree to first recommend Postal Service products
and services to its customers who request the servic-
es of the wholesaler concerning any type of inbound
commercial parcel shipment.

j- Upon the request of a customer gained by joint sales
efforts with, or sale leads from, the Postal Service,
provide to that customer detailed reports concerning
the items that the GDE wholesaler has tendered un-
der the GDE Wholesaler Program to the Postal Ser-
vice on behalf of the customer, with details of volume
and revenue information.

k. Provide a return address in the United States for
items that it tenders to the Postal Service, and pro-
vide a detailed explanation of its return procedures.

. If it would like to use the Postal Service brand, enter
into a trademark license agreement with the Postal
Service. Such trademark license agreement shall be
specific to the location(s) where the GDE wholesaler
will market USPS-branded products or services, and

must comply with the laws and regulatory require-
ments of such country or countries, which may in-
clude but not be limited to registration and recording
requirements. Both parties must execute the trade-
mark license agreement before the GDE wholesaler
may begin use of the Postal Service brand. Subse-
quent to execution of the trademark license agree-
ment, the GDE wholesaler must provide the Postal
Service with advance review of all proposed uses of
the Postal Service brand.

622.2 Letter of Request

Any company desiring to be a GDE wholesaler must submit
a letter of request to the following address:

The letter must affirmatively certify the following:
a. The company meets the eligibility criteria listed in 622.1.

b. The company is not disqualified from being a GDE
wholesaler for any of the reasons listed in 623.1.

Approval of a GDE wholesaler is subject to the discretion of
the Postal Service. If the Postal Service rejects a com-
pany’s request to participate in the GDE Wholesaler Pro-
gram, the Postal Service’s manager of Regional Business
Development will notify that company by e-mail that the
request is not approved. A wholesaler who receives such
notification may, within 7 days of receiving such notifica-
tion, submit an appeal by e-mail to the Postal Service’s
executive director of Global Business Management at
globaldirect@usps.com. The decision of the Postal Ser-
vice’s executive director of Global Business Management
concerning the appeal is administratively final.

622.3 Length of Qualification — Approval Period

Each GDE wholesaler will be qualified for a period of 1 year.
At the end of that 1-year period, the GDE wholesaler must
submit another letter of request to the Postal Service’s
manager of Regional Business Development in accordance
with 622.2.

623 Disqualification as a GDE Wholesaler

623.1 Determining Factors

The Postal Service will disqualify any wholesaler as a GDE
wholesaler for any of the following reasons:

a. On an annualized basis, fails to pay the Postal Ser-
vice a minimum of $250,000 in postage for Express
Mail, Priority Mail, First-Class Mail, Parcel Select
Destination Entry, Parcel Select NDC Presort, Parcel
Select ONDC Presort, Parcel Select Nonpresort, and
Parcel Select Regional Ground service after all dis-
counts have been applied, exclusive of any extra ser-
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vices fees (e.g., insurance), for items imported into
the United States and tendered to the Postal Service
under the GDE Wholesaler Program.

b. Every 6 months, fails to provide the Postal Service
with sales projections and plans related to the GDE
Wholesaler Program for the next 36 months, separat-
ed into 12-month increments.

c. Fails to comply with any of the eligibility criteria listed
in 622.1.

Also, the Postal Service will disqualify a wholesaler, a sub-
sidiary, an affiliate, an agent, or a company of the whole-
saler as a GDE wholesaler for any of the following reasons:

a. Being on the Excluded Parties List System (EPLS) of
the United States Government, available at
www.epls.gov/epls/jsp/FAQ.jsp.

b. Operating or participating in the equivalent of a GDE
Wholesaler Program that is in direct competition with
the Postal Service.

c. Being in arrears for any amount due to the Postal
Service.

623.2 Notification of Disqualification and Appeal

If the Postal Service discovers at any time, by whatever
means, that a company that has qualified as a GDE whole-
saler has not complied with any of the terms and conditions
in IMM 620, the Postal Service’s manager of Regional Busi-
ness Development will notify that company by e-mail that
the company has not complied with the terms and condi-
tions of the GDE Wholesaler Program and that the company
will be stricken from the list of approved GDE wholesalers
within 30 calendar days. A wholesaler who receives such

The Postal Service maintains a list of GDE wholesalers and
makes the list available on USPS.com, updates it periodi-
cally, and distributes it upon request to any person who
indicates a need for an international consolidator for
inbound international shipments.

625 Preapproved Advertising

A GDE wholesaler may state on advertising material that it
has been qualified as a GDE wholesaler of the Postal Ser-
vice, but the Postal Service’s manager of Regional Busi-
ness Development must approve, in advance and in
writing, the statement as it will appear on the advertising
material.

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal
limit: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international
postal money orders.

m  When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left
side.

m  When held to the light, a dark line (security thread)
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m There should be no discoloration around the dollar
amounts, which might indicate the amounts were
changes.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Order Verification System at
866-459-7822.

A. Securities, currency, or precious metals in their raw, unmanufactured
state are prohibited. Official shipments are exempt from this restriction.

A1. Mail addressed to “Any Servicemember,” or similar wording such as
“Any Soldier,” “Sailor,” “Airman,” or “Marine”; “Military Mail”; etc., is prohib-
ited. Mail must be addressed to an individual or job title such as “Com-
mander,” “Commanding Officer,” etc.

A2. APO/FPO/DPO addresses shall not include a city and/or country name.

B. Regardless of mail class, a customs declaration form is required for
all items weighing 16 ounces or more, or any item (regardless of weight) con-
taining potentially dutiable mail contents (e.g., merchandise) addressed to
an APO, FPO, or DPO ZIP Code. PS Form 2976 is required for items weigh-
ing less than 16 ounces, and PS Form 2976-A is required for items weighing
16 ounces or more. No customs form is required for items weighing less than
16 ounces when the contents are not potentially dutiable (e.g., documents).
When the surface area of the address side of the mailpiece is not large
enough to contain a PS Form 2976-A, the smaller PS Form 2976 may be
substituted (e.g., the Priority Mail Small Flat Rate Box). The following excep-
tions apply:

= Known mailers are exempt from providing customs documentation
on non-dutiable letters or printed matter. (A known mailer is a busi-
ness mailer who enters volume mailings through a business mail
entry unit (BMEU) or other bulk mail acceptance location, pays post-
age through an advance deposit account, uses a permit imprint for
postage payment, and submits a completed postage statement at
the time of entry that certifies that the mailpieces contain no danger-
ous materials that are prohibited by postal regulations.)

m All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are
regarded as “Official Mail” are exempt from providing customs doc-
umentation on any item addressed to an APO, FPO, or DPO except
for those APOs/FPOs/DPOs to which restriction “B2” applies.

= Prepaid mail from military contractors is exempt, providing the mail-
piece is endorsed “Contents for Official Use — Exempt from Cus-
toms Requirements.”

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete
customs documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail addressed
to or from this APO, FPO, or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products are prohibited.

C1. Obscene articles, prints, paintings, cards, films, videotapes, etc.,
and horror comics and matrices are prohibited.

D. Coffee is prohibited.

E1. Medicines or vaccines not conforming to French laws are prohibited.

E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic or
sexual items, or nonauthorized political materials is prohibited. Although reli-
gious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in bulk quantities,
items for the personal use of the addressee are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless telephones, global positioning sys-
tems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are prohibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited in all classes of mail. See defini-
tions of firearms in DMM 601.11.1.1¢. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed to or by official U.S. government agencies. The restriction for
mail to this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code does not apply to firearms mailed from
this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regulations are met.
Antique firearms are a separate category defined in DMM 601.11.2 and ATF
regulations; they do not require an ATF form.

F1. Privately owned weapons addressed to an individual are prohibited
in any class of mail.

F2. Importation of firearms is restricted to one shotgun and one single
shot.22 caliber rifle per individual.

G. Only letters, flats, and Periodicals are authorized. Parcels of any class
are prohibited.

H. Meats, including preserved meats, whether hermetically sealed or
not, are prohibited.

H1. Pork or pork by-products are prohibited.

1. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the fol-
lowing dimensions:

= Maximum length 20 inches.

= Maximum width 12 inches.

= Maximum height 12 inches.

The maximum length and girth combined may not exceed 68 inches.

This restriction does not apply to registered mail and official government
mail marked MOM.

J. Parcels may not exceed 108 inches in length and girth combined.

K. Mail that includes in the address the words, “Dependent Mail Sec-
tion,” may consist only of letter mail, newspapers, magazines, and books.
No parcel of any class containing any other matter may be mailed to the
Dependent Mail section. This restriction does not apply if the address does
not include the words “Dependent Mail Section.”

L. All official mail is prohibited.

M. Fruits, vegetables, animals, and living plants are prohibited.

N. Registered mail is prohibited.

0. Delivery status information for Extra Services is not available on
USPS.com.

P. APO is used for the receipt and dispatch of official mail only.

Q. Mail may not exceed 66 pounds, and size is limited to 42 inches max-
imum length and 72 inches maximum length and girth combined.

R. All alcoholic beverages, including those mailable under
DMM 601.11.7, are prohibited.

R1. Materials used in the production of alcoholic beverages (i.e., distill-
ing material, hops, malts, yeast, etc.) are prohibited.

S. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the fol-
lowing dimensions and weight:

= Maximum length 12 inches.

= Maximum width 12 inches.

= Maximum height 5 1/2 inches.

m Maximum weight 25 pounds.

The maximum length and girth combined may not exceed 47 inches.

T. Mailings of case lots of food and supplemental household shipments
must be approved by the sender’s parent agency prior to mailing.

U. Parcels must weigh less than 16 ounces when addressed to Box R.
This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free Matter for the Blind or
Handicapped.”

U1. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail weighing 13 ounces or less when
addressed to Box R. This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free
Matter for the Blind or Handicapped.” Videotapes are prohibited when
addressed to Box R, regardless of weight.

U2. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail letters only when addressed to Box R.

U3. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail correspondence (including voice
and video cassettes), newspapers, magazines, photographs, not exceeding
16 ounces, when addressed to Box R.

U4. Mail addressed to Box C is limited to 2 pounds, regardless of class.

V. Express Mail Military Service (EMMS) not available from any origin.

V1. Delivery Confirmation service is not available.

W. Meat products, such as dried beef, salami, and sausage, may be
mailed, provided they remain in their original, hermetically sealed packages
and bear USDA certification. Other meats, bones, skin, hair, feathers, horns
or hoofs of hoofed animals, wool samples, tobacco leaves, including chew-
ing and pipe tobacco, snuff, cigars, and cigarettes, or obscene material,
including obscene drawings, photographs, films, and carvings, are prohib-
ited. Exception: 200 grams of tobacco per parcel are permitted duty free.

X. Personal mail is limited to First-Class Mail items (to include audio cas-
settes and voice tapes) weighing 13 ounces or less. This limitation does not
apply to official mail.

Y. Mail is limited to First-Class and Priority Mail items only. All Periodi-
cals, Standard Mail items, and Package Services items (including SAM and
PAL) are not authorized. This restriction also applies to official mail.

Z. No outside pieces (OSPs).

Z1. The following restriction is applicable only to International Service
Centers (ISC)/Exchange Offices. An Anti-Pilferage Seal (tem No O817E or
0818A) is required on all pouches and sacks.

Many offices continue to use the
2005 or 2006 edition of the form, and others are making
copies of “Distribution: Copy 1 — Post Office” and sending
it to HQ.

Please use the most current, January 2011, edition
of the form. It has a new format and the Terms and Condi-
tions have been updated. You can order the current edition
of the form from the Material Distribution Center and use
touch-tone order entry (TTOE). Call 800-273-1509.

Note: You must be registered to use TTOE. To register, call

On July 28, 2012, in Los Angeles, California, the Postal
Service™ will issue Innovative Choreographers commem-
orative stamps (Forever® priced at 45 cents) in four designs
in a pressure-sensitive adhesive (PSA) pane of 20 stamps
(Item 469100).

The stamp will go on sale nationwide July 28, 2012.

In 2012, the U.S. Postal Service® pays tribute to four
influential choreographers who changed the art of dance:
Isadora Duncan, José Limén, Katherine Dunham, and Bob
Fosse. Isadora Duncan developed a seemingly spontane-
ous style that paved the way for modern dance. José
Limén turned to literacy and historical sources for inspira-
tion and created dances in a naturalistic style, often com-
menting on sociopolitical realities. Katherine Dunham
helped establish African-American dance an as an art form.
Bob Fosse, celebrated for directing and choreographing
musicals on both stage and screen, made dance accessi-
ble to millions. Designed to look like posters advertising a
performance, the stamp art captures the luminosity and
mystery of a live dance performance. Art director Ethel
Kessler designed the stamps using illustrations in water-
color on vintage paper by artist James McMullan.

There
is a minimum of 10 envelopes at 50 cents per postmark
required at the time of servicing. Customers should submit
a check, money order, or credit card for payment.
