Protecting Our Workers: Powered Industrial Truck Safety

Powered industrial trucks (PITs) are used in many indus-
tries, primarily to move materials. Typically, within the USPS®

work environment, PITs contain an electric motor and are 
used to raise, lower, or move pallets and tow containers. 

Supervisors must ensure that each PIT operator is com-
petent to operate a PIT safely. This is demonstrated by the 
successful completion of the required training and evalua-
tion specific to the PIT the employee is expected to operate.

To obtain an operator’s certificate, each employee must 
demonstrate his or her knowledge of general PIT safety 
information specific to the PIT being operated, as well as 
site-specific information that is contained in their facility’s 
written PIT program. Once the employee successfully com-
pletes the classroom portion of the training, which may 
include a written test, he or she is required to demonstrate 
operational proficiency for each PIT he or she may be 
required to operate. This is accomplished by an authorized 
evaluator observing the trainee performing tasks related to 
normal PIT job assignments. 

Once the evaluator deems the employee competent to 
operate his or her assigned PIT, the employee will be 
issued an operator’s certificate of familiarization or driver’s 

certificate. Only trained and authorized operators are per-
mitted to operate a PIT.

Operator refresher training is mandatory and must be 
delivered at least once every 3 years for each PIT the oper-
ator is authorized to operate. Additionally, refresher training 
must be delivered when an unsafe operation is observed, a 
near-miss accident occurs, or the employee is assigned to 
operate a new type of PIT.

Each PIT must be examined using the PIT pre-tour 
checklist before being placed in service. PITs shall not be 
placed in service if the PIT pre-tour checklist shows any 
condition adversely affecting the safety of the vehicle, and 
the PIT must be removed from service until the defect can 
be remedied. All repairs should be made by authorized per-
sonnel only.

DMM Revision: Periodicals Identification Statement — Optional Instruction for Address

Effective September 4, 2012, the Postal Service™ will 
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®) 707.4.12.5.h to pro-
vide a modified Identification Statement element for 
mailers who participate in Address Change Service 
(ACS™). 

This modification will facilitate timely transmission of 
address corrections for addressees who move and file a 
change-of-address order, or of a notification of abandon-
ment for addressees who moved without providing for-
warding instructions. As a result, copies of Periodicals will 
be addressed using subscribers’ current addresses, reduc-
ing delays in delivery caused by forwarding and additional 
handling by the Postal Service.

IMM Revision: Use of USPS Mail Transport Equipment

revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, International Mail Manual (IMM®) section 121.2 to 
stipulate that mailers must not remove USPS®-owned mail 
transport equipment (MTE) from the United States for any 
purpose (e.g., transporting items that will be entered as 
domestic mail from outside the United States to the United 
States) without a written agreement between the customer 
and the USPS manager of Mail Transport Equipment. 
Under no circumstances will the U.S. Postal Service® grant 
approval for MTE to be out of the United States for more 
than 14 days. This standard is consistent with part 581 of 
the Postal Operations Manual.

Consistent with Postal Operations Manual part 581, and 
without regard to mail class, mailers may use USPS-owned 

mail transport equipment (MTE) only to transport mail to a 
USPS facility. Mailers may not retain USPS-owned MTE for 
their internal operating use or personal convenience, and 
such equipment may not be furnished to mailers for such 
purposes. Mailers may not use USPS-owned MTE to trans-
port mail from foreign countries when such mail is not 
intended for dispatch through the U.S. Postal Service. In 
addition, mailers must not remove USPS-owned MTE from 
the United States for any purpose (e.g., transporting items 
that will be entered as domestic mail from outside the 
United States to the United States) without a written agree-
ment between the customer and the USPS manager of Mail 
Transport Equipment. Under no circumstances will the U.S. 
Postal Service grant approval for USPS-owned MTE to be 
out of the United States for more than 14 days.

TSP Roth Now Available

The Thrift Savings Plan (TSP) is a retirement savings 
plan for federal and Postal Service™ career employees and 
members of the uniformed services. It is similar to the 
401(k) plans offered by many private employers.  

TSP Roth is a new offering that allows career employees 
to contribute after-tax dollars to the TSP. Both the contri-
butions and their earnings will be tax-free when withdrawn, 
as long as Internal Revenue Service (IRS) requirements are 
met. This new option provides employees with greater flex-
ibility in managing their retirement income.

With the TSP Roth option, participants can choose to 
invest after-tax dollars in any of the TSP funds, up to the 
Internal Revenue Code limits.

Employees also will find forms 
and publications, such as TSP-30, A New TSP Element, a 
TSP Roth video, and other information there.

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal 
limit: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international 
postal money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin 
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left 
side.

When held to the light, a dark line (security thread) 
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS” 
repeated.

There should be no discoloration around the dollar 
amounts, which might indicate the amounts were 
changes.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S. 
Postal Service Money Order Verification System at 
866-459-7822.

FPO = Fleet Post Office 
MOM = Military Ordinary Mail 
MPO = Military Post Office 
PAL = Parcel Airlift 
PSC = Postal Service Center 
SAM = Space Available Mail 
USDA = United States Department of Agriculture 
Note: Mail order catalogs are prohibited as SAM or PAL mail.
A. Securities, currency, or precious metals in their raw, unmanufactured 

state are prohibited. Official shipments are exempt from this restriction.
A1. Mail addressed to “Any Servicemember,” or similar wording such as 

“Any Soldier,” “Sailor,” “Airman,” or “Marine”; “Military Mail”; etc., is prohib-
ited. Mail must be addressed to an individual or job title such as “Com-
mander,” “Commanding Officer,” etc.

A2. APO/FPO/DPO addresses shall not include a city and/or country name.
B. Regardless of mail class, a customs declaration form is required for 

all items weighing 16 ounces or more, or any item (regardless of weight) con-
taining potentially dutiable mail contents (e.g., merchandise) addressed to 
an APO, FPO, or DPO ZIP Code. PS Form 2976 is required for items weigh-
ing less than 16 ounces, and PS Form 2976-A is required for items weighing 
16 ounces or more. No customs form is required for items weighing less than 
16 ounces when the contents are not potentially dutiable (e.g., documents). 
When the surface area of the address side of the mailpiece is not large 
enough to contain a PS Form 2976-A, the smaller PS Form 2976 may be 
substituted (e.g., the Priority Mail Small Flat Rate Box). The following excep-
tions apply:

Known mailers are exempt from providing customs documentation 
on non-dutiable letters or printed matter. (A known mailer is a busi-
ness mailer who enters volume mailings through a business mail 
entry unit (BMEU) or other bulk mail acceptance location, pays post-
age through an advance deposit account, uses a permit imprint for 
postage payment, and submits a completed postage statement at 
the time of entry that certifies that the mailpieces contain no danger-
ous materials that are prohibited by postal regulations.)
All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are 
regarded as “Official Mail” are exempt from providing customs doc-
umentation on any item addressed to an APO, FPO, or DPO except 
for those APOs/FPOs/DPOs to which restriction “B2” applies.
Prepaid mail from military contractors is exempt, providing the mail-
piece is endorsed “Contents for Official Use — Exempt from Cus-
toms Requirements.”

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete 
customs documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail addressed 
to or from this APO, FPO, or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products are prohibited.
C1. Obscene articles, prints, paintings, cards, films, videotapes, etc., 

and horror comics and matrices are prohibited.
D. Coffee is prohibited. 
E1. Medicines or vaccines not conforming to French laws are prohibited.
E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic or 

sexual items, or nonauthorized political materials is prohibited. Although reli-
gious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in bulk quantities, 
items for the personal use of the addressee are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless telephones, global positioning sys-
tems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are prohibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited in all classes of mail. See defini-
tions of firearms in DMM 601.12.1.1. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed to or by official U.S. government agencies. The restriction for 
mail to this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code does not apply to firearms mailed from 
this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regulations are met. 
Antique firearms are a separate category defined in DMM 601.12.1.1h and 
ATF regulations; they do not require an ATF form.

F1. Privately owned weapons addressed to an individual are prohibited 
in any class of mail.

F2. Importation of firearms is restricted to one shotgun and one single 
shot.22 caliber rifle per individual.

G. Only letters, flats, and Periodicals are authorized. Parcels of any class 
are prohibited.

H. Meats, including preserved meats, whether hermetically sealed or 
not, are prohibited.

H1. Pork or pork by-products are prohibited.

I. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the fol-
lowing dimensions:

Maximum length 20 inches.
Maximum width 12 inches.
Maximum height 12 inches.

The maximum length and girth combined may not exceed 68 inches.

This restriction does not apply to registered mail and official government 
mail marked MOM.

J. Parcels may not exceed 108 inches in length and girth combined.

L. All official mail is prohibited.

O. Delivery status information for Extra Services is not available on 

USPS.com.
P. APO is used for the receipt and dispatch of official mail only.
Q. Mail may not exceed 66 pounds, and size is limited to 42 inches max-

imum length and 72 inches maximum length and girth combined.
R. All alcoholic beverages, including those mailable under 

DMM 601.12.7, are prohibited. 
R1. Materials used in the production of alcoholic beverages (i.e., distill-

ing material, hops, malts, yeast, etc.) are prohibited. 
S. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the fol-

lowing dimensions and weight:
Maximum length 12 inches.
Maximum width 12 inches.
Maximum height 5 1/2 inches.
Maximum weight 25 pounds.

The maximum length and girth combined may not exceed 47 inches.

T. Mailings of case lots of food and supplemental household shipments 
must be approved by the sender’s parent agency prior to mailing.

U. Parcels must weigh less than 16 ounces when addressed to Box R. 
This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free Matter for the Blind or 
Handicapped.”

U1. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail weighing 13 ounces or less when 
addressed to Box R. This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free 
Matter for the Blind or Handicapped.” Videotapes are prohibited when 
addressed to Box R, regardless of weight.

U2. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail letters only when addressed to 
Box R.

U3. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail correspondence (including voice 
and video cassettes), newspapers, magazines, photographs, not exceeding 
16 ounces, when addressed to Box R. 

U4. Mail addressed to Box C is limited to 2 pounds, regardless of class.
V. Express Mail Military Service (EMMS) not available from any origin.
V1. Delivery Confirmation service is not available.
W. Meat products, such as dried beef, salami, and sausage, may be 

mailed, provided they remain in their original, hermetically sealed packages 
and bear USDA certification. Other meats, bones, skin, hair, feathers, horns 
or hoofs of hoofed animals, wool samples, tobacco leaves, including chew-
ing and pipe tobacco, snuff, cigars, and cigarettes, or obscene material, 
including obscene drawings, photographs, films, and carvings, are prohib-
ited. Exception: 200 grams of tobacco per parcel are permitted duty free.

X. Personal mail is limited to First-Class Mail items (to include audio cas-
settes and voice tapes) weighing 13 ounces or less. This limitation does not 
apply to official mail.

Y. Mail is limited to First-Class and Priority Mail items only. All Periodi-
cals, Standard Mail items, and Package Services items (including SAM and 
PAL) are not authorized. This restriction also applies to official mail.

Z. No outside pieces (OSPs).
Z1. The following restriction is applicable only to International Service 

Centers (ISC)/Exchange Offices. An Anti-Pilferage Seal (Item No O817E or 
O818A) is required on all pouches and sacks.

On September 11, 2012, in Greensboro, North Carolina, 

at the Greensboro Historical Museum, the Postal Service™
will issue the O. Henry commemorative stamp (Forever®

priced at 45 cents) in one design in a pressure-sensitive 
adhesive (PSA) pane of 20 stamps (Item 469900). 

The stamp will go on sale nationwide September 11, 2012.

In 2012, the U.S. Postal Service® commemorates the 
150th anniversary of the birth of O. Henry (the pen name of 
William S. Porter) with a stamp in its Literary Arts series. 
This prolific author wrote nearly 300 tales. By the time of his 
death, he was the most widely read storyteller in America. 
In the stamp art, the author’s portrait is set against a back-
ground image of the elevated rail in New York City, where 
many of O. Henry’s stories were set. The portrait is based 
on a photograph of the author as a young man. Illustrator 
Cap Pannell worked with art director and stamp designer 
Ethel Kessler on this stamp art.

Distribution: Item 469900, O. Henry (Forever 
priced at 45 cents) Commemorative PSA Pane of 
20 Stamps

Stamp distribution offices (SDOs) and stamp distribu-
tion centers (SDCs) will receive their standard automatic 
distribution quantity for a PSA pane stamp.

How to Order the First Day of Issue Digital Color or Traditional Postmarks
Customers have 60 days to obtain the first day of issue 

postmarks by mail. They may purchase new stamps at their 
local Post Office™, by telephone at 800-STAMP-24, or at 
The Postal Store® website at www.usps.com/shop.

Traditional Postmarks
Customers should affix the stamps to envelopes of their 

choice, address them to themselves or others, or provide a 
self-addressed return envelope with sufficient postage large 
enough to accommodate the canceled item. Mail the 
request to the corresponding city of issuance. There is no 
charge for the first 50 postmarks. There is a 5-cent charge 
for each additional postmark over 50. Customers should 
submit a check, money order, or credit card for payment. 
After applying the first day of issue postmark, the Postal Ser-
vice™ will return the envelopes to the customer by U.S. Mail.

All postmark requests should go to the first day of issue 
city. The first day of issue city Post Office will then forward 
in bulk all postmark requests to Cancellation Services, 
Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992, Kansas City, 
MO 64144-9992 by respective Post Offices.

Digital Color Postmarks
Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark. 

Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of 
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free, 
9/16" side seams with no glue on the flap. The maximum 

size of all digital color postmarks is 2" high x 4" long. Allow 
sufficient space on the envelope to accommodate the 
postmark. Do not use self-adhesive labels for addresses on 
the envelope. Two test envelopes must be included. There 
is a minimum of 10 envelopes at 50 cents per postmark 
required at the time of servicing. Customers should submit 
a check, money order, or credit card for payment.

The Postal Service reserves the right to not accept 
hand-painted and other cachet envelopes that are not 
compatible with our digital color postmark equipment. The 
Postal Service also reserves the right to substitute tradi-
tional black rubber postmarks if use of nonspecified enve-
lopes results in poor image quality or damage to 
equipment.

Customers should affix the stamps to the envelopes and 
address them to themselves or others for return through 
the mail. Or, they may include an additional self-addressed 
return envelope, large enough to accommodate their can-
celed items, with sufficient postage affixed for return of 
their postmarked items. Mail the request for a first day of 
issue digital color postmark to the corresponding city of 
issuance. Post Offices will then forward all customer 
requests for digital color postmarks to Cancellation 
Services, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992, 
Kansas City, MO 64144-9992.

After applying the first day of issue postmark, the Postal 
Service will return the envelopes to the customer by U.S. Mail.
