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Background

The Postal Service™ is in the midst of primary season
and preparing for the general election in November 2016.
In addition to the presidential campaign, there will be high-
visibility congressional, gubernatorial, and other state and
local races.

With elections comes Election Mail and Political Cam-
paign Mail and proper handling of each is critical.

Concerns have been raised regarding how the change in
delivery standards could require additional time for Election
Mail, Political Campaign Mail, and ballots to reach voters.
The Postal Service takes these concerns very seriously and
plans are in place from coast to coast to ensure the timely
receipt, processing, and delivery of election and political
mail.

Generally, citizens use one of three methods to cast
their votes — a traditional polling place via electronic or
paper ballot, an absentee paper ballot, or early in-person
voting. Although traditional poll voting is still the most pop-
ular method, voting by mail is increasing across broad seg-
ments of the American electorate. For example, in the 2014
midterm federal election, 25 percent of voters cast ballots
by mail — an increase of 3.5 percent over the 2012 presi-
dential election.

Election Mail

Plan Objectives

m Educate and inform the public on proper mail han-
dling, key dates, and general election mail/political
mail tips.

m Reinforce message that the Postal Service takes its
job of delivering ballots and other election/political
mail very seriously.

m Emphasize correct use for Tag 57, Political Campaign
Mailing.

m Highlight correct use for Tag 191, Domestic and
International Mail-In Ballots, and ensure this mail is
correctly identified and promptly processed.

m Build awareness that official Election Mail and Politi-
cal Campaign Mail are normally related to the same
election event, but they are actually two distinct
types of mail.

m Assure election officials that ballots will be handled
correctly and educate them on the changes related
to service standards so they can make changes to
their processes in order for ballots to be mailed and
returned in time.

m Increase attentiveness among employees that when
they encounter official Election Mail or Political Cam-
paign Mail in the mail stream to always handle it
promptly and provide it with equal care and attention.

Key Messages

m The U.S. Mail is an important part of the U.S. election
process, and the Postal Service is confident in the
dependable and timely delivery of Election Mail and
Political Campaign Mail.

m Voting by mail works and the Postal Service can be
trusted to deliver ballots in a timely manner.

reach program to ensure election boards, political
candidates, and mailers are aware of the deadlines
for Election Mail and Political Mail.

m The Postal Service takes pride in the popularity of
U.S. Mail as an efficient and effective means for citi-
zens to participate in the voting process.

m The Postal Service expects to handle millions of bal-
lots this election cycle — proof that mail is a depend-
able and protected way to cast your vote. The Postal
Service strongly recommends allowing five days for
the safe delivery of Election Mail ballots.

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Key Voter Message — Return Ballots

Customers who opt to vote through the U.S. Mail need
to familiarize themselves with their local jurisdiction’s
requirements regarding timely submissions of absentee
ballots, including postmarking requirements. Voters should
contact their local election officials for questions about
local deadlines. The Postal Service recommends mailing
ballots early to account for any unforeseen events or
weather issues and to allow for timely receipt by election
officials.

Key Election Official and Political Mailer Message —
Return Ballots

Delivery times vary based on the class of mail, where it’s
entered, and where it’'s going. Most mail will be delivered
within 5 days. Standard Mail® may take longer depending
on where the mail is being sent from and delivered to. Elec-
tion Mail coordinators can provide additional information
about standard delivery times.

Whether the decision is to use First-Class Mail® or Stan-
dard Mail, working closely with local Postal Service election
mail coordinators to determine a delivery time for the mail-
ing is strongly encouraged. Contact information for coordi-
nators can be found at http://www.usps.com/electionmail.

FAQs
1. What is Election Mail?

Election Mail is any item mailed to or from authorized
election officials that enables citizens to participate in
the voting process, such as ballot materials, voter
registration cards, absentee applications, and polling
place notifications.

2. What is Political Mail?

Political Mail is any material mailed at First-Class Mail
or Standard Mail prices for political campaign pur-
poses by a registered political candidate, a campaign
committee (federal, state, or local), or a committee of
a political party (Democratic National Committee,
Republican Congressional Campaign Committee).

3. What is Franked Mail?

Franked Mail is official mail sent by members and
members-elect of Congress, the Vice-President, and
other authorized individuals. Mail must relate to the
mailer’s official business, activities, and duties.
Franked Mail has a written or facsimile signature of
an authorized user in the upper right corner of the
envelope or a franked label, followed by “M.C.”
standing for member of Congress, or “U.S.S.” for
U.S. Senate. A Franked Mail label is required for
items larger than a flat sized envelope. Franked Mail
must not be returned for postage or delivered to the
recipient as “postage due.”

4. How many states use Vote-By-Mail?

Twenty-two states have some form of Vote-By-Mail
elections. Three of the 22 states — Oregon, Wash-
ington, and Colorado — hold all elections by mail. 19
states besides CO, OR, and WA allow “certain types
of elections” to be held entirely by mail. For more
information, visit:  http://www.ncsl.org/research/
elections-and-campaigns/all-mail-elections.aspx.

5. How many ballots is the Postal Service projecting
it will deliver for this year’s elections?

The Postal Service handled more than 25 million

return ballots (not including military ballots) in the last
Presidential election. The expectation is that there

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will be more ballots this year since there is another
Vote-By-Mail state.

. How many ballots were delivered to troops

around the world in the 2012 general election?

Between September 1, 2012, and November 30,
2012, the Military Postal Service (MPS) received
51,725 absentee ballots from local election offices
for distribution to overseas military members. A total
of 89,329 voter ballots were transmitted back to the
U.S. and local election officials using Priority Mail
Express®. The difference between the number of bal-
lots received and transmitted back is likely due to the
fact that many voters chose to receive their blank
ballots electronically, but printed them out and
returned them by mail. The overall average transit of
voter ballots from the absentee voter to election
offices was 5.6 days. For more information, visit:

. Is the Postal Service ready for the increased volume?

Yes. The U.S. Mail is an important part of the U.S.
election process, and the Postal Service is confident
in its dependable and timely delivery of Election Mail
and Political Campaign Mail.

. Will the service standard changes made last year

impact voting by mail in any way?

No. Postal Service representatives are working
closely with local and federal election officials to
address and alleviate any concerns. The Postal Ser-
vice is ready and committed to ensuring timely deliv-
ery of all election and political campaign mail.

. What is the Hatch Act?

The Hatch Act (5 U.S.C. §§ 7321-7326) limits certain
political activities of most executive branch employ-
ees. For example, the law prohibits employees from
engaging in political activity while on duty or in the
Federal workplace. It also prohibits them from solic-
iting or receiving political contributions. Employees
who violate the Hatch Act are subject to a range of
disciplinary actions, including removal from federal
service, reduction in grade, debarment from federal
employment for a period not to exceed 5 years, sus-
pension, reprimand, or a civil penalty not to exceed
$1,000.

How does the Hatch Act affect the Postal Service
and its employees?

The Postal Service is non-political — meaning the
organization cannot and does not support any politi-
cal party or affiliation over another. The continued
effectiveness of this organization depends on the
ability to deliver all political mailings without giving
the perception that the views of one candidate, polit-

ical party, or political viewpoint are endorsed over
another.

It is the responsibility of all Postal Service employees
to know and obey the Hatch Act restrictions. This
means that employees may not display political but-
tons while on postal property or place bumper stick-
ers on a Postal Service vehicle indicating a
preference for a specific candidate, party, or a politi-
cal position. Employees are also urged to not partic-
ipate in any political discussions where customers
are present.

This brief summary does not address all of the Hatch

What is Vote-By-Mail?
A ballot is automatically mailed to every registered

voter in advance of Election Day. Traditional in-per-
son voting precincts are not available.

What is No Excuse Absentee Voting?

All states will mail an absentee ballot to certain voters
who request one. The voter may return the ballot by
mail or in person. In 20 states, an excuse is required,
while 27 states and the District of Columbia permit
any qualified voter to vote absentee without offering
an excuse. Some states offer a permanent absentee
ballot list. Once a voter asks to be added to the list,
she/he will automatically receive an absentee ballot
for all future elections.

What are Absentee Ballots?

An absentee ballot is a ballot completed and typically
mailed in advance of an election by a voter who is
unable to be present at the polls.

Does the Postal Service process mail less now
than it used to?

No. Mail is processed daily.

Do the return ballots need to be postmarked by a
certain date?

That varies on a state-by-state basis. There are cur-
rently 13 states that require postmarks in order to
accept ballots post-election: AL, AK, IL, IA, MD, NY,
NC, ND, OH, UT, WA, WV, and WI. Go to your state’s
election website for specific information.

Do the return ballots need to be postmarked even
if there is a meter?

It depends on the location. Go to your state’s election
website for specific information.

Election Mail vs. Political Campaign Mail

m Election Mail is any item mailed to or from autho-
rized election officials that enables citizens to partic-
ipate in the voting process, such as:

— Absentee ballots,

— Vote-By-Mail ballots,

— Other balloting related materials,
— Voter registration cards,

— Absentee applications,

— Polling place notifications, and
— Voter reply mail.

m Political Mail is any material mailed at First-Class
Mail or Standard Mail rates for political campaign
purposes by a registered political candidate, a cam-
paign committee (federal, state, or local), a commit-
tee of a political party (Democratic National
Committee, Republican Congressional Campaign
Committee), or Political Action Committees (PAC),
Super-PACs, and other organizations engaging in
issue-advocacy or voter mobilization.

What'’s an Absentee Ballot?

Not all voters can get to the polling place on Election
Day. An absentee ballot is the printed ballot marked by an
absent voter, sealed in a special envelope, and given or
mailed to the municipal clerk.

The number of ballots mailed back to election officials
with insufficient postage is on the rise. Each election cycle
presents a different set of parameters for ballot creation
and for the size and weight of the return mailpiece. Election
officials should consult with Postal Service officials to
determine the proper postage required for mailing ballots
to voters and the return of ballots to election officials.

Absentee and Early Voting

Most states have a method for any eligible voter to cast
a ballot before Election Day, either during the early voting
period or by requesting an absentee ballot. In 13 states,
early voting is not available and an excuse is required to
request an absentee ballot.

States offer three ways for voters to cast a ballot before
Election Day:

1. Early Voting — In 37 states (including three that mail
ballots to all voters for every election) and the District
of Columbia, any qualified voter may cast a ballot in
person during a designated period prior to Election
Day. No excuse or justification is required.

2. Absentee Voting — All states will mail an absentee
ballot to certain voters who request one. The voter

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may return the ballot by mail or in person. In 20
states, an excuse is required, while 27 states and the
District of Columbia permit any qualified voter to vote
absentee without offering an excuse. Some states of-
fer a permanent absentee ballot list. Once a voter
asks to be added to the list, she/he will automatically
receive an absentee ballot for all future elections.

3. Mail Voting — A ballot is automatically mailed to ev-
ery eligible voter (no request or application is neces-
sary). In-person voting sites may also be available for
voters who would like to vote in-person and to pro-
vide additional services to voters. Three states mail
ballots to all eligible voters for every election. Other
states may provide this option for some types of
elections.

Vote-By-Mail

Twenty-two states have provisions
allowing certain elections to be
conducted entirely by mail. For
these elections, all registered voters
receive a ballot in the mail. Typi-
cally, the voter marks the ballot,
puts it in a secrecy envelope or
sleeve, places it into a separate
mailing envelope, signs an affidavit
on the exterior of the mailing enve-
lope, and returns the package via
mail or by dropping it off.

VOTE

BY MAIL

Ballots are mailed out well ahead of Election Day, and
thus voters have an “election period,” not just a single day,
to vote. All-mail elections can be thought of as absentee
voting for everyone. This system is also referred to as
“Vote-By-Mail.”

Three of the 22 states — Oregon (2000), Washington
(2011), and Colorado (2013) — hold all elections entirely by
mail. Other states permit all-mail elections in certain cir-
cumstances, such as for special districts, municipal elec-
tions, when candidates are unopposed, or at the discretion

of the county clerk. Traditional in-person voting precincts
are not available in these three states. Instead, voters are
able to return ballots by mail, in a drop-off location, and in
some cases vote in-person at voter centers.

Generally, states begin with providing all-mail elections
only in certain circumstances, and then add additional
opportunities as citizens become familiar with procedures.

At least 15 states and the District of Columbia, allow
some form of permanent absentee voting. In some states,
this system is called “permanent mail-in voting.” Perma-
nent absentee voting operates in a similar manner to all-
mail elections. Voters in these states can sign up to have a
ballot automatically mailed for every election where the
voter is eligible.

Tag 57

Tag 57, Political Campaign Mailing, is a red container
tag designed to provide visibility to political mail while it’s
in the mail stream. It can be used for any political campaign
mailing by a registered political candidate, campaign com-
mittee, and committee of a political party, or political mes-
sage mailing by a political action committee (PAC), super-
PAC, or other organizations engaging in issue advocacy or
voter mobilization. A registered political candidate or party
is an individual or organization recognized by a government
election control authority (national, state, or local), accord-
ing to Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®).

Tag 57
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Tag 191

Tag 191, Domestic and International Mail-In Ballots, is a
green container tag that has been in use since
November 2007. It may be used by election officials to
identify trays and sacks of their ballot mail destined for
either domestic or international addresses. The tag (shown
right) provides greater visibility to ballot mail during Postal
Service handling.

Military — APO/FPO/DPO

Key Messages

m  Any American voter living overseas has the opportu-
nity to mail his or her completed ballot back home
Free of Charge at the nearest American embassy or
consulate, or APO/FPO if the voter has authorized
access to the military base.

m Even in times of war, the Postal Service has delivered
the most fundamental symbol of democracy — a bal-
lot. One of the efforts we’re proudest of is our contri-
bution to seeing that the brave men and woman of
our armed forces serving abroad can vote.

m There are special procedures for APO/FPO/DPO
Absentee Ballots for the 2016 presidential general
election. These procedures are in effect between
September 1 and November 8.

m During this time, the Postal Service will provide spe-
cial handling for dispatch via the International Ser-
vice Centers.

m The Postal Service recommends that ballots be
returned no later than the mailing dates found at
https://www.usps.com/election-mail/2016-ameri-
cans-overseas-ballot-mailing-deadlines.pdf.

Military — APO/FPO/DPO Absentee Ballots

The Postal Service and the Military Postal Service have
joined forces to provide special handling of absentee bal-
lots to overseas military personnel. The Postal Service rec-
ognizes the important role mail plays in the election
process and is committed to ensuring that everyone who
votes by mail experiences a smooth, well-organized pro-
cess — one that provides them with the highest level of
trust and confidence. Special procedures for APO/FPO/
DPO Absentee Ballots are provided for Election Officials
and Postal Service employees.

Here is a summary of the program:

m Election officials should mail absentee ballots at least
45 days prior to the November 8 election.

m All military absentee ballots mailed by election offi-
cials from September 1 through November 8 will be
subject to special handling procedures.

At the ISC, absentee ballots receive special handling
including accelerated sortation, special tray identifi-
cation, and priority transportation.

Follow these steps to cash a Postal Service™ money
order:

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal
limit: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international
postal money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

m  When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left
side.

m When held to the light, a dark line (security thread)
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m There should be no discoloration around the dollar
amounts, which might indicate the amounts were
changes.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Order Verification System at
866-459-7822.

A. Securities, currency, or precious metals in their raw, unmanufactured state
are prohibited. Official shipments are exempt from this restriction.

A1. Mail addressed to “Any Servicemember,” or similar wording such as “Any
Soldier,” “Sailor,” “Airman,” or “Marine”; “Military Mail”; etc., is prohibited. Mail
must be addressed to an individual or job title such as “Commander,” “Command-
ing Officer,” etc.

A2. APO/FPO/DPO addresses shall not include a city and/or country name.

B. Regardless of mail class, a customs declaration (i.e., PS Form 2976, PS Form
2976-A, or PS Form 2976-B) is required for all items weighing 16 ounces or more,
or any item (regardless of weight) containing potentially dutiable mail contents
(e.g., merchandise or goods) addressed to or from an APO, FPO, or DPO ZIP
Code. If mailed using Priority Mail Express service, mailpieces requiring a customs
form that are addressed to or from an APO, FPO, or DPO location must bear a
properly completed PS Form 2976-B. No customs form is required for items
weighing less than 16 ounces when the contents are not potentially dutiable (e.g.,
documents). The surface area of the address side of the mailpiece must be large
enough to contain the applicable customs declaration. The following exceptions
apply:

= Known mailers are exempt from providing customs documentation on
non-dutiable letters or printed matter. (A known mailer is a business mailer
who enters volume mailings through a business mail entry unit (BMEU) or
other bulk mail acceptance location, pays postage through an advance
deposit account, uses a permit imprint for postage payment, and submits
a completed postage statement at the time of entry that certifies that the
mailpieces contain no dangerous materials that are prohibited by postal
regulations.)

m All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are
regarded as “Official Mail” are exempt from providing customs documen-
tation on any item addressed to an APO, FPO, or DPO except for those
APOs/FPOs/DPOs to which restriction “B2” applies.

m Prepaid mail from military contractors is exempt, providing the mailpiece
is endorsed “Contents for Official Use — Exempt from Customs Require-
ments.”

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete customs
documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail addressed to or from this
APO, FPO, or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products are prohibited.

C1. Obscene articles, prints, paintings, cards, films, videotapes, etc., and horror
comics and matrices are prohibited.

D. Coffee is prohibited.

E. Medicines (prescription, over-the-counter, vitamins, and supplements) are
prohibited when mailed to individuals for human or animal use. This prohibition
does not apply when medicines are sent as official mail only between specifically
designated agencies such as pharmaceutical distributors, hospitals, clinics, and
pharmacies.

E1. Medicines or vaccines not conforming to French laws are prohibited.

E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic or sexual
items, or nonauthorized political materials is prohibited. Although religious mate-
rials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in bulk quantities, items for the per-
sonal use of the addressee are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless telephones, global positioning systems, scan-
ners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are prohibited.

F.  Firearms of any type are prohibited in all classes of mail. See definitions of
firearms in PUB 52, Sec. 431. This restriction does not apply to firearms mailed to
or by official U.S. government agencies. The restriction for mail to this APO/FPO/
DPO ZIP Code does not apply to firearms mailed from this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP
Code, provided ATF and USPS regulations are met. Antique firearms are a sepa-
rate category defined in PUB 52, Sec. 431.3 and ATF regulations; they do not
require an ATF form.

F1. Privately owned weapons addressed to an individual are prohibited in any
class of mail.

F2. Importation of firearms is restricted to one shotgun and one single shot .22
caliber rifle per individual.

G. Only letters, flats, and Periodicals are authorized. Parcels of any class are
prohibited.
H. Meats, including preserved meats, whether hermetically sealed or not, are
prohibited.
H1. Pork or pork by-products are prohibited.
I Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the following
dimensions:

= Maximum length 20 inches.

= Maximum width 12 inches.

The maximum length and girth combined may not exceed 68 inches.

This restriction does not apply to registered mail and official government mail
marked MOM.

APO is used for the receipt and dispatch of official mail only.
Mail may not exceed 66 pounds, and size is limited to 42 inches maximum
length and 72 inches maximum length and girth combined.
R. All alcoholic beverages, including those mailable under PUB 52, Sec. 421,
are prohibited.
R1. Materials used in the production of alcoholic beverages (i.e., distilling mate-
rial, hops, malts, yeast, etc.) are prohibited.
S. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the following
dimensions and weight:

= Maximum length 12 inches.

= Maximum width 12 inches.

= Maximum height 5 1/2 inches.

= Maximum weight 25 pounds.

The maximum length and girth combined may not exceed 47 inches.

T. Mailings of case lots of food and supplemental household shipments must
be approved by the sender’s parent agency prior to mailing.

U. Parcels must weigh less than 16 ounces when addressed to Box R. This
restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free Matter for the Blind or Handi-
capped.”

U1. Mailis limited to First-Class Mail weighing 13 ounces or less when addressed
to Box R. This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free Matter for the
Blind or Handicapped.” Videotapes are prohibited when addressed to Box R,
regardless of weight.

U2. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail letters only when addressed to Box R.

U3. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail correspondence (including voice and video
cassettes), newspapers, magazines, photographs, not exceeding 16 ounces,
when addressed to Box R.

U4. Mail addressed to Box C is limited to 2 pounds, regardless of class.

V.  Priority Mail Express Military Service (PMEMS) not available from any origin.
V1. USPS Tracking is not available.

W. Meat products, such as dried beef, salami, and sausage, may be mailed, pro-
vided they remain in their original, hermetically sealed packages and bear USDA
certification. Other meats, bones, skin, hair, feathers, horns or hoofs of hoofed ani-
mals, wool samples, tobacco leaves, including chewing and pipe tobacco, snuff,
cigars, and cigarettes, or obscene material, including obscene drawings, photo-
graphs, films, and carvings, are prohibited. Exception: 200 grams of tobacco per
parcel are permitted duty free.

X. Personal mail is limited to First-Class Mail items (to include audio cassettes
and voice tapes) weighing 13 ounces or less. This limitation does not apply to offi-
cial mail.

Y. Mailis limited to First-Class and Priority Mail items only. All Periodicals, Stan-
dard Mail items, and Package Services items (including SAM and PAL) are not
authorized. This restriction also applies to official mail.

Z. No outside pieces (OSPs).

Z1. The following restriction is applicable only to International Service Centers
(ISC)/Exchange Offices. An Anti-Pilferage Seal (item No O817E or O818A) is
required on all pouches and sacks.

DMM Revision: Military Mail Addressing and Restriction Codes — Update

In Postal Bulletin 22432 dated January 7, 2016, the
Postal Service™ announced that effective March 7, 2016,
we would revise the restriction codes for military and diplo-
matic mail and replace the table of APO/FPO/DPO ZIP
Codes™ and the Restrictions definitions that are currently
published in the Pull-Out Information section of the Postal
Bulletin. Due to systems issues, these changes are tempo-
rarily on hold.

At the same time, we also announced that effective
March 7, 2016, we would revise Mailing Standards of the
United States Postal Service, Domestic Mail Manual
(DMM®), subchapter 703.2, to incorporate two restrictions
pertaining to the overseas addressing requirements for mil-

itary mail that are currently Restrictions A1 and A2 in the
APO/FPO/DPO table and remove those two current restric-
tions from the table. We revised the text in the DMM as
planned, but we will temporarily keep Restrictions A1 and
A2 in the APO/FPO/DPO table.

Publication 52 Revision: Change to Age Verification for Mailing of Cigarettes and Smokeless

Tobacco Products

Effective January 1, 2016, the minimum age for purchas-
ing cigarettes and other tobacco products in the State of
Hawaii has changed from age 18 to age 21. In addition, sev-
eral states require purchasers of tobacco to be age 19 or
older: Alaska, Alabama, New Jersey, and Utah. Postal Ser-
vice™ employees should be aware of these requirements
and ensure that the sender and recipient meet the required
minimum age as specified in Publication 52, Hazardous,
Restricted, and Perishable Mail, and should be especially

watchful when the item is being sent or received in an area
where the minimum purchasing age is above age 18.

As a community service, the Postal Service™ offers pic-
torial postmarks to commemorate local events celebrated
in communities throughout the nation. A list of events for
which pictorial postmarks are authorized appears below.
The sponsor of the pictorial postmark appears in italics
under the date. Also provided are illustrations of these
postmarks.

People attending these local events may obtain the
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there. Those who cannot attend the event but
who wish to obtain the postmark may submit a mail order
request. Pictorial postmarks are available only for the dates
indicated, and requests must be postmarked no later than
30 days following the requested pictorial postmark date.

All requests must include a stamped envelope or post-
card bearing at least the minimum First-Class Mail® post-
age. ltems submitted for postmark may not include

date listed here. Orders received after the cut-off date will
be processed the next print run date.

Use eBuy2 to order Stamps by Mail brochures. These
approved eBuy2 orders must be received by Supply
Management by the eBuy2 cut-off date and approved in
eBuy2 prior to a published print run cut-off date to be
included in that run.

Cyril-Scott Company will deliver orders within 35
calendar days after printing. Printing begins one week after
the deadline date, and actual receipt of the order will
depend on the ultimate destination and the corresponding
delivery service standard.

Customers wishing to obtain a postmark should affix
stamps to any envelope or postcard of their choice,
address the envelope or postcard to themselves or others,
insert a card of postcard thickness in envelopes for sturdi-
ness, and tuck in the flap. Place the envelope or postcard
in a larger envelope and address it to: Pictorial Postmarks,
followed by the Name of the Station, Address, City, State,
ZIP+4® Code, as listed below.

Customers can also send stamped envelopes and post-
cards without addresses for postmark, as long as they sup-
ply a larger envelope with adequate postage and their
return address. After applying the pictorial postmark, the
Postal Service returns the items (with or without addresses)
under addressed protective cover.

How to Order the First-Day-of-Issue Digital Color or Traditional Postmarks

Customers have 60 days to obtain the first-day-of-issue
postmarks by mail. They may purchase new stamps at their
local Post Office™, by telephone at 800-STAMP-24, or at
The Postal Store® website at www.usps.com/shop.

Traditional Postmarks

Customers should affix the stamps to envelopes of their
choice, address them to themselves or others, or provide a
self-addressed return envelope with sufficient postage
large enough to accommodate the canceled item. Mail the
request to the corresponding city of issuance. There is no
charge for the first 50 postmarks. There is a 5-cent charge
for each additional postmark over 50. Customers should
submit a check, money order, or credit card for payment.
After applying the first-day-of-issue postmark, the Postal
Service™ will return the envelopes to the customer by U.S.
Mail.

All postmark requests should go to the first-day-of-
issue city. The first-day-of-issue city Post Office will then
forward in bulk all postmark requests to Cancellation Ser-
vices, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992, Kansas
City, MO 64144-9992 by respective Post Offices.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16" side seams with no glue on the flap. The maximum

size of all digital color postmarks is 2" high x 4" long. Allow
sufficient space on the envelope to accommodate the
postmark. Do not use self-adhesive labels for addresses on
the envelope. Two test envelopes must be included. There
is @ minimum of 10 envelopes at 50 cents per postmark
required at the time of servicing. Customers should submit
a check, money order, or credit card for payment.

The Postal Service reserves the right to not accept
hand-painted and other cachet envelopes that are not
compatible with our digital color postmark equipment. The
Postal Service also reserves the right to substitute tradi-
tional black rubber postmarks if use of nonspecified enve-
lopes results in poor image quality or damage to
equipment.

Customers should affix the stamps to the envelopes and
address them to themselves or others for return through
the mail. Or, they may include an additional self-addressed
return envelope, large enough to accommodate their can-
celed items, with sufficient postage affixed for return of
their postmarked items. Mail the request for a first-day-of-
issue digital color postmark to the corresponding city of
issuance. Post Offices will then forward all customer
requests for digital color postmarks to Cancellation Ser-
vices, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992, Kansas
City, MO 64144-9992.

After applying the first-day-of-issue postmark, the
Postal Service will return the envelopes to the customer by
U.S. Mail.
