Mail in the Age of the Digital Consumer: Driving Relevance and Results

Consumers are connected 24/7 to their mobile devices 
whether they are engaged in social media, shopping, or 
playing games. Marketers are aware of this trend and have 
begun shifting their marketing spend away from direct mail 
in an effort to increase the return on their investments and 
response rates. 

However, contrary to popular belief, mail is highly val-
ued among consumers. Based on findings from the USPS® 
2016 Mail Moment Survey, regardless of age, most con-
sumers get their mail at the first opportunity and then sort 
at first opportunity (usually same day). Overall mail engage-
ment has increased since 2012 — these are encouraging 
statistics.

Although the Postal Service™ has been around since 
1775, hard copy mail is still preferred over telemarketing 
and email. Millennials (those born between 1980 and 2000, 
the biggest generation in U.S. History based on the U.S. 
Census) enjoy receiving mail even more than other genera-
tions.

The Mail Innovations team sees this as an educational 
opportunity. The team has been creating promotions and 
incentives since 2011 to drive awareness of innovative 
uses of mail and link the physical with the digital world.

The promotions have proven to be an effective way to 
move the industry towards new and innovative mail tech-
niques. In 2015, over 11 billion pieces were mailed through 
the promotions, and participants have let us know that the 
promotions have driven response rates and engagement. 
Mailers appreciate the opportunity to try new things that 
they wouldn’t normally do with their direct mail campaigns 
and to learn (at discounted rates) how new technology or a 
new take on traditional mail techniques work for their com-
panies.

The USPS currently has three mailing promotions run-
ning that offer a 2 percent postage discount for the use of 
print/mobile technology and tactile, sensory, and physical 
experiences:

 Emerging and Advanced Technology/Video in 
Print Promotion

This promotion runs through August 31, 2016, and 
encourages the creation of mailpieces that include 

technologies such as NFC, enhanced augmented 
reality, video in print, and Beacon technology. These 
technologies allow the recipients to engage in innova-
tive digital experiences triggered from their mailpiece.

 Tactile, Sensory, and Interactive Mailpiece 
Engagement Promotion

This promotion’s purpose is to engage consumers 
through the use of innovative specialty inks, sensory 
elements, textural papers, and the use of folds or 
other dimensional elements that the recipient can 
interact with and manipulate. This promotion ends on 
August 31, 2016.

 Mobile Shopping Promotion

The Mobile Shopping promotion continues through 
December 31, 2016, and encourages the use of mail 
as the gateway to a mobile purchase through the use 
of such mobile technology as QR codes and snap 
tags. This year’s promotion also allows the use of 
“Buy Now” features that support shopping during 
social media activities.

By visiting https://www.irresistiblemail.com/, you can 
view examples that would qualify for each of these promo-
tions and experience how direct mail can be cutting-edge 
and innovative.

The last promotion for 2016 encourages the use of more 
traditional mail techniques. According to Leflein Associates 
Mail Openability Study, recipients are 69 percent more 
likely to open mailpieces with color text/graphics on enve-
lopes and 247 percent more likely to open those with color 
graphics first. The 2016 Personalized Color Transpromo 
promotion requires mailers to incorporate dynamic color 
printing of personalized marketing messaging and data in 
order to earn the 2 percent postage discount. This promo-
tion launched on July 1, 2016, and runs until December 31, 
2016. 

Through the continued development of the mailing pro-
motions by the Mail Innovations team, our goal is that 
direct mail will remain relevant, the value of mail will con-
tinue to grow, and consumers will be enthralled with their 
mailpieces.

IMM Revision: Free Matter for the Blind Service to Ascension, Bolivia, Falkland Islands, and 
North Korea

The article titled “IMM Revision: Priority Mail Interna-
tional Flat Rate Envelopes and Small Flat Rate Priced 
Boxes” in Postal Bulletin 22443 (6-9-16, pages 16–23) pub-
lished revisions to Mailing Standards of the United States 
Postal Service, International Mail Manual (IMM®) that 
reflected classification and standards changes for Priority 
Mail International® service. The article noted that, effective 
August 28, 2016, Priority Mail International service would 
not be available to Ascension, Bolivia, Falkland Islands, 
and the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea (North 
Korea). However, the article inadvertently neglected to note 
revisions to Free Matter for the Blind service to those four 
countries (by removing references to the availability of Pri-
ority Mail International Flat Rate Envelopes and Small Flat 
Rate Priced Boxes). This article notes those revisions.

Publications
Publication 52 Revision: New Hazardous Materials Packaging Provisions

Effective August 4, 2016, the Postal Service™ is revising 
Publication 52, Hazardous, Restricted, and Perishable Mail, 
part 336 and Appendix C Packaging Instruction 10A, and 
adding a new Packaging Instruction 10B to provide alterna-
tives for mailers who are able to meet specific criteria relating 
to the packaging of hazardous materials in the mail. 

In response to requests from the mailing industry, the 
Postal Service has further aligned its mailing standards 
with regulations applicable to commercial shippers and 
carriers. Continuing in this effort, the Postal Service will 
revise its exception processes for the mailing of very small 
quantities of specific hazardous materials to more closely 
correspond with those provided by Department of Trans-
portation (DOT), Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety 
Administration (PHMSA), and other regulatory agencies. 

PHMSA announced the adoption of its excepted quan-
tity provision on January 14, 2009, via Federal Register
Docket HM-215J. As part of this rulemaking, PHMSA main-
tained its then-current allowances for small quantities of 
Division 2.2, Class 3, Division 4.1, Division 4.2 (PG II and III), 
Division 4.3 (PG II and III), Division 5.1, Division 5.2, Division 
6.1, Class 7, Class 8, and Class 9 materials transported by 
highway and rail only. Also at this time, PHMSA adopted 
the United Nations (UN) and International Civil Aviation 
Organization (ICAO) excepted quantity provisions for trans-
portation by aircraft or vessel. PHMSA stated it believed 
that aligning the existing small quantity provisions with the 
excepted quantity provisions for air and vessel transporta-
tion would enhance harmonization and increase safety. 
With this revision, PHMSA revised its small quantity provi-
sion (49 CFR173.4) to apply to domestic highway and rail 
transportation only and added a new section 173.4a which 
matches international excepted quantity provisions for air 

and vessel transportation. Concurrent with these changes, 
PHMSA adopted the new “E” international marking, mak-
ing it applicable to domestic transportation. When using 
this marking, the “*” must be replaced by the primary haz-
ard class or division number and the “**” must be replaced 
by the name of the shipper or consignee, if not shown else-
where on the package.

To more closely align the USPS® small quantity provi-
sion with its DOT counterpart, the Postal Service will revise 
its current small quantity provision, making the provision 
applicable only to surface mail products. As was previously 
the case, the USPS small quantity provision will continue to 
be more restrictive than that applicable to commercial 
shippers and carriers. The Postal Service also clarifies this 
section to provide that Division 6.1 toxic substances in 
Packing Groups I and II are prohibited, and only Division 
6.1 materials in Packing Group III are eligible to be mailed 
under the USPS Small Quantity Provision. Generally, Divi-
sion 6.1, Packing Group I and II materials are listed as non-
mailable in Publication 52, Appendix A.

In addition, the Postal Service adds a new excepted 
quantity provision, intended to more closely align with the 
excepted quantity provision published in 49 CFR 173.4a. 
The new excepted quantity provision will be applicable to 
USPS domestic air products, but may be used with ship-
ments placed in USPS surface transportation. Mailpieces 
entered under the USPS excepted quantity provision must 
be marked with the DOT-approved “E” marking as 
described above and meet all quantity, packaging, and 
marking requirements described in the revised part 337 
and Packaging Instruction 10B. Although the “E” excepted 
quantity marking is recognized for commercial international 
shipments, the USPS excepted quantity provision is for

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domestic use only and is prohibited in international and 
APO/FPO/DPO mail.

The Postal Service will prohibit the shipment of materi-
als in Hazard Classes 1, 2, 4, and 7, under the excepted 
quantity provision.

The Postal Service will also add language to Publication 
52, for both the small quantity and excepted quantity pro-
visions, to clarify that materials identified in Appendix A of 
Publication 52 as “prohibited” in USPS air and surface 
transportation are ineligible for mailing under these provi-
sions, without regard to their hazard class, division, or 
packing group.

Additionally, for Postal Service 
purposes, Class 1, Class 2, Division 6.2, and Class 7 mate-
rials are not permitted to be sent as a small quantity. 

The DOT small quantity provision, like the DOT ORM–D 
category, is unique to the United States, and its use is 
restricted to highway and rail transportation only. Its use is 
also prohibited with international shipments of hazardous 
materials and cannot be used in international mail.

336.2 Mailability

[Revise the text of 336.2 to read as follows:]

Hazardous materials in Class 3, Division 4.1, Division 4.2 
(Packing Groups II and III only), Division 4.3 (Packing 
Groups II and III only), Division 5.1, Division 5.2, Division 6.1 
(Packing Group III only), Class 8, and Class 9 are eligible to 
be sent in domestic mail under the small quantity provision, 
via a USPS ground product (e.g. USPS Retail Ground, Par-
cel Select, Parcel Select Lightweight) only when each pri-
mary receptacle is limited to the following quantity, as 
applicable:

a. 30 ml (1 oz.) or less for liquids.

b. 30 g (1 oz.) or less for solids.
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[Add new section 336.3 and renumber current 336.3 as 
new 336.4 to read as follows:]

336.3 Additional Restrictions

Materials identified in Appendix A as prohibited under col-
umn E, USPS Mailability, are ineligible for mailing under the 
small quantity provision without regard to their hazard 
class, division, or packing group.

336.4 Packaging and Marking

[Revise the last sentence of renumbered 336.4 to read as 
follows:]

***Each mailpiece that qualifies to be sent under the small 
quantity provision must be clearly marked on the address 
side with the following words: “This package conforms to 
49 CFR 173.4 for domestic highway or rail transport only.”

[Add new part 337 and renumber current 337 through 338 
as new 338 through 339 to read as follows:]

337 Excepted Quantity

337.1 Definition

An excepted quantity is a defined amount of a specific haz-
ardous material, eligible for transport aboard passenger air-
craft, which is not subject to any DOT requirements (e.g., 
packaging, marking, labeling, etc.) other than those in 49 
CFR 173.4a. Very few hazardous materials can be shipped 
under the excepted quantity provision. Additionally, for 
Postal Service purposes, Class 1, Class 2, Class 4, Division 
6.2, and Class 7 materials are not permitted to be sent as 
an excepted quantity. The excepted quantity provision is 
applicable to domestic mail only, and its use is prohibited 
for international shipments or APO/FPO/DPO mail. The 
excepted quantity provision can be used in domestic air or 
surface transportation (highway, rail, or vessel). 

337.2 Mailability

Only materials authorized for transport aboard passenger 
aircraft in accordance with 49 CFR 172.101 and appropri-
ately classed within one of the following hazard classes or 
divisions may be mailed as an excepted quantity:

a. Class 3, Packing Groups II and III;

b. Division 5.1, Packing Groups II and III;

c. Division 5.2 materials, only when contained in a 
chemical kit, first aid kit, or polyester resin kit;

d. Division 6.1, Packing Group III only;

e. Class 8, Packing Groups II and III only, except for 
UN2803, Gallium and UN2809, Mercury; and

f. Class 9, except for UN1845, Carbon dioxide, solid, or 
Dry ice, and lithium batteries.

337.3 Additional Restrictions

Materials identified in Appendix A as prohibited under col-
umn E, USPS Mailability, are ineligible for mailing under the 

excepted quantity provision without regard to their hazard 
class, division, or packing group.   

337.4 Quantities 

The maximum quantity of hazardous materials in each inner 
(primary) packaging is limited to 30 g (1 ounce) or 30 ml (1 
ounce) for solids or liquids. The maximum aggregate quan-
tity of hazardous material in any mailpiece cannot exceed:

1. For Class 3 (Packing Group II), Class 9, and other 
Packing Group II materials, 500 g (1.1 lbs.) for solids 
or 500 ml (.1 gallon) for liquids.

2. For Packing Group III materials, 1 kg (2.2 lbs.) for sol-
ids or 1 liter (0.2 gallon) for liquids. 

3. For Division 5.2 materials, 500 g (1.1 lbs.) for solids or 
500 ml (.1 gallon) for liquids.

337.5 Packaging and Marking

Hazardous materials eligible to be shipped under the 
excepted quantity provision, as described in 49 CFR 
173.4a and 337.2, must be prepared following Packaging 
Instruction 10B in Appendix C. Mailers entering mailpieces 
under the USPS excepted quantity provision must meet the 
requirements for packaging materials, and mailpieces must 
be in compliance with the package tests regulations in 49 
CFR 173.4a. Each mailpiece must bear a DOT-approved 
excepted quantity marking (see 325.4) on the address side 
of the mailpiece, and if applicable, include documentation 
as provided in 49 CFR 173.4a.

Required Packaging

Inner (Primary) Receptacle

 Each inner receptacle must be constructed of plastic, 
glass, porcelain, stoneware, earthenware, or metal. 
Plastic inner packaging must have a thickness of not 
less than 0.2 mm (0.008 inch). 

 Each inner packaging with a removable closure must 
have its closure held securely in place with wire, tape, 
or other positive means. 

 Each inner receptacle having a neck with molded 
screw threads must have a leak-proof, threaded-type 
cap. 

 Closures must not react chemically with the material. 

Intermediate (Secondary) Packaging

 Each inner receptacle must be securely packed in an 
intermediate container with cushioning material in 
such a way that, under normal conditions of trans-
port, will not break, be punctured, or leak. 

 Intermediate containers must completely contain the 
contents in case of breakage or leakage, regardless 
of package orientation. 

Absorbent and Cushioning Material

For liquids, intermediate containers must contain sufficient 
absorbent material that: 

 Will absorb the entire contents of the inner packag-
ing. 

 Will not react dangerously with the material or reduce 
the integrity or function of the packaging materials. 

 The absorbent material may be the cushioning mate-
rial. 

Outer Packaging

The intermediate packaging must be securely packed in 
strong, rigid outer packaging. 

Placement of the material in the package must not violate 
49 CFR 173.21. 

Outer packages must be of such a size that there is ade-
quate space to apply all necessary markings. 
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Markings

 Mailpieces must be durably and legibly marked with 
the following marking: 

 The “*” must be replaced by the primary hazard 
class, or when assigned, the division of each of the 
hazardous materials contained in the package. The 
“**” must be replaced by the name of the mail owner 
or mail service provider, if not shown elsewhere on 
the package. 

 The marking must be located on the address side of 
the mailpiece, not be less than 100 mm (3.9 inches) 
by 100 mm (3.9 inches), and must be durable and 
clearly visible. 

Documentation 

 For ground transportation (highway or rail), no ship-
ping paper is required. 

 For surface transportation by vessel, a shipping 
paper is required and must include the statement 
“Dangerous Goods in Excepted Quantities” and indi-
cate the number of packages.

 For transport by air, a shipping paper is not required, 
except that, if a document such as an air waybill 
accompanies a shipment, the document must 
include the statement “Dangerous Goods in 
Excepted Quantities” and indicate the number of 
packages.

Follow these steps to cash a Postal Service™ money

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal 
limit: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international 
postal money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

 When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin 
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left 
side.

 When held to the light, a dark line (security thread) 
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS” 
repeated.

 There should be no discoloration around the dollar 
amounts, which might indicate the amounts were 
changes.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S. 
Postal Service Money Order Verification System at

Upcoming Changes to Customs Declaration Forms in Post Offices

Effective August 28, 2016, retail service counters will 
begin an initial step in phasing out the hard copy versions 
of customs declaration PS Forms 2976, Customs Declara-
tion, 2976-A, Customs Declaration and Dispatch Note, and 
2976-B, Priority Mail Express International Shipping Label 
and Customs Form, and replacing them with the new PS 
Form 2976-R, USPS Customs Declaration and Dispatch 
Note.

The new PS Form 2976-R will initially be used with ship-
ments to international destinations. However, shipments to 
Army Post Offices, Fleet Post Offices, Diplomatic Post 
Offices, and U.S. Possessions, Territories, and Freely 
Associated States will continue to use PS Forms 2976, 
2976-A, and 2976-B, as appropriate, when a customs dec-
laration form is required. 

PS Form 2976-R is a multiply, non-barcoded worksheet 
that customers will complete and sign, and that retail per-
sonnel will then use to prepare the appropriate postal cus-
toms documentation for each item. Retail units will begin 
this transition by including PS Form 2976-R in lobby dis-
plays and advising customers of the changeover to the new 
form for international mail transactions. PS Form 2976-R 
should reduce customers’ confusion about which customs 
forms to use for their shipments. The non-barcoded format 
encourages customers to hand over each package with the 
handwritten form to an employee at a Post Office™ retail 
service counter and enables customs data collection using 
Customs Border Protection Manifest in Retail Systems 
Software (RSS) offices and Customs Form Online in man-

ual offices. Once the data is entered into the relevant sys-
tem, the employee will print out the correct customs form 
and postage, apply them to the customer’s package, and 
present the package to the customer for signature on the 
electronic customs form. 

Customers must present any package bearing a hand-
written form to an employee at a Post Office retail service 
counter. Packages improperly inducted into the mailstream 
with a PS Form 2976-R or other handwritten form may not 
be eligible for tracking and may be delayed in processing 
or returned to sender. In addition, if a package is inducted 
improperly, the Postal Service™ may not be able to collect 
the customs declaration information that is needed to 
detect and prevent potential violations of federal export 
laws. 

Customers who have a supply of hard copy PS Forms 
2976, 2976-A, or 2976-B and present one of those com-
pleted forms to a retail associate will be allowed to use that 
form in lieu of the new PS Form 2976-R during a short tran-
sition period.

Note:  An automatic distribution of the new PS Form 2976-
R was sent to all RSS offices. Administrative Post Offices 
distributed the new form to Remotely Managed Post 
Offices.

As a community service, the Postal Service™ offers pic-

torial postmarks to commemorate local events celebrated 
in communities throughout the nation.

People attending these local events may obtain the 
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station 
established there.
