ASM Revision: Categories of International Mail Sealed Against Postal Inspection

Effective August 28, 2016, the Postal Service™ revised
the Administrative Support Manual (ASM), parts 213 and
274, to properly identify international mail categories
sealed and not sealed against inspection. These changes
make the ASM consistent with changes to standards in
Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
International Mail Manual (IMM®), and to definitions in
39 CFR 233.

DMM Revision: Full-Service Automation Option Waiver of Fees

Effective November 7, 2016, the Postal Service™ will
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), section 705.23.0,
Full-Service Automation Option, to clarify the volume
required to be eligible for the waiver of fees and for Mail
Anywhere.

In the June 9, 2016, Postal Bulletin (22443), the Postal
Service revised the DMM to modify the annual permit fee
renewal process. In the revision, we stated the annual pre-
sort fee may be waived for mailers who provide more than
90 percent of their presort eligible pieces as full-service,
rather than more than 90 percent of their full-service eligi-
ble pieces. However, subsection 705.23.3.1, Eligibility for
Waiver of Annual Fees and Waiver of Deposit of Permit
Imprint Mail Restrictions, was not updated to include this
change. This revision updates subsection 705.23.3.1 to
state that to be eligible for the exceptions listed for the
waiver of fees, a mailer must provide more than 90 percent
of their presort eligible pieces as full-service.

In addition, we will make a minor revision to subsection
705.23.3.2, Mail Anywhere, to clarify the volume require-
ment that a mailer must prepare is at least 90 percent of
full-service eligible pieces as full-service.

Although this clarification will not be published in the
DMM until November 7, 2016, this revision is effective
immediately.

Publication 52 Revision: Change to Mailing Standards for Firearms

Effective October 13, 2016, the Postal Service™ is
revising Publication 52, Hazardous, Restricted, and Perish-
able Mail, part 432, to correct an error published in the
June 23, 2016, edition (22444) of the Postal Bulletin, and to
provide uniformity with regard to the mailing options that
can be used with firearms.

In the revisions announced in Postal Bulletin 22444, the
Postal Service included a new requirement specifying that
regulated firearms, mailed between Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives (ATF) licensed dealers,
manufacturers, and importers (FFLs), must be mailed by a
product, or include an Extra Service, that provides for
tracking and signature capture at delivery. Although the
Postal Service strongly recommends that all regulated fire-
arms be mailed using these services, it was not the intent
of the Postal Service to place new requirements on com-
mercial shipments between FFLs.

e. Except as described in 432.2a, licensed curio and
relic collectors may mail firearms meeting the defini-
tion of curios or relics under 27 CFR 478.11 domes-
tically to licensed FFL curio and relic collectors in any
state. These items must be mailed using a class of
mail, product, or Extra Service that provides tracking
and signature capture at delivery.

Christmas Pay Procedures for Rural Carriers

The 2016 Christmas period for rural carriers begins Sat-
urday, December 3, 2016 (Week 2, Pay Period
(PP) 25-2016), and ends Friday, December 23, 2016, end of
Pay Period 26-2016. During this period, certain timekeep-
ing and pay rules apply. Timekeepers, including Postmas-
ters, supervisors, and other employees responsible for
rural carrier time and attendance recording, should
become familiar with Article 9.2.K., Christmas Allowances

and Procedures, of the 2015-2018 USPS/National Rural
Letter Carriers’ Association (NRLCA) Agreement.

This article describes the types of compensation to
which rural carriers are entitled during the Christmas
period. It also describes related timekeeping procedures
and regulations for the Christmas period, as well as special
rules which begin with the start of the Guarantee Year
(October 15, 2016) and continue through the end of the
Christmas period, (December 23, 2016).
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Exhibits are included to assist in completing
PS Form 1314, Regular Rural Carrier Time Certificate, and
PS Form 1314-A, Auxiliary Rural Carrier Time Certificate,
during the Christmas period.

Overtime During the Christmas Period

Regular Carriers (DES 71) — FLSA B
Types of Overtime

During the Christmas period, regular rural carriers are
eligible for two types of overtime — FLSA overtime and
Christmas overtime:

FLSA Overtime

FLSA overtime is paid at all times of the year, not just
during the Christmas period. Regular rural carriers are paid
FLSA overtime under two circumstances:

a. Hours worked in excess of 12 hours in a day. If a car-
rier works more than 12 hours in a day, the amount
over 12 is entered in the Daily Overtime block on
PS Form 1314.

b. Hours worked in excess of 56 in a week. These hours
are calculated automatically when the total weekly
work hours are greater than 56, no separate entries
are required.

Christmas Overtime

Christmas Overtime is paid only during the designated
Christmas period. Regular rural carriers are paid Christmas
overtime under two circumstances:

a. Christmas Assistance — This is assistance provided
by the regular carrier on his/her relief day. Christmas
assistance work hours are entered in the Xmas Assist
Work Hours block on PS Form 1314.

b. Hours worked in excess of the route’s evaluation —
This is based on the total actual work hours for the
week, not on individual days. For example, if a route
has a daily evaluation of 9 hours and the regular car-
rier works 10 hours on 2 days, and 8 hours on the
other 3 days, no overtime would be paid. Even
though the carrier exceeded the daily evaluation on 2
days of the week, he/she did not exceed the weekly
evaluation. The weekly evaluation is 45 hours; the
carrier worked 44 hours. (See Handbook F-21, sec-
tion 567, for overtime calculation when leave days
are taken during the week and for routes with an eval-
uation of less than 40 hours.) These hours are calcu-
lated automatically, so no separate entries or
calculations are required.

Overtime Rate

The overtime rate paid to regular (FLSA Code B) carriers
is 150 percent of the carrier’s regular rate. The regular rate
is determined by dividing the total compensation received
for hours actually worked by the carrier since the beginning
of the Guarantee Year (not including overtime), by the total
number of hours worked since the beginning of the Guar-
antee Year (not including overtime). This overtime rate is
used for both FLSA overtime and Christmas overtime.

Replacement Carriers

Replacement Carriers (Designations 70, 73, 74, 75, 76,
77, 78, and 79) are only entitled to FLSA overtime. For
these employees, FLSA overtime is paid for hours worked
in excess of 40 in a week.

Regular Carriers (DES 71) — FLSA A

Regular carriers whose FLSA code is A are paid for
actual hours worked, not evaluated hours. They are paid
overtime for hours in excess of 8 in a day, or 40 in a week.
For FLSA Code A carriers, enter hours in excess of 8 in a
day to the Daily Overtime block on PS Form 1314. Hours in
excess of 40 in a week are calculated automatically by the
system.

Auxiliary Route Carriers

Carriers serving any auxiliary route are compensated at
the hourly rate for actual hours worked during Week 2 of
PP 25-2016 and PP 26-2016. During this period, carriers
are not paid the evaluation of the route. Overtime is paid
only when the carrier exceeds 40 hours for the week.

Christmas Assistance

Christmas assistance is additional service provided on a
rural route during the Christmas period. For regular carri-
ers, Christmas assistance applies only to assistance given
by the carrier, on his/her relief day, while a replacement
carrier is assigned to work the full route. For replacement
carriers, it applies to any assistance provided on a regular
or auxiliary route during the Christmas period. Christmas
assistance is reported in the Xmas Assist Work Hours block
on PS Form 1314 (for regular carriers) or PS Form 1314-A
(for replacement carriers).
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Regular carriers can perform Christmas assistance only m Aregular carrier comes in on his/her relief day and
on their relief day. Therefore, only regular carriers assigned carries part of his/her regular route. (Replacement
to J or K routes may report Christmas assistance.

1. Daily Overtime — For FLSA B carriers, this block is used ONLY to record when the carrier works more than 12.00 hours
in a single day. (See Exhibit 4 for use of this block for FLSA Code A regular carriers. This block is not used for FLSA

Work on Relief Days and Use of X Days

During the period from the beginning of the Guarantee
Year (October 15, 2016), through the last day of the Christ-
mas period (December 23, 2016) — which includes pay peri-
ods 22-2016, 23-2016, 24-2016, 25-2016, and 26-2016 —
record relief days worked by regular rural carriers on
PS Form 1314, as described below.

1. Carriers who work a relief day during this period and
who are entitled to a future day off (X day) must be
given that X day in the same pay period. Record
DACA Code R or 3 on PS Form 1314 for the relief day
that is worked, and DACA Code X on the day that is
taken off. The Rural Time and Attendance Collection
System (RTACS) will not accept any PS Form 1314

that contains a DACA Code 3 or DACA Code R with-
out a corresponding DACA Code X.

. Record DACA Code 5 on PS Form 1314 for the relief

day that is worked if an X day is not taken in the same
pay period that the relief day is worked, or if the car-
rier is on the relief day work list and selects the option
for 150 percent compensation. When DACA Code 5
is entered, the carrier does not receive an X day.

. Carriers may not use any X days that were earned in

previous pay periods during this period. RTACS will
not accept any PS Form 1314 that contains a DACA
Code X without a corresponding DACA Code 3 or
DACA Code R.
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4. Carriers must have a sufficient balance of X days

available in order to use an X day. Carriers with a neg-
ative X day balance cannot use any X days until the
negative balance is erased.

Christmas Period Timekeeping Instructions
A. FLSA B Regular Rural Carriers

1. Work on Relief Day — Only regular carriers on J or
K routes have an assigned relief day. Any work
performed by a regular on his/her relief day must
be reported in one of the following ways:

a. Regular carries entire route — If the carrier
reports on the relief day and cases and carries
the assigned route (as is done on a scheduled
day), enter DACA Code R, 3, or 5 (as appropri-
ate) on PS Form 1314 for that day. If the carrier
is due an X day for working the relief day (e.g.,
DACA Code R or 3 is entered), this X day must
be granted in the same pay period. If the X day
is not granted within the same pay period,
DACA Code 5 must be entered on
PS Form 1314.

b. Christmas assistance — If a relief carrier
serves the assigned route and the regular car-
rier provides assistance on the relief day,
record the hours worked by the regular as
Xmas Assist Work Hours. If additional Equip-
ment Maintenance Allowance (EMA) is due for
work performed on the relief day, enter the
mileage traveled in whole miles in the Route
Deviation block for the appropriate week.

B. FLSA Code A Regular Carriers

Regular carriers (FLSA Code A) are paid at the regular
rate for all hours worked up to 8 per day and 40 per
week, and at the overtime rate for all hours worked in
excess of 8 per day or 40 per week. FLSA Code A
employees are not entitled to any X days, as they are
paid for working the relief day.

1. Report total hours worked for the week in Actual
Weekly Hours.

2. If the carrier worked more than 8.00 hours in a
day, enter total hours worked in excess of 8 for
that day in the Daily Overtime block.

3. Ifthe carrier worked on a scheduled relief day, enter
R on the day the carrier worked the relief day and
include the hours worked in Actual Weekly Hours.
The employee is NOT entitled to a future X Day.

C. Auxiliary Route Carriers

Carriers serving any auxiliary route are compensated
at the hourly rate for actual hours worked during
Week 2 of PP 25-2016 and all of PP 26-2016. During
this period, carriers are not paid the evaluation of the

route (this includes newly hired RCAs in the first five
pay periods of training). The only changes to stan-
dard timekeeping procedures for auxiliary routes are
when a Designation (Des) 79 provides Christmas
assistance on the assigned auxiliary route. (See sec-
tion E.2).

. Replacement Carriers Assigned to Vacant Regular

Routes (Designations 72/74)
1. Designation 72
a. FLSA B — Procedures are the same as for
Des 71 (Regular Carrier), FLSA B.
b. FLSA A — Procedures are the same as for
Des 71 (Regular Carrier), FLSA A.
2. Designation 74
Work on relief day
a. Carrier worked scheduled relief day:
(1) Enter R on the day the carrier worked the re-
lief day.

(@) Include the hours worked in the Actual
Weekly Hours. The employee is NOT enti-
tled to a future X Day.

b. Carrier provided Christmas assistance on relief
day:
(1) Enter the Christmas auxiliary assistance
time on PS Form 1314 in the Xmas Assist
Work Hours block.

(2) Do NOT include these hours in the Actual
Weekly Hours block.

(3) Enter J or K in the appropriate block on
PS Form 1314 if the replacement carrier
worked a full day on the route.

E. Replacement Rural Carriers Serving as Christmas

Auxiliary Assistants

All replacement carriers serving as Christmas auxiliary
assistants are compensated at their regular rate for
actual hours worked up to 40 per week, and at the FLSA
overtime rate for actual hours worked in excess of 40.

1. Christmas assistance on a regular route:

a. Manually prepare PS Form 1314-A for each
carrier that provides Christmas assistance.

b. Do NOT enter more than one carrier on each
PS Form 1314-A.

c. Submit a separate certificate for each regular
route on which the carrier provides assistance.

d. Report the Christmas assistance hours in the
appropriate Week 1 and/or Week 2 Xmas
Assist Work Hours block.

e. Enter EMA hours, trips, and miles in the appro-
priate Week 1 and/or Week 2 EMA blocks.
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2. Christmas assistance on an auxiliary route:

a. Assigned carrier (Des 79) provided Christmas
assistance on assigned auxiliary route:

(1) Enter N in the appropriate block in the
No Service section of the carrier's
PS Form 1314-A for the assigned route.

(2) Record hours worked in the Xmas Assist
Work Hours block. Only enter Christmas as-
sistance when the Des 79 assists the re-
placement carrier working the N day.

(3) Include EMA hours and miles (not trips) in
the total for the appropriate week. Trips may
not exceed the number of days worked in
the No Service blocks.

(4) A replacement carrier is required to cross-
foot the card.

b. Replacement carrier (Designations 70, 73, 74,
75, 76, and 78) provided Christmas assistance
on auxiliary route:

(1) Manually prepare PS Form 1314-A. Enter
route number A997. Use this route type and
number for overburdened service or Christ-
mas assistance on auxiliary routes only.

(2) Report the Christmas assistance hours in
the appropriate Week 1 and/or Week 2
Xmas Assist Work Hours block.

(3) Enter EMA hours, trips, and miles (if appli-
cable) in the appropriate Week 1 and/or
Week 2 EMA blocks.

(4) If Christmas assistance is performed on two
or more auxiliary routes in the same pay pe-
riod, combine all work hours and EMA data
on one manually prepared PS Form 1314-A.

F. Postal Employees (Other Than Rural) Serving as

Christmas Auxiliary Assistants

Postal employees (other than Des 7X) who provide
Christmas assistance on rural routes are compen-
sated at their regular rate of pay for actual time
worked. Include all work hours using their normal Time
and Attendance System (Manual Timecards or TACS).

Nonrural employees are entitled to EMA payment if a
personal vehicle is used. Prepare PS Form 1314-A as
follows: (Do NOT prepare PS Form 1314-A if a gov-
ernment vehicle is provided.)

1. Report the hours worked on the rural routes on
PS Form 1230-C, Time Card.

2. Manually prepare PS Form 1314-A for EMA com-
pensation. Complete indicative data at the top of
the certificate. Use Des/Act 99-0, actual route
type and number, FLSA code P, and correct
employee and pay period information.

3. Enter EMA hours, trips, and miles in the appropri-
ate Week 1 and/or Week 2 EMA blocks.

Important Items to Remember: Rural Carrier
Christmas Pay Procedures

Hours entered in the Daily Overtime block are always
included in Actual Weekly Work Hours.

Hours entered in the Xmas Assist Work Hours block

are NOT included in Actual Weekly Hours.

Carriers on auxiliary routes are paid for actual hours

worked, not the route’s evaluation, during the Christ-

mas period.

During the period from the beginning of the Guaran-

tee Year (October 15, 2016) through the last day of

the Christmas period (December 23, 2016), a DACA

Code X cannot be entered on a timecard unless there

is a corresponding DACA Code R or 3 in the same

pay period and the carrier’s X day balance is zero or

greater.

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How to Order the First-Day-of-Issue Digital Color or Traditional Postmarks

Customers have 60 days to obtain the first-day-of-issue
postmarks by mail. They may purchase new stamps at their
local Post Office™, by telephone at 800-STAMP-24, or at
The Postal Store® website at www.usps.com/shop.

Traditional Postmarks

Customers should affix the stamps to envelopes of their
choice, address them to themselves or others, or provide a
self-addressed return envelope with sufficient postage
large enough to accommodate the canceled item. Mail the
request to the corresponding city of issuance. There is no
charge for the first 50 postmarks. There is a 5-cent charge
for each additional postmark over 50. Customers should
submit a check, money order, or credit card for payment.
After applying the first-day-of-issue postmark, the Postal
Service™ will return the envelopes to the customer by U.S.
Mail.

All postmark requests should go to the first-day-of-
issue city. The first-day-of-issue city Post Office will then
forward in bulk all postmark requests to Cancellation Ser-
vices, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992, Kansas
City, MO 64144-9992 by respective Post Offices.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16" side seams with no glue on the flap. The maximum

size of all digital color postmarks is 2" high x 4" long. Allow
sufficient space on the envelope to accommodate the
postmark. Do not use self-adhesive labels for addresses on
the envelope. Two test envelopes must be included. There
is a minimum of 10 envelopes at 50 cents per postmark
required at the time of servicing. Customers should submit
a check, money order, or credit card for payment.

The Postal Service reserves the right to not accept
hand-painted and other cachet envelopes that are not
compatible with our digital color postmark equipment. The
Postal Service also reserves the right to substitute tradi-
tional black rubber postmarks if use of nonspecified enve-
lopes results in poor image quality or damage to
equipment.

Customers should affix the stamps to the envelopes and
address them to themselves or others for return through
the mail. Or, they may include an additional self-addressed
return envelope, large enough to accommodate their can-
celed items, with sufficient postage affixed for return of
their postmarked items. Mail the request for a first-day-of-
issue digital color postmark to the corresponding city of
issuance. Post Offices will then forward all customer
requests for digital color postmarks to Cancellation
Services, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992,
Kansas City, MO 64144-9992.

Updated Poster 7, Rules and Regulations Governing Conduct on Postal Service Property

Poster 7, Rules and Regulations Governing Conduct on
Postal Service Property, August 2007, has been updated to
reflect Postal Service™ regulations as they currently exist
in Part 232.1 of Title 39 of the Code of Federal Regulations.
The updated Poster 7 (see page 58) is effective immedi-
ately and supersedes all previous versions of Poster 7.
Please recycle previous versions of Poster 7.

Over the period of its existence, the Postal Service has
always had regulations governing conduct on postal prop-
erty. Although Poster 7 has been updated, the rules and
regulations contained in Part 232.1 of Title 39 of the Code
of Federal Regulations have not undergone substantive
changes since 2010, when amendments were announced
in the Federal Register at 75 Federal Register 78915
(December 17, 2010). Poster 7 summarizes these rules and
regulations and must be posted on postal property for all
those entering to view. It is a mandatory posting required
by the Postal Operations Manual, section 125.342, Manda-
tory Lobby Displays.

Space must be provided at all pedestrian entrances to
display the poster in the self-service zone or near the
entrance to the Post Office™. Space must also be reserved
in restricted areas, such as the workroom floor and admin-
istrative area for Poster 7, notifying employees and the
public that they are subject to search when entering or
leaving a Postal Service facility. The Retail Standardization
Guidelines require displaying Poster 7 together with three
other mandatory posters: Poster 158, Possession of Fire-
arms and Other Dangerous Weapons on Postal Property is

Prohibited by Law; Poster 296, Notice of Reward; and
Poster 313, Service Performance.

Retail offices can order the new Poster 7 (POS7) from
the Material Distribution Center (MDC) through the U.S.
Postal Service® eBuy2 ordering system under the MDC
eBuy2 catalog or by calling the touch-tone order entry
(TTOE) system at 800-273-1509. Note: You must be regis-
tered to use the TTOE system. To register, call 800-332-
0317, option 1, extension 2925, and follow the prompts to
leave a message. Once registration is complete, wait
48 hours before placing your first order.

— Management Analysis and Planning,
U.S. Postal Inspection Service, 10-13-16
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Rules and Regulations Governing Conduct on Postal Service Property

Applicability

These rules and regulations apply to all
real property under the charge and control
of the U.S. Postal Service®, to all tenant
agencies, and to all persons entering in or
on such property. These rules and regula-
tions must be kept posted at a conspicu-
ous place on all such property. These rules
and regulations shall not apply to:

a. Any portions of real property, owned or
leased by the Postal Service™, that are
leased or subleased by the Postal Ser-
vice to private tenants for their exclu-
sive use.

. With respect to restrictions on solicit-
ing, electioneering, collecting debts,
vending, advertising and posting or de-
positing literature on sidewalks along
the street frontage of Postal Service
property falling within the property lines
of the Postal Service that are not physi-
cally distinguishable from adjacent mu-
nicipal or other public sidewalks and
any paved areas adjacent to such side-
walks that are not physically distin-
guishable from such sidewalks.

Inspection,
Recording Presence

a. Purses, briefcases, and other contain-
ers brought into, while on, or being re-
moved from the property are subject to
inspection. However, items brought di-
rectly to a Postal Service facility’s cus-
tomer mailing acceptance area and de-
posited in the mail are not subject to
inspection, except as provided by the
Administrative Support Manual, section
274. A person arrested for violation of
this section may be searched incident
to that arrest.

. Vehicles and their contents brought
into, while on, or being removed from
restricted nonpublic areas are subject
to inspection. A prominently displayed
sign shall advise in advance that vehi-
cles and their contents are subject to
inspection when entering the restricted
nonpublic area, while in the confines of
the area, or when leaving the area. Per-
sons entering these areas who object
and refuse to consent to the inspection
of the vehicle, its contents, or both may
be denied entry; after entering the area
without objection, consent shall be im-
plied. A full search of a person and any
vehicle driven or occupied by the per-
son may accompany an arrest.

. Except as otherwise ordered, properties
must be closed to the public after nor-
mal business hours. Properties also
may be closed to the public in emergen-
cy situations and at such times as may
be necessary for the orderly conduct of
business. Admission to properties when
closed to the public may be limited to
authorized individuals who may be re-
quired to sign the register and display
identification when requested by Secu-
rity Force personnel or other authorized
individuals.

General Restrictions

Preservation of Property

Improperly disposing of rubbish, spitting,
creating any hazard to persons or things,
throwing articles of any kind from a build-
ing, climbing upon the roof or any part of

the building, or willfully destroying, dam-
aging, or removing any property or any
part thereof is prohibited.

Conformity with Signs and
Directions

All persons in and on property shall com-
ply with official signs of a prohibitory or
directory nature and with the directions of
Security Force personnel or other autho-
rized individuals.

Specific Restrictions

Disturbances

Disorderly conduct, or conduct that cre-
ates loud and unusual noise, or which im-
pedes entrance to or departure from Post
Offices™ or otherwise obstructs the usual
use of entrances, foyers, corridors, offic-
es, elevators, stairways, and parking lots,
or which otherwise tends to impede or dis-
turb the public or employees in the perfor-
mance of their duties, or which otherwise
impedes or disturbs the general public in
transacting business or obtaining the ser-
vices provided on Postal Service property,
is prohibited.

Gambling

Participating in games for money or other
personal property, the operation of gam-
bling devices, the conduct of a lottery or
pool, or the selling or purchasing of lottery
tickets is prohibited on postal premises.
This does not apply to state lottery tickets
at vending facilities operated by licensed
blind persons where such lotteries are au-
thorized by state law.

Alcoholic Beverages, Drugs, and
Smoking

Anyone under the influence of alcohol or
any drug that has been defined as a “con-
trolled substance” may not enter Postal
Service property or operate a motor vehi-
cle on Postal Service property. The pos-
session, sale, or use of any “controlled
substance” (except when permitted by
law) or the sale or use of any alcoholic
beverage (except as authorized by the
Postmaster General or designee) on Postal
Service premises is prohibited. The term
“controlled substance” is defined in Title
21, United States Code, section 802.
Smoking is prohibited in all Postal Service
buildings and office space, including public
lobbies.

Soliciting, Electioneering,
Collecting Debts, Vending, and
Advertising

Soliciting alms and contributions, cam-
paigning for election to any public office,
collecting private debts, commercial solic-
iting and vending, displaying or distributing
commercial advertising, and collecting
signatures on petitions, polls, or surveys
(except as otherwise authorized by Postal
Service regulations) are prohibited on
Postal Service property. These prohibitions
do not apply to the following:

a. Commercial or nonprofit activities per-
formed under contract with the Postal
Service or pursuant to the provisions of
the Randolph-Sheppard Act.

. Posting notices on employee bulletin
boards as authorized by Title 39, Code
of Federal Regulations (CFR) 243.2.

. The solicitation of U.S. Postal Service
and other federal military or civilian

=
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personnel for contributions by recog-
nized agencies as authorized by the
Manual on Fund Raising Within Federal
Service, issued under Executive Order
12353.

Tables, Chairs, Freestanding Signs
or Structures

Except as part of authorized postal activi-
ties, no tables, chairs, freestanding signs
or posters, structures, or furniture of any
type may be placed in postal lobbies or on
postal walkways, steps, plazas, lawns or
landscaped areas, driveways, parking lots,
or other exterior spaces.

Public Assembly and Public
Address

Leafleting, distributing literature, picket-
ing, and demonstrating by members of the
public are prohibited in lobbies and other
interior areas open to the public. Public
assembly and public address, except when
conducted or sponsored by the Postal Ser-
vice, are prohibited in lobbies and other
interior areas open to the public.

Depositing Literature

Depositing or posting of handbills, flyers,
pamphlets, signs, posters, placards, or
other literature (except official Postal Ser-
vice and other governmental notices and
announcements) on the grounds, walks,
driveways, parking and maneuvering ar-
eas, exteriors of buildings, and other
structures, or on the floors, walls, stairs,
racks, counters, desks, writing tables,
window ledges, or furnishings in interior
public areas on Postal Service premises is
prohibited. This does not apply to the
following:

a. Posting notices on employee bulletin
boards as authorized by 39 CFR 243.2.

b. Interior space assigned to tenants for
their exclusive use.

c. Posting of notices by U.S. Govern-
ment-related organizations.

Photographs for News, Advertising,
or Commercial Purposes
Photographs for news purposes may be
taken in entrances, lobbies, foyers, corri-
dors, or auditoriums when used for public
meetings except where prohibited by
official signs or Security Force personnel
or other authorized personnel or a federal
court order or rule. Other photographs may
be taken only with the permission of the
local Postmaster or installation head.

Dogs and Other Animals

Dogs and other animals (except those used
to assist persons with disabilities) must
not be brought onto Postal Service property
for other than official purposes.

Vehicular and Pedestrian Traffic
Drivers of all vehicles in or on Postal Ser-
vice property must be in possession of a
current and valid driver’s license and vehi-
cle registration, and the vehicle must dis-
play all current and valid tags and licenses
required by the jurisdiction in which it is
registered. Drivers who have had their
privilege or license to drive suspended or
revoked shall not drive any vehicle in or on
Postal Service property during such period
of suspension or revocation.

Drivers of all vehicles in or on Postal Ser-
vice premises shall drive in a careful and
safe manner at all times and shall comply

with signals and directions of Security
Force personnel, other authorized individ-
uals, and all posted traffic signs.

Blocking of entrances, driveways, walks,
loading platforms, or fire hydrants is
prohibited.

Parking without authority, parking in un-
authorized locations or in reserved loca-
tions, or parking continuously in excess of
18 hours without permission or contrary to
the direction of posted signs is prohibited.
Supplemental specific traffic directives
may be issued by the Postmaster or instal-
lation head. When issued and posted, such
directives shall have the same force and
effect as if made a part hereof.

Voter Registration

Provided that all required conditions are
met, voter registration may be conducted
on Postal Service property only with the
approval of the Postmaster or installation
head. See 39 CFR 232.1(h)(4) for the con-
ditions that apply to voter registration ac-
tivities on Postal Service property.

Weapons and Explosives
Notwithstanding any other law, rule, or
regulation, no person while on Postal Ser-
vice property may carry firearms, other
dangerous or deadly weapons, or explo-
sives, either openly or concealed, or store
the same on Postal Service property, ex-
cept for official purposes.

Nondiscrimination

No person entering on postal property
shall be subjected to discrimination on the
basis of race, color, sex, religion, national
origin, or disability in using any of the fa-
cilities or services of a public nature pro-
vided by the U.S. Postal Service.

Penalties and Other Law

Alleged violations of these rules and regu-
lations are heard, and the penalties pre-
scribed herein are imposed, either in a
federal district court or by a federal mag-
istrate in accordance with applicable court
rules. Individuals found guilty of violating
these rules and regulations while on prop-
erty under the charge and control of the
Postal Service are subject to a fine as pro-
vided in 18 U.S.C. 3571 or imprisonment
of not more than 30 days, or both. Nothing
contained in these rules and regulations
shall be construed to abrogate any other
federal laws or regulations or any state or
local laws and regulations applicable to
any area in which the property is situated.

Enforcement

Security Force personnel will exercise the
powers under 18 U.S.C. 3061(c)(2) and are
responsible for enforcing the regulations in
this notice in a manner that will protect
U.S. Postal Service property. Postmasters
or installation heads may, with the approv-
al of the Chief Postal Inspector or desig-
nee, enter into agreements with State and
local enforcement agencies to insure en-
forcement of the regulations in a manner
that will protect U.S. Postal Service prop-
erty. Postal Inspectors, Office of Inspector
General Special Agents, and anyone desig-
nated by the Chief Postal Inspector may
also enforce these regulations.
