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Military Mail

To send packages to loved ones serving in the military
abroad, the Postal Service offers a discounted price of
$16.75 on its largest Priority Mail Flat Rate Box. The price
includes a $2 per box discount for mail sent to APO/FPO/
DPO (Air/Army Post Office/Fleet Post Office/Diplomatic
Post Office) destinations worldwide.

Priority Mail Flat Rate Boxes are available at no cost at
local Post Offices™ and online at http://shop.usps.com.
Postage, labels, and customs forms can be printed online
anytime using CIick—N-Ship® at http://www.usps.com/ship.

To ensure timely delivery of holiday wishes by Decem-

2. PAL is a service that provides air transportation for parcels on a space-available basis. PAL is available for Standard Post items not exceeding 30
pounds in weight or 60 inches in length and girth combined. The applicable PAL fee must be paid in addition to the regular surface price for each
addressed piece sent by PAL service.

3. SAM parcels are paid at Standard Post prices with maximum weight and size limits of 15 pounds and 60 inches in length and girth combined. SAM
parcels are first transported domestically by surface and then to overseas destinations by air on a space-available basis.

Help Customers Avoid a Shipping Glitch

There are a number of things that customers can do to
ensure their holiday mail gets delivered safely and cor-
rectly:

m Print addresses clearly and include all address ele-
ments, such as apartment numbers and directional
information (ex: 123 S. Main St. Apt. 2B).

m Remove batteries from toys. Wrap and place them
next to the toys in the mailing box. Customers should
include the new batteries in the original packaging.

m Place a card inside the package that contains the
delivery and return address. This ensures the pack-
age can be delivered or returned should the mailing
label become damaged or fall off.

m Never guess a ZIP Code. NO ZIP is better than a
WRONG ZIP. Look up a ZIP Code at http://usps.com
under Quick Tools.

m Include both “to” and “from” information on pack-
ages and only on one side.

m Do NOT reuse mailing boxes — they weaken in the
shipping process.

m Select a box that is strong enough to protect the con-
tents. Priority Mail and Priority Mail Express boxes
are free at the local Post Office.

m Leave space for cushioning inside.

m Stuff glass and fragile, hollow items, like vases, with
newspaper or packing material to avoid damage.
When mailing framed photographs, take the glass
out of the frame and wrap it separately.

Protect Your Holiday Packages

he safety and integrity of the mail and packages of our
customers is the Postal Service’s first priority. Here are some
tips to make sure that everything arrives safe and sound:

1. Avoid sending cash by mail.
Checks and money orders are safer than cash and
may be cancelled or reissued in the event of theft.

2. Don’t leave delivered mail and packages
unattended.
Just as wallets and purses shouldn’t be left on
the front seat of an unlocked car overnight, mail
and packages shouldn’t be left uncollected in
mailboxes or front porches for any length of time.

3. Consider an alternate shipping address.
Customers can arrange to have packages delivered
to neighbors who are home during the day or get
packages delivered at work, if permitted.

4. Change the package’s address — while it’s in
transit!
Customers who know they won’t be home when
their package is delivered can try USPS Package
Intercept®. Prior to delivery, most domestic
package shipments can be redirected back to the
sender, to a new address, or to the Post Office to
be held for pickup.

5. Customize the delivery.

If the package doesn't fit in the mailbox and the
customer won’t be home to receive it, they can
provide delivery instructions online and authorize
their carrier to leave it in a specified location. Visit
http://usps.com, enter the tracking number, and
select Delivery Instructions. Customers can also
request the package be left with a neighbor or held
at a Post Office for pickup.

6. Plan ahead, ship using Hold for Pickup.

When shipping packages, customers can choose
the Hold for Pickup option and the recipient can
collect the package at their local Post Office. For
customers receiving packages, they can redirect
incoming packages to their local Post Office by
selecting Hold for Pickup using USPS Package
Intercept.

7. Going out of town?

Hold mail at the local Post Office. Instead of risking
leaving a package unattended for an extended
period of time, customers planning on being away
from home for a few days are encouraged to

take advantage of the Request Hold Mail service.
Letters and packages will be held securely at the
local Post Office until they return.

. Secure the shipment using USPS Signature

Services.

Signature Services helps ensure the package ends
up in the right hands by requiring a signature at the
time of delivery.

. Choose the most secure form of delivery.

For the most valuable packages, customers can
opt for Registered Mail™ service. Registered Mail
receives special-handling from the time it’s mailed
until it’s delivered, documenting the chain of
custody.

10. PO Boxes might be the answer.

Customers concerned about the security of
their mail can consider renting a Post Office

Box at their local Post Office. The malil

remains secure within the Post Office and
accessible only when using the right key or
combination. Many Post Office lobbies are

open 24/7, which allows customers to

retrieve mail on their schedule.

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Holiday Hiring

To most effectively handle increasing package volume,
the U.S. Postal Service® works year-round to maintain a
flexible workforce. In 2015, the U.S. Postal Service hired
nearly 29,000 seasonal workers to perform as mail han-
dlers, retail associates, tractor trailer drivers, and city car-
rier assistants.

This holiday season, the Postal Service plans to hire
between 35,000 and 40,000 seasonal workers to process
and deliver holiday cards and packages to our customers.
We have already begun the hiring process and are experi-
encing a positive response throughout the country.

Some Postal Service seasonal employees have oppor-
tunities for permanent work and a path to become career
employees. The online application process is easy by going
to http://usps.com and clicking on “careers” under “USPS
JOBS” at the bottom left of the page.

For help with getting holiday mail volume delivered, the
Postal Service looks to recent retirees, inviting letter carri-
ers, clerks, and motor vehicle operators who have retired
within the last few years to come back and help us deliver
holiday cheer. They have virtually no learning curve, and
can hit the ground running as they make some extra cash
during the holidays...which is great for them, great for the
Postal Service, and great for our customers.

Employee Tipping

All postal employees, including mail carriers, must com-
ply with the Standards of Ethical Conduct for Employees of
the Executive Branch. Under these federal regulations, car-
riers are permitted to accept a gift worth $20 or less. How-
ever, cash and cash equivalents, such as checks or gift
cards that can be exchanged for cash, must never be
accepted in any amount.

Operation Santa

This year marks the 104th year of the Operation Santa
program. For 104 years, postal employees, charities, indi-
vidual volunteers, and corporate volunteers have helped
children in need experience the magic of the holidays by
adopting their letters sent to Santa.

DMM Revision: Ballots — Priority Mail Express Label 11-DOD

Effective November 7, 2016, the Postal Service™ will
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), section 703.8.0, Bal-
loting Materials, to add the use of Priority Malil Express®
Label 11-DOD on ballots.

In the January 28, 2010, Postal Bulletin (22277), the
Postal Service introduced the Priority Mail Express Label
11-DOD for military absentee voting. The Label 11-DOD
enables military personnel in overseas APO/FPO locations
to return absentee ballots via Priority Mail Express service
without prepayment of postage.

This revision adds new subsection 703.8.3 to include
the option of using Label 11-DOD for military personnel in
overseas APO/FPO locations returning absentee ballots.

Although this clarification will not be published in the
DMM until November 7, 2016, this revision is effective
immediately.

Detecting Cyber Crimes: Think Before You Click

Knowing how to identify and combat cyber threats is an
important skill for the USPS® workforce. CyberSafe at
usps™ encourages employees to brush up on cybersecu-
rity best practices to learn how to stay safe online. Cyber-
security is our shared responsibility, and it is critical to
know what to do when confronted with such challenges.

Cyber threats come in many forms. Please see below for
information on some of the most common threats faced by
USPS:

m Phishing Emails. Emails are commonly used by
hackers to lure users into sharing personal informa-
tion or clicking on dangerous links. Be wary of emails
from senders you don’t know that require immediate
action and/or contain unfamiliar language or gram-
mar mistakes.

m Malware. Malicious software, also known as mal-
ware, describes programs that arrive as email attach-
ments. Make sure to verify an email sender’s identity
before clicking on attachments or links, and never
share your password or credentials.

m Ransomware. Ransomware is a program that
encrypts files and computer systems, and then cuts
user access until a ransom is paid. To defend against

a ransomware attack, back up your data in case it’s
necessary to erase a hard drive or files to remove ran-
somware.

m Password Security. Simple passwords can be easily
guessed. Make sure your password is strong and
includes both capital and lowercase letters, a num-
ber, a special character, and is at least 15 characters
long.

All of this advice can be condensed down to a simple
phrase: think before you click. Make sure you have taken
the necessary steps to protect yourself, and when con-
fronted with suspicious activity, be sure to report it. All sus-
picious activity should be reported to the CyberSecurity
Operations Center (CSOC) by emailing Cyber-
Safe@usps.gov. When reporting a suspected phishing
attempt to the CSOC, forward the suspicious email as an
attachment by pressing the “Ctrl,” “Alt,” and “F” keys, then
send the email to CyberSafe@usps.gov.

Pictorial Postmarks Announcement

As a community service, the Postal Service™ offers pic-
torial postmarks to commemorate local events celebrated
in communities throughout the nation. A list of events for
which pictorial postmarks are authorized appears below.
The sponsor of the pictorial postmark appears in italics
under the date. Also provided are illustrations of these
postmarks.

People attending these local events may obtain the
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there. Those who cannot attend the event but
who wish to obtain the postmark may submit a mail order
request. Pictorial postmarks are available only for the dates
indicated, and requests must be postmarked no later than
30 days following the requested pictorial postmark date.

All requests must include a stamped envelope or post-
card bearing at least the minimum First-Class Mail® post-
age. ltems submitted for postmark may not include

postage issued after the date of the requested postmark.
Such items will be returned unserviced.

Customers wishing to obtain a postmark should affix
stamps to any envelope or postcard of their choice,
address the envelope or postcard to themselves or others,
insert a card of postcard thickness in envelopes for sturdi-
ness, and tuck in the flap. Place the envelope or postcard
in a larger envelope and address it to: Pictorial Postmarks,
followed by the Name of the Station, Address, City, State,
ZIP+4® Code, as listed below.

Customers can also send stamped envelopes and post-
cards without addresses for postmark, as long as they sup-
ply a larger envelope with adequate postage and their
return address. After applying the pictorial postmark, the
Postal Service returns the items (with or without addresses)
under addressed protective cover.

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How to Order the First-Day-of-Issue Digital Color or Traditional Postmarks

Customers have 60 days to obtain the first-day-of-issue
postmarks by mail. They may purchase new stamps at their
local Post Office™, by telephone at 800-STAMP-24, or at
The Postal Store® website at www.usps.com/shop.

Traditional Postmarks

Customers should affix the stamps to envelopes of their
choice, address them to themselves or others, or provide a
self-addressed return envelope with sufficient postage
large enough to accommodate the canceled item. Mail the
request to the corresponding city of issuance. There is no
charge for the first 50 postmarks. There is a 5-cent charge
for each additional postmark over 50. Customers should
submit a check, money order, or credit card for payment.
After applying the first-day-of-issue postmark, the Postal
Service™ will return the envelopes to the customer by U.S.
Mail.

All postmark requests should go to the first-day-of-
issue city. The first-day-of-issue city Post Office will then
forward in bulk all postmark requests to Cancellation Ser-
vices, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992, Kansas
City, MO 64144-9992 by respective Post Offices.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16" side seams with no glue on the flap. The maximum

size of all digital color postmarks is 2" high x 4" long. Allow
sufficient space on the envelope to accommodate the
postmark. Do not use self-adhesive labels for addresses on
the envelope. Two test envelopes must be included. There
is a minimum of 10 envelopes at 50 cents per postmark
required at the time of servicing. Customers should submit
a check, money order, or credit card for payment.

The Postal Service reserves the right to not accept
hand-painted and other cachet envelopes that are not
compatible with our digital color postmark equipment. The
Postal Service also reserves the right to substitute tradi-
tional black rubber postmarks if use of nonspecified enve-
lopes results in poor image quality or damage to
equipment.

Customers should affix the stamps to the envelopes and
address them to themselves or others for return through
the mail. Or, they may include an additional self-addressed
return envelope, large enough to accommodate their can-
celed items, with sufficient postage affixed for return of
their postmarked items. Mail the request for a first-day-of-
issue digital color postmark to the corresponding city of
issuance. Post Offices will then forward all customer
requests for digital color postmarks to Cancellation
Services, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992,
Kansas City, MO 64144-9992.

After applying the first-day-of-issue postmark, the

Postal Service will return the envelopes to the customer by
U.S. Mail.
