A U.S. Passport is Your Key to International Travel

The Department of State’s Passport Services Director-
ate issues U.S. passports to traveling Americans. Pass-
ports are a request to foreign governments to permit you to
travel, and also allow you to re-enter the United States.

A passport book or card is proof of identity and U.S.
citizenship. U.S. citizens can use each as follows:

m The passport book for all international travel by air,
land, or sea.

m The passport card to enter the United States from
Canada, Mexico, the Caribbean, and Bermuda, and
at land border crossings or sea ports-of-entry. U.S.
citizens cannot use the passport card for interna-
tional air travel. The wallet size passport card is con-
venient and less expensive than the passport book.

Whether you plan to apply for a first-time passport book,
passport card, or both, submitting your passport applica-
tion is easy. The U.S. Postal Service® makes it convenient
to apply for a passport with the Retail Customer Appoint-
ment Scheduler (RCAS) tool. Customers now have the
opportunity to self-schedule a first-time passport applica-
tion appointment online or on a mobile device at usps.com/
scheduler.

The RCAS tool guides you through the appointment
process in four easy steps:

1. Choose a location.
2. Choose a day.
3. Choose a time.

4. Provide your details.

The RCAS tool will display available appointment times
for participating Post Office™ locations that offer passport
appointment services within the selected radius. Users will
receive notifications of their scheduled appointment via
email or text.

If you are renewing your passport, you must do so by
mail. You do not need to make an appointment. Simply
take your documents and payment to the nearest Post
Office and mail everything to the Department of State using
Priority Mail® or Priority Mail Express® service.

For best results, follow these passport and international
travel tips:
m  Apply for your passport book or card early.

m Check the expiration date of your current passport.
U.S. passports are issued to adults for 10 years and
children under the age of 16 for 5 years.

m Visit the Department of State website
(travel.state.gov/content/travel.html) for the following
information:

m Find out how to apply for or renew your passport;

m Get passport fees and forms;

m Track your application; and

m Report your passport lost or stolen.

m Enroll in the Smart Traveler Enroliment Program at
step.state.gov/step. U.S. citizens and nationals
who travel and live abroad can use this free ser-
vice to register their trip with the nearest U.S.
Embassy or Consulate.

DMM Notice: Priority Mail Express and Priority Mail Open and Distribute Labeling Change

Transition Period

In the DMM Revision article published in Postal Bulletin
22507 (11-22-18, page 5), the Postal Service™ announced
that effective January 27, 2019, Mailing Standards of the
United States Postal Service, Domestic Mail Manual
(DMM®), section 705.18.5, will be amended to revise Prior-
ity Mail Express Open and Distribute® (PMEOD) and Prior-
ity Mail Open and Distribute® (PMOD) addressing
standards for SCF, ADC, NDC, and ASF labels.

The new addressing standards require the use of the
facility name, state, and National Air and Surface System
Code, rather than the city, state, and ZIP Code™, both
found in the Drop Entry Point View File available on the
USPS® Facility Access and Shipment Tracking (FAST®)
Web site: fast.usps.com. (Click on Reports>Mail Direction
Search> Drop Entry Point View.)

As a result of feedback from the industry, the Postal
Service will allow a transition period until June 23, 2019, to
comply with new PMEOD and PMOD labeling require-
ments for SCF, ADC, NDC, and ASF labels. Mailers may
begin using the new labeling format immediately.

DMM Revision: Clarification of Picture Permit Imprint Mailpiece Eligibility

Effective January 27, 2019, the Postal Service™ will
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), section 604.5.4.0, to
clarify Picture Permit Imprint mailpiece eligibility.

Reflecting a change made in 2013 in New Mailing Stan-
dards for Domestic Mailing Services Products (77 FRN
75362-75377), the Postal Service will revise DMM section
604.5.4.1 (“Description”) to state that picture permit imprint
indicia may be used to pay postage and extra service fees
on commercial mailings of First-Class Mail® postcards and
letters and USPS Marketing Mail® letters.

This DMM revision will clarify the standards, which do
not include flat-size pieces as an eligible shape for picture
permit imprint indicia eligibility. The addition of flat-size
pieces eligible under the full-service automation option was
inadvertently included previously in the DMM, in Postal
Bulletin 22509 (12-20-18, page 12), and in the Federal
Register notice.

Although the Postal Service will not publish this revision
in the DMM until January 27, 2019, the standards are effec-
tive immediately.

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DMM Revision: PS Form 2976-R, USPS Customs Declaration and Dispatch Note, for
Mailpieces to APO/FPO/DPO and U.S. Possessions, Territories, and Freely Associated States

Effective January 17, 2019, the Postal Service™ is revis-
ing Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), sections 703.2.3.6 and
703.2.3.7, to reflect a change in how mail that is required to
bear customs forms is prepared and presented at usPs®
retail counters. An article entitled “Customs Declaration
and Dispatch Note PS Form 2976-R Phase-In Complete at
Retail,” which appears in this issue of the Postal Bulletin,
covers these changes (see page 7).

As of January 11, 2019, all Postal Service retail lobby
customers with international and domestic mailpieces
requiring a customs form must complete customs informa-
tion worksheet PS Form 2976-R, USPS Customs Declara-
tion and Dispatch Note. This includes mailpieces destined
for Army Post Offices (APO), Fleet Post Offices (FPO), Dip-
lomatic Post Offices (DPO), and U.S. Possessions, Territo-
ries, and Freely Associated States (PTFAS).

The Postal Service initially rolled out PS Form 2976-R in
2016 for use with shipments to international destinations.
Mailers of shipments to APO, FPO, DPO, and PTFAS con-
tinued to use hard copy PS Forms 2976, 2976-A, and
2976-B, as appropriate, when a customs declaration form
was required.

As of January 11, 2019, Retail Systems Software is able
to print the Intelligent Mail® package barcode (IMpb®) on
customs forms to APO/FPO/DPO and PTFAS, so retail
customers must now use PS Form 2976-R when preparing
mailpieces requiring a customs form, including those
destined to APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Codes™ and PTFAS
destinations.

2.3.6 Customs Declarations

[Revise the title and text of 2.3.6 to read as follows:]

2.3.6 Customs Declaration PS Form 2976-R at Retail
For mailpieces requiring a customs form sent to an APO/
FPO/DPO address from a USPS retail unit,

a. Mailers must:

1. Complete a hard copy of PS Form 2976-R, Cus-
toms Declaration and Dispatch Note.

2. Present the completed PS Form 2976-R with the
mailpiece at a retail service counter.

b. Retail associates must:

1. Enter the information into the retail system or Cus-
toms Form Online. See Mailing Standards of the
United States Postal Service, International Mail
Manual (IMM®), section 123.742, for PS Form
2976-R acceptance procedures.

2. Electronically generate and print the applicable
PS Form 2976, PS Form 2976-A, or PS Form
2976-B and affix it to the mailpiece.

Note: PS Form 2976-R may not be used for mail from
APO/FPO/DPO addresses.

2.3.7 Customs Declarations — Required Usage

Except as provided in 2.3.6, customs declarations forms
required for use to or from APO/FPO/DPO addresses are as
follows:***

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DMM Reminder: USPS Retail Ground Eligibility

The Postal Service™ would like to remind customers of
the price eligibility for USPS Retail Ground® parcels.

Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), section 153.1.1, provides
that USPS Retail Ground prices are only available to cus-
tomers for mailable items sent to Zones 5 through 9, except
for the following:

a. ltems that contain mailable hazardous materials or

live animals eligible to be shipped by surface trans-
portation.

b. ltems required to be shipped by surface transporta-
tion only.

c. Oversized items that measure over 108 inches but
not more than 130 inches in combined length and
girth, or items eligible for USPS Retail Ground —
Limited Overland Routes retail prices.

Unless an item meets one of the above exceptions,
USPS Retail Ground prices in Zones 1 through 4 are not
available for general mailing purposes. These items are
upgraded to retail Priority Mail® service at no additional
cost.

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Customs Forms

Customs Declaration and Dispatch Note PS Form 2976-R Phase-In Complete at Retalil

What changes are taking effect?

Effective January 11, 2019, Retail Systems Software
(RSS) will now print the Intelligent Mail® package barcode
(IMpb®) on customs forms to Army Post Offices (APO),
Fleet Post Offices (FPO), Diplomatic Post Offices (DPO),
and U.S. Possessions, Territories, and Freely Associated
States (PTFAS).

What will employees in retail units need to do to
accommodate this change?

Due to this new capability, employees in retail units
must do the following:

m Require customers with international or domestic
mailpieces that require a customs form, including
mailpieces destined for APO/FPO/DPO and PTFAS,
to fill out the customs information worksheet PS Form
2976-R, USPS Customs Declaration and Dispatch
Note. PS Form 2976-R is a multi-ply, non-barcoded
worksheet that customers complete, sign, and hand
over to retail personnel, who then use it as a reference
to prepare the appropriate customs documentation
for each mailpiece. PS Form 2976-R provides the
following benefits:

m Enables customs data collection using Customs
Border Protection Manifest (CBPMAN) in RSS
offices and Customs Form Online in manual
offices.

m Reduces customer confusion about which cus-
toms forms to use for international and domestic
mailpieces that require a customs form. Custom-
ers will give each package with a handwritten PS
Form 2976-R to a USPS® employee at a Post
Office™ retail service counter.

m Enter the data into the relevant system, print out the
correct customs form and postage, apply them to the
customer’s mailpiece, and present the mailpiece to
the customer for signature on the electronically gen-
erated customs form.

m Phase out use of hard copy versions of PS Form
2976, Customs Declaration CN 22, PS Form 2976-A,
Customs Declaration and Dispatch Note CP 72, and

PS Form 2976-B, Priority Mail Express International
Shipping Label and Customs Form, at retail service
counters and replace them with PS Form 2976-R.

m Keep a sufficient supply of PS Form 2976-R on hand
to replenish supplies in the retail lobby. Retail unit
employees may order PS Form 2976-R from the
Material Distribution Center using Postal Service
Identification Number (PSIN) 7530-17-000-7992.

m Keep a small supply of hard copy customs forms PS
Form 2976, 2976-A, and 2976-B behind the counter
to use in an emergency situation, such as RSS con-
nectivity issues.

When does the transition to using PS Form 2976-R
take effect?

The transition to PS Form 2976-R is effective immedi-
ately; there will be no designated grace period. All retail
units must make PS Form 2976-R available in the lobby
and advise customers to use PS Form 2976-R for any items
that require a customs form.

How should employees handle customers who
present a mailpiece with old hard copy PS Forms
2976, 2976-A, or 2976-B?

The retail associate should still allow the customer to
use those forms instead of PS Form 2976-R. USPS
employees must advise the customer to fill out PS Form
2976-R for future shipments or go online to fill out and print
the appropriate customs form at usps.com/international/
customs-forms.htm.

What are the consequences of entering
mailpieces into the mailstream with incomplete or
inaccurate customs forms?

A mailpiece with an incorrect form will not be eligible for
tracking, and may be delayed in processing or returned to
sender. If a mailpiece has incomplete or inaccurate cus-
toms data, the Postal Service™ may not be able to detect
and prevent potential violations of federal export laws.

All Postal Retail Units (PRUs) must submit foreign-
issued (exchanged) International Reply Coupons (IRCs)
accepted through December 31, 2018, to the Kansas City
Stamp Fulfillment Service (SFS) center.

Foreign-issued (exchanged) IRCs (shown here) with
expiration dates of December 31, 2021, are the only ver-
sions of IRCs that SFS will accept.

SFS will accept exchanged IRCs beginning January 1,
2019. The due date for submission by PRUs is January 31,
2019.

Redemption rates for all foreign-issued (exchanged)
IRCs with an expiration date of December 31, 2021, are
based on the round date stamp (on the right-hand side of
the coupon), and are acceptable for return to SFS.

Expiration dates are printed on the back of the IRCs. Do
not send in IRCs with an expiration date of December 31,
2017, or earlier to SFS for any reason. Follow the proce-
dures below:

m IRCs with an expiration date on or before December
31, 2017, that have not been returned (as advised in
past Postal Bulletin articles), must be removed from
the unit inventory, destroyed locally (no value), and
posted as a shortage (AIC 767) to the unit reserve
stock inventory. Retail System Software units must
enter a count in the “Count Inventory and Cash”
workflow; select “Close Credit/Transfer to Another
Employee.”

m Unit reserve custodians may submit a claim for loss
to the district finance manager by following the pro-
cedures in Handbook F-101, Field Accounting Pro-
cedures, subchapter 8-7, Claim for Loss. Upon
receipt of an approved claim for loss, clear the stamp
credit shortage (AIC 367) and offset to AIC 633, Claim

for Loss; use Reason Code 10, Uncollectible
Employee ltems.

Submission Instructions

m Bind foreign-issued (exchanged) IRCs in bundles of
100 or less.

m Prepare PS Form 17, Stamp Requisition/Stamp
Return (May 2007), in triplicate and annotate “IRC
Return.”

m Include a shipment number or the shipment will be
returned to the originating unit. Include the destruc-
tion SFS finance number (receiving unit location ID).

m  Submit the original and copy 1 of PS Form 17 with
the stock. File copy 2 locally with all supporting
documentation.

m Use only one PS Form 17 for all your IRCs. You do
not need to attach PS Form 17 on the outside of the
return. The office must write “IRC” on the outside of
the return package.

SFS will be responsible for the consolidation and batch-
ing of IRCs from the PRUs. SFS will send an email notice of
the IRCs to be exchanged to the St. Louis Accounting Ser-
vice Center (ASC) International Accounting Branch (IAB) by
February 28 of each calendar year.

SFS will send the IRC notice to the International
Accounting Management team at the following emalil
address: IAMgmt@usps.gov. The notice will provide the
quantity of IRCs to be exchanged and the number of boxes
to be returned to the Universal Postal Union (UPU) Interna-
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tional Bureau. SFS will be responsible for the shipment of
exchanged IRCs to the UPU International Bureau.

Once SFS receives the completed IRC cover letter, CN
03 form, and the shipping information packing list from the
St. Louis ASC IAB, SFS will prepare the IRCs for shipment.

SFS will ship the IRCs via Priority Mail Express Interna-
tional® with the Customs Declaration, PS Form 2976-B,
Priority Mail Express International Shipping, and PS Form
2865, Return Receipt for International Mail.

SFS will return the IRCs in accordance with the Letter
Post Manual, International Reply Coupons (currently Article
RL 146 of the 2014-2017 Letter Post Manual).

SFS will ship the IRCs to the following address

tional Accounting Branch.

2. A completed CN 03 form (with the quantity of IRCs to
be returned), signed by the manager, International
Accounting Branch. Reply coupon values are provid-
ed in the Letter Post Manual, International Reply
Coupons (currently Article RL 146 of the 2074-2017
Letter Post Manual).

3. A completed shipping information packing list that
provides the IRC quantity and the number of boxes
to be returned.

When the St. Louis ASC IAB receives the returned CN
03 form from the UPU International Bureau, the document
is then given to the settlement group leader. The settlement
group leader will check that the payment was reported as
received as international funds from Switzerland on the
Cash Position Report from Corporate Treasury. Once the
funds have been identified, the St. Louis ASC IAB will
create a manual invoice.

After the St. Louis ASC IAB creates the manual invoice
(in accordance with IAB procedures), the settlement group
leader will clear the receipt.

Federal Income Tax Withholding

Effective Pay Period 03-2019, payroll checks will reflect changes in the withholding of federal taxes. All information in this
article is based on Internal Revenue Service (IRS) Notice 1036, revised January 2018. The Early Release Copies of the Per-
centage Method Tables for Income Tax Withholding will appear in IRS Publication 15 (Circular E), Employer’s Tax Guide.

. Determine the biweekly FEHB pre-tax employee con-

tribution from your earnings statement (abbreviated
as HP).

. Determine the biweekly USPS HB pre-tax employee

contribution from your earnings statement.
Note: Generally USPS HB contributions are treated
as post-tax monies (abbreviated as HT).

. Determine the biweekly CPP employee contribution

from your earnings statement.

. Determine the biweekly FEDVIP employee contribu-

tion from your earnings statement.

. Determine the biweekly HSA contribution from your

earnings statement.

. Multiply the number of exemptions claimed by the

biweekly exemption value of $161.50 (withholding
allowance). The federal tax line on your earnings
statement shows the number of exemptions you
have claimed (e.g., S1 = single with one exemption,
M3 = married with three exemptions).
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10. Subtract the amounts in step 2 (Traditional TSP), step
3 (FSA), step 4 (FEHB), step 5 (USPS HB, only if pre-
tax), step 6 (CPP), step 7 (FEDVIP), step 8 (HSA) and
step 9 (exemptions) from step 1 (biweekly gross wag-
es).

Statutory Requirement to Review and Post OSHA Form 300A Summary for Calendar

Year 2018

The Occupational Safety and Health Administration
(OSHA) requires all Postal Service™ installation and estab-
lishment heads to complete and post the OSHA Form
300A, Summary of Work-Related Injuries and llinesses, for
calendar year (CY) 2018, in accordance with 29 CFR 1904,
and the Employee and Labor Relations Manual (ELM), part
821, Actions in the Event of Accident, Injury, or lliness.

From February 1, 2019, through April 30, 2019, installa-
tions are required to post a copy of the OSHA Form 300A
for CY 2018 in a conspicuous place at every establishment
where employees work or report to work.

When reviewing the OSHA 300 Log, installation heads
must pay close attention to the following columns:
m Column F, which includes:
m A description of the injury or iliness,
m The parts of the body affected (including which
side of the body), and
m The object or substance that directly injured or

made the person ill. (e.g., Second-degree burns
on right forearm from acetylene torch).

m Columns K and L. If an injury is identified as “days
away from work” in column K or “on the job transfer
or restriction” in column L, installation heads must
ensure that the number of days entered is accurate.

For every entry on the OSHA 300 Log, the installation
head must ensure that there is a corresponding Accident
Report Form 1769/301 in the Employee Health and Safety
application, which populates the OSHA Form 301, Injury
and lliness Incident Report.

The left side of OSHA Form 300A contains sets of infor-
mation data points with a letter, such as the letter “K,” that
corresponds to each data point. The data points come
from the OSHA 300 Log summary columns with the same
letter.

The right side of the OSHA Form 300A is self-explana-
tory except for the North American Industrial Classification
code. The code for Vehicle Maintenance Facilities is
811111 and the code for all other Postal Service establish-
ments is 491110.

Before posting and signing the OSHA Form 300A, the
installation or establishment heads must review the OSHA
300 Log and the OSHA 300A Summary Reports. When they
sign the OSHA Form 300A, they are affirming that they have
reviewed both OSHA forms for accuracy and complete-
ness, whether they use manual or automated versions of
the forms.

Stamp Announcement 19-10: Alabama Statehood Stamp

©2018 USPS

On February 23, 2019, in Huntsville, AL, the U.S. Postal
Service® will issue the Alabama Statehood stamp (For-
ever® priced at the First-Class Mail® rate) in one design, in
a pressure-sensitive adhesive pane of 20 stamps (Item
478400). The stamp will go on sale nationwide February 23,
2019, and must not be sold or cancelled before the first-
day-of-issue.

This stamp celebrates the bicentennial of Alabama
statehood. Alabama became the twenty-second state in
the Union on December 14, 1819. The stamp art is a pho-
tograph taken at sunset in Cheaha State Park. Alabama
photographer Joe Miller took the picture from the park’s
Pulpit Rock Trail. With Pulpit Rock in the foreground, most
of the area in the valley below the overlook is part of the
Talladega National Forest, which surrounds the state park.
The name of the state and the year of statehood are
included in the stamp art. The art director is William J.
Gicker. Greg Breeding designed the stamp with Miller’s
existing photograph.

Special Dedication Postmarks

Only the following pictorial postmark is permitted for the
Alabama Statehood stamp. The word “Station” or the
abbreviation “STA” is required somewhere in the design,
because it will be a temporary station. Use of any image
other than the following special pictorial image is
prohibited.

Guidelines for Finalizing Alabama Statehood
Stamp Pictorial Postmark Art

To finalize the Alabama Statehood stamp pictorial post-
mark art, insert the date, city, state, and ZIP Code™ of the
physical location of your event adjacent to the stamp
image. Overall dimensions of the pictorial postmark must
not exceed 4 inches (horizontally) by 2 inches (vertically).
Collectors prefer the dimensions 3-1/2 inches by 1 inch.

The Postal Service™ must make all special postmarks
known to collectors through advance publicity in the Postal
Bulletin. Therefore, all special dedication cancellations must
be reported to Stamp Services 4 weeks before the event
using PS Form 413, Pictorial Postmark Announcement/

Verifying U.S. Postal Service Money Orders

Follow these steps to cash a Postal Service™ money
order:

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal lim-
it: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international
Postal Service money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

m When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left
side.

m When held to the light, a dark line (security thread)
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m When there is discoloration around the dollar
amounts, this might indicate the amounts were
changed.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Order Verification System at
866-459-7822.

Provide this information to local banks and retailers, as
they also receive Postal Service money orders for cashing.

B. Other than for PMEMS and the exceptions listed below, a customs
declaration PS Form 2976 or PS Form 2976-A is required for all items weigh-
ing 16 ounces or more, and for all items (regardless of weight) containing
potentially dutiable mail contents (e.g., merchandise or goods) addressed to
or from this ZIP Code. Other than the exceptions listed below, all PMEMS
mailpieces (regardless of mail contents or weight) addressed to or from this
ZIP Code must bear a properly completed PS Form 2976-B. The surface
area of the address side of the mailpiece must be large enough to contain
the applicable customs declaration. The following exceptions apply to
known mailers, who for this purpose are defined as follows:

= Business mailers who enter volume mailings through business mail
entry units or other bulk mail acceptance locations, pay postage
through advance deposit accounts, use permit imprints for postage
payment, and submit completed postage statements at the time of
entry that certify that the mailpieces contain no dangerous materials
that are prohibited by postal regulations. Such business mailers are
exempt from providing customs documentation on non-dutiable let-
ters and printed matter.

m  All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are
regarded as “Official Mail.” Such agencies are exempt from provid-
ing customs documentation, except for any items addressed to an
MPO or DPO to which restriction “B2” applies.

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete
customs documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail
addressed to or from this MPO or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products, including tobacco leaves,
chewing and pipe tobacco, snuff, and cigars are prohibited, including
those that are authorized in Publication 52 under PACT.

Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic,
or sexual items are prohibited. Non-authorized political materials are pro-
hibited. Religious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in
bulk quantities, but individual items for the personal use of the addressee
are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless/cellular telephones, global position-
ing systems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are pro-
hibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited, except firearms mailed to or by
official U.S. government agencies. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed from this MPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regula-
tions are met. Antique firearms do not require an ATF form.

F1. Weapons of any type are prohibited.

F2. Mailing firearms to or from this MPO ZIP Code is restricted to one
shotgun and one single shot .22 caliber rifle per individual.

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Pictorial Postmarks Announcement

As a community service, the Postal Service™ offers pic-
torial postmarks to commemorate local events celebrated
in communities throughout the nation. A list of events for
which pictorial postmarks are authorized appears on the
following pages. The sponsor of the pictorial postmark
appears in italics under the date. Also provided are illustra-
tions of these postmarks.

People attending these local events may obtain the
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there. Those who cannot attend the event but
who wish to obtain the postmark may submit a mail order
request. Pictorial postmarks are available only for the dates
indicated, and requests must be postmarked no later than
30 days following the requested pictorial postmark date.

All requests must include a stamped envelope or post-
card bearing at least the minimum First-Class Mail® post-
age. Iltems submitted for postmark may not include

postage issued after the date of the requested postmark.
Such items will be returned unserviced.

Customers wishing to obtain a postmark must affix
stamps to any envelope or postcard of their choice,
address the envelope or postcard to themselves or others,
insert a card of postcard thickness in envelopes for sturdi-
ness, and tuck in the flap. Place the envelope or postcard
in a larger envelope and address it to: Pictorial Postmarks,
followed by the Name of the Station, Address, City, State,
ZIP+4® Code, as listed next to the postmark.

Customers can also send stamped envelopes and post-
cards without addresses for postmark, as long as they sup-
ply a larger envelope with adequate postage and their
return address.

Customers have 120 days to obtain the first-day-of-
issue postmarks by mail. Each cover must have sufficient
postage to meet First-Class Mail® requirements. Custom-
ers may purchase new stamps at their local Post Office™,
by phone at 800-782-6724, or on The Postal Store® web-
site at usps.com/shop.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service™ recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16-inch side seams with no glue on the flap. The maxi-
mum size of all digital color postmarks is 2 inches high by
4 inches long. Allow sufficient space on the envelope to
accommodate the postmark. Do not use self-adhesive
labels for addresses on the envelope.

Mailpiece Incident Reporting Tool

The Security Group of the United States Postal Inspec-
tion Service® (USPIS®) is dedicated to promoting a safe
environment for employees and customers while meeting
established safety and security procedures.

As part of the Security Group, the Hazardous Materials
(HAZMAT) Program was created to prevent prohibited and
dangerous materials from entering the mailstream. The
HAZMAT Program promotes the safety of usPs® employ-
ees, the general public, and our transportation networks.
To this end, an important tool exists for keeping track of
hazardous materials incidents that occur in our networks —
the Mailpiece Incident Reporting Tool (MIRT) — which can
be accessed through the Safety Toolkit at safetytool-
kit.usps.gov/IRT.

Launched on October 14, 2012, the MIRT is an elec-
tronic tool that replaces hard copy PS Form 1770, Mail-
piece Spill or Leak Incident Report, and PS Form 6813,
Non-Mailable Item Fact Sheet. The MIRT provides the fol-
lowing benefits:

m Increases reporting efficiency for HAZMAT incidents,

m Aligns with requirements for air shipments,

m Serves as a reliable data repository for the number,
types of spills or leaks, and types of materials for
each HAZMAT incident,

m Provides critical data to educate decision makers
who write policy,

m Helps determine areas of focus for HAZMAT preven-
tion and enforcement efforts, and

m Provides both mailers and USPS acceptance
employees with the information necessary to reduce
the occurrence of nonmailable mailpieces, spills or
leaks, and air carrier rejects.

The MIRT is a critical tool for documenting mail inci-
dents in postal networks and must be used to report the
following:

m All nonmailable mailpieces identified in the mail-
stream.

m All mailpieces rejected by air carriers.

m All spills or leaks from a mailpiece producing injury,
illness, property damage, or disruption to operations.

For MIRT questions or assistance, please contact your
local USPIS Homeland Security Coordinator (HSC) for your
District. Visit blue.usps.gov/aviationsecurity to find the HSC
directory under the “Directory” tab.

USPS has thousands of acceptance and processing
locations; if even one mailer, USPS facility, or USPS
employee does not follow the procedures, everyone is at
risk. The Security Group of USPIS would like to thank you
for assisting us in our efforts to meet current safety and
security challenges.
