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Save Money with Flexible Spending Accounts

Put more money in your pocket! With a Flexible Spend-
ing Account (FSA), you can save on a wide variety of every-
day medical, dental, vision, and day care expenses. It's a
tax break that’s simple to use and works for all employees
eligible for Federal Employees Health Benefits (FEHB)
whether or not you participate in FEHB. You’re likely to
have out-of-pocket medical or dependent care expenses.
Why pay more in taxes than you have to?

Your contributions to an FSA are deducted from your
salary BEFORE taxes. That’s how you save — you don’t
pay taxes on your FSA contributions and end up with more
money in your pocket as a result.

Start by figuring out how much money you’d like to set
aside for the year. If you need help in determining that
amount, use the FSA calculator at fsafeds.com (scroll down
to “Savings Calculators” on the home page).

The average person will save about 30 percent each
year — that’s like receiving a 30 percent discount. With that
type of savings, a Postal Service™ employee contributing
$2,000 to an FSA account will save about $600.

You can contribute to a health care FSA to cover out-of-
pocket health, dental, and vision costs. If you don't use all
of your health care FSA funds, you can carry over up to
$500 of unused elections into the next year. You can also
contribute to a dependent care FSA to cover day care
expenses for your dependent children under age 13 and
eligible adult-care expenses.

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Annual Leave Exchange Option Poster
November 11 to December 9, 2019

The Annual Leave Exchange (ALE) Program provides an option for eligible career employees to receive
a lump sum payment in exchange for a portion of the annual leave that would otherwise be advanced at
the beginning of the 2020 leave year. Annual leave that has been earned and accumulated during the
2019 leave year, which ends January 3, 2020, cannot be exchanged for cash. Exchanging next year’s
annual leave for cash is strictly a voluntary action. The exchange option is not intended to discourage an
employee’s use of annual leave. Any leave exchanged will not be available for use in the 2020 leave year.

Eligible Employees for the ALE Program include the following:

m Career non-bargaining unit employees from rate schedule codes (RSCs) D (levels 1-8), E, F, S, U, V,
W, X, and Z (levels 1-12) who have an annual leave balance of at least 160 hours at the end of the
2019 leave year.

m Career bargaining unit employees — full-time employees, part-time regular employees, and APWU-
represented part-time flexible employees — from the following RSCs who have an annual leave
balance of at least 440 hours at the end of the 2019 leave year and have used less than 75 hours of
sick leave during the 2019 leave year:

m American Postal Workers Union (APWU), AFL-CIO — RSC P.

m Operating Services Division, Headquarters and Facility Services Section, Merrifield VA/APWU —
RSC K.

» Mail Equipment Shops and Material Distribution Centers/APWU — RSC C.
= The National Postal Mail Handlers Union — RSC M.

m National Postal Professional Nurses/APWU — RSC G.

» Information Technology/Accounting Service Centers/APWU — RSC N.

m Postal Police Officers’ Association — RSC Y.

PostalEASE Elections

Employees who meet the eligibility criteria and want to exercise this option must use PostalEASE to
make elections. For the election to be considered timely, employees must complete their entries in
PostalEASE by 11:59 p.M. CST, December 9, 2019.

An employee may contact the Human Resources Shared Service Center (HRSSC) for assistance if any
of the following conditions apply:

m The employee is deaf or hard of hearing.

m The employee cannot use the telephone, Internet, an Employee Self-Service Kiosk, or intranet for a
medical reason.

m The employee receives a message in PostalEASE directing him or her to contact the HRSSC when
attempting to make an election.

To contact the HRSSC, do the following:

m Call the Employee Service line at 877-477-3273 (Federal Relay Service: 800-877-8339).
» When prompted, select 5 for the HRSSC.

m Select “Benefits” to speak with a representative who will help you.

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What is Annual Leave Exchange?
The Annual Leave Exchange (ALE) Program
provides an option for eligible career employees to
receive a lump sum payment in exchange for a
portion of the annual leave that they would otherwise

receive at the beginning of the leave year. Keep in
mind this is an exchange of future unearned annual

Eligibility and Notification
ALE is only open to career employees. Eligible
employees will receive a letter about ALE and the
PostalEASE ALE Instructions in the mail during Open
Season to notify you of your eligibility and explain the
rules for your option. Since ALE is only available during
Open Season, you must take action during Open Season
if you want to exchange next year's annual leave for a
lump sum payment.

ALE payout will be reflected in your paycheck the
following January after Open Season.

Note: ALE is considered by the IRS as supplemental
wages; therefore, taxes are withheld at a 25 percent
rate.

DMM Revision: Mailing Cremated Remains

Effective November 7, 2019, the Postal Service™ is
revising Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), in various sections to
include new USPS® procedures for mailing cremated
remains. The revisions reflect changes to Publication 52,
Hazardous, Restricted, and Perishable Mail, regarding
shipping cremated remains.

As stated in the article, “Publication 52 Revision: Mailing
Cremated Remains,” published in this Postal Bulletin, the
Postal Service is revising Publication 52 in part to eliminate
the use of Priority Mail Express® Labels 11-B, 11-F, and
11-HFPU, for domestic shipments containing cremated
remains (see page 16). The changes also include limiting
additional mailing services to insurance and return receipt
for mailpieces containing cremated remains.

Although the Postal Service will not publish these revi-
sions in the DMM until January 26, 2020, the standards are
effective immediately.

DMM Revision: Periodicals Reentry

Effective January 26, 2020, the Postal Service™ will
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), Chapter 207, to clarify
the standards for filing a Periodicals reentry and to remove
references to two obsolete forms.

The Postal Service will revise section 207.9.0 to be con-
sistent with Periodicals reentry application filing require-
ments included on PS Form 3510, Application for Reentry
or Special Price Request for Periodicals Publication. The

IMM Revision: IPA and ISAL Foreign Office of Exchange Codes to France

Effective November 7, 2019, the Postal Service™ is
revising Mailing Standards of the United States Postal
Service, International Mail Manual (IMM®), Exhibit 292.45a
and Exhibit 293.45a, to update the foreign office of
exchange code for International Priority Airmail® (IPA®)
items and for International Surface Air Lift® (ISAL®) items
sent to France, including Corsica and Monaco.

Periodically, the Postal Service receives such requests
from foreign posts to facilitate operational needs. These
revisions are based on a formal request that La Poste made
through the Universal Postal Union via International Bureau
Circular 165, dated October 7, 2019, and to be effective
October 22, 2019. However, in order to provide mailers suf-
ficient time to make necessary logistical and software
changes, the Postal Service, through this Postal Bulletin
article, is providing 60 days’ advance notice that mailers
must begin using the code by January 6, 2020. Nonethe-
less, mailers are encouraged to immediately implement
these changes in order to expedite delivery.

Publication 52 Revision: Mailing Cremated Remains

Effective November 7, 2019, the Postal Service™ is
revising Publication 52, Hazardous, Restricted, and Perish-
able Mail, in various sections to:

m Require the use of Label 139, Cremated Remains, on
all domestic or international mailpieces containing
cremated remains.

m Eliminate the use of Labels 11-B, 11-F, and 11-HFPU
for domestic shipments containing cremated remains.

m Limit the additional mailing services to insurance and
return receipt for mailpieces containing cremated
remains.

The Postal Service now requires Label 139 to be affixed
to each side (including the top and bottom) of a Priority Mail
Express® or Priority Mail Express International® mailpiece
containing cremated remains (USPS-produced or cus-
tomer supplied) to increase the visibility of these mailpieces
to Postal Service employees and ensure more secure pro-
cessing and timely delivery. As an alternative, the Postal
Service is introducing a special Priority Mail Express
cremated remains branded box (BOX-CRE) for domestic or
international shipments of cremated remains. New BOX-
CRE is available in two kits that can be ordered online at
The Postal Store® on usps.com. Kits include the following
items:

m One kit contains the box and a roll of tape.

m The other kit contains the box, a self-sealing plastic
bag, bubble wrap, tape, and Publication 139, How to
Package and Ship Cremated Remains.

Additionally, the Postal Service is providing an option
for retail customers to present a mailpiece containing cre-
mated remains at a Post Office® location where they can
have a shipping label printed and affixed. Customers will
still have the option to use a single-ply Priority Mail Express
label generated through Click-N-Ship® or other USPS-
approved method. If customers generate a single-ply label,
the Postal Service will require an Intelligent Mail® package
barcode (IMpb®) shipping label with the appropriate ser-
vice type code and banner text above the barcode used for
cremated remains domestic shipments. The shipping ser-
vices file must include the appropriate cremated remains 3-
digit Extra Service code for domestic and international
shipments (see Publication 199). Priority Mail Express
Labels 11-B, 11-F, and 11-HFPU will no longer be
accepted for domestic shipments of cremated remains.

As a result of improved service with the new shipping
label requirements, the Postal Service is limiting additional
mailing services to insurance and return receipt for mail-
pieces containing cremated remains. Hold for Pickup
service will be discontinued, but customers will still have
the option to request a signature.

The Postal Service plans to update Mailing Standards of
the United States Postal Service, Domestic Mail Manual
(DMM®) and International Mail Manual (IMM®), as well as
Publication 139, How to Package and Ship Cremated
Remains, under separate cover to reflect these changes.
The revisions will help the Postal Service provide an
improved customer experience from sender to receiver.

Although the Postal Service will publish these revisions
in Publication 52 at a later date, the standards are effective
immediately.

1. When permitted by the destination country, cre-
mated remains (human or animal) may only be
sent via Priority Mail Express International service.
Mailers must verify that the destination country
accepts Priority Mail Express International and
cremated remains before mailing. The contents
must be indicated on the applicable customs dec-
laration form. The item must be packaged as
required in 451.3b and Packaging Instruction 10C.

2. The Priority Mail Express International mailpiece
(USPS-produced or customer supplied) must be
marked with a Label 139, Cremated Remains,
affixed to all sides (including top and bottom), or a
mailer may use the special Priority Mail Express
cremated remains branded box (BOX-CRE) avail-
able on usps.com.

Verifying U.S. Postal Service Money Orders

Follow these steps to cash a Postal Service™ money
order:

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal lim-
it: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international
Postal Service money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

m When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left
side.

m When held to the light, a dark line (security thread)
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m When there is discoloration around the dollar
amounts, this might indicate the amounts were
changed.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Order Verification System at
866-459-7822.

Local Tax Code Information

The Postal Service™ collects appropriate federal, state,
and in some cases, local taxes directly from the pay of its
employees who are subject to these deductions. Based on
agreements between individual local taxing authorities and
the U.S. Department of the Treasury, the Postal Service
collects a number of city and county income taxes, occu-
pational taxes, mental health taxes, residence taxes, local
service taxes, and in some locations, more than one of
these taxes.

The local taxes listed in the table are the taxes for which
there are agreements between the taxing authorities and
the U.S. Department of the Treasury. Some of these taxes
are automatically deducted from the salaries of Postal Ser-
vice employees who work within the geographic boundar-
ies of the specific taxing authorities. However, most of
these taxes are not automatic deductions. If you are sub-
ject to any of these local taxes, you must be proactive and
submit a completed PS Form 4, Employee’s City or County
Withholding Certificate, to the HR Shared Service Center
(HRSSC). As a Postal Service employee, you are personally
responsible for ensuring correct local taxes are deducted
from your pay. If you have any questions regarding your tax
liability or responsibility, contact your local taxing authority.

In addition to the taxes listed in the following table, there
are other local taxes for which there are no agreements

We remind all Postal Service employees that they are
bound by the materials contained within the Code of Eth-
ics, Principles of Ethical Conduct for Government Officers
and Employees. This includes Principle 12, which states:
“Employees shall satisfy in good faith their obligations as
citizens, including all just financial obligations, especially
those — such as federal, state, and local taxes — that are
imposed by law.”

If you live or work in a locality that is subject to one or
more of the taxes listed in the table and the correct deduc-
tion(s) is not being withheld from your pay, you can imme-
diately complete a PS Form 4, Employee’s City or County
Withholding Certificate.

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IRS Reporting Requirements of Attorney Fees, Back Pay, or Wages

The purpose of this notice is to ensure that employees
are aware of the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) income
reporting requirements when attorney fees are awarded.

In 2005, the IRS issued regulations that changed how
attorney fee awards are to be treated for tax reporting pur-
poses, based upon the Supreme Court’s decision in Com-
missioner v. Banks, 125 S. Ct. 826 (2005). Previously, when
payment of attorney fees was made directly to the attorney,
the payment to the attorney was only reported on the attor-
ney’'s Form 1099-MISC, Miscellaneous Income. In Com-
missioner v. Banks, the Supreme Court held that when a
litigant’s recovery constitutes income, the litigant’s income
includes the portion of the recovery paid to the attorney as
a contingent fee. Thus, pursuant to Internal Revenue Code
(IRC) Section 6041(a) and 6045(f), these fees cannot be
excluded from the plaintiff’'s gross income for tax reporting
purposes.

The following situations require variations in the report-
ing requirements:

m Attorney Fees Paid Directly to an Attorney — These
fees will be reported in Box 3 (Other Income) on the
employee’s Form 1099-MISC. These fees will also be
reported on the attorney’s Form 1099-MISC.

m Settlement (no back pay or wages) is Paid Directly to
Employee and Attorney Fees are Identified — The
entire amount of the settlement (including attorney
fees) will be reported in Box 3 (Other Income) on the
employee’s Form 1099-MISC. The employee’s attor-
ney will not be issued a Form 1099-MISC.

m Settlement (back pay or wages) is Paid Directly to
Employee and Attorney Fees are Identified — The
back pay or wages portion of the settlement is sub-
ject to income and Federal Insurance Contributions
Act (FICA) tax withholdings. The back pay or wages
portion will be reported on the employee’s Form W-
2. The identified attorney fees will be reported in Box
3 (Other Income) on the employee’s Form 1099-
MISC. The employee’s attorney will not be issued a
Form 1099-MISC.

m Settlement (back pay or wages) is Paid Directly to
Employee and Attorney Fees are not Identified — The
entire amount of the settlement (including attorney
fees) is subject to income and FICA tax withholdings.
The entire amount will be reported on the employee’s
Form W-2. The employee’s attorney will not be
issued a Form 1099-MISC.

m Settlement Check (no back pay or wages) is Issued
Jointly to Employee and Attorney — The entire
amount of the settlement will be reported in Box 3
(Other Income) on the employee’s Form 1099-MISC
and will also be reported on the attorney’s Form
1099-MISC.

m Settlement Check (back pay or wages) is Issued
Jointly to Employee and Attorney — The entire
amount of the settlement (including attorney fees) is
subject to income and FICA tax withholdings. The
entire amount will be reported on the employee’s
Form W-2. The net amount of the settlement (the
actual amount of the check) will be reported on the
attorney’s Form 1099-MISC.

m Settlement Check (back pay or wages) is Split
between Employee and Attorney — The entire
amount of the settlement (including attorney fees) is
subject to income and FICA tax withholdings. The
settlement check is issued to the employee, but
before disbursement, the check is pulled and the net
of the settlement (the actual amount of the check) is
split between the employee and his or her attorney.
The entire amount of the settlement will be reported
on the employee’s Form W-2. The actual amount of
the check paid to the attorney will be reported on the
attorney’s Form 1099-MISC.

The Postal Service™ makes no representation regarding
the taxability of these payments. Potential tax liability result-
ing from any of these payments is the employee’s respon-
sibility. The IRS makes the determination on whether taxes
must be paid. The Postal Service does not provide tax
advice, and employees must direct any tax reporting ques-
tions to the IRS, or a qualified tax attorney or accountant.

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Wage Overpayment Indebtedness —Tax Treatment

When a Postal Service™ employee is overpaid, the
Postal Service establishes an account receivable for the
overpayment and initiates the collection of the debt from the
employee through the process described in the Employee
and Labor Relations Manual (ELM), in either ELM 450, Col-
lection of Postal Debts From Non-bargaining Unit Employ-
ees by Salary Offset, or ELM 460, Collection of Postal Debts
From Bargaining Unit Employees by Salary Offset.

If the overpayment occurred in a prior year, the Postal
Service bills the employee for the gross amount of the over-
payment. The gross amount includes the net amount of the
check or direct deposit plus all payroll-related taxes with-
held and other miscellaneous deductions or allotments.
The wages paid in error in the prior year remain W-2 report-
able and taxable to the employee for that year. This is
because the employee received and had use of those
funds during that year. If repayment is made within 3 years
of the issuance of the W-2 that includes the overpayment,
the employee is entitled to a refund of Social Security (if
applicable) and Medicare taxes from the Postal Service.
The employee is not entitled to file an amended return
(Form 1040X) to recover the federal income tax paid on

these wages. Instead, the employee may be entitled to a
deduction (or credit in some cases) for the repaid wages on
his or her income tax return for the year of repayment (Inter-
nal Revenue Service Publication 15). Employees are
encouraged to seek the services of a qualified tax preparer
if they have questions.

If the overpayment occurred in the current year, the
Postal Service initially bills the employee for only the net
value of the overpayment; thus, federal, state, local, Social
Security (if applicable), and Medicare taxes are not part of
the bill. However, if an employee has not fully repaid the
overpayment by the end of the tax year (December 31,
2019), the Postal Service must report the unreturned value
of the overpayment as taxable income on the employee’s
Form W-2. Additionally, the employee must now pay
appropriate federal, state, local, and FICA/Medicare taxes
on the remaining value of the unpaid debt. The Postal Ser-
vice establishes a second account receivable at the close
of the tax year for the value of the taxes the employee owes
related to the unpaid debt. The Postal Service uses the
debt collection processes in ELM 450 and ELM 460 to col-
lect the additional debt.

A list of events for
which pictorial postmarks are authorized appears on the
following pages. The sponsor of the pictorial postmark
appears in italics under the date. Also provided are illustra-
tions of these postmarks.

People attending these local events may obtain the
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there. Those who cannot attend the event but
who wish to obtain the postmark may submit a mail order
request. Pictorial postmarks are available only for the dates
indicated, and requests must be postmarked no later than
30 days following the requested pictorial postmark date.

All requests must include a stamped envelope or post-
card bearing at least the minimum First-Class Mail® post-
age. Iltems submitted for postmark may not include
