USPS National Slip, Trip and Fall Prevention Week, October 17 — October 23, 2020

Hazards such as neglected icy surfaces or pallets
placed in walkways can pose a serious threat to Postal
Service™ employees. Last year, the United States Postal
Service® reported that 17,534 Postal Service employees
were victims of a slip, trip, or fall.

To bring awareness to this issue, usPs®is sponsoring
National Slip, Trip and Fall Prevention Week, a public ser-
vice campaign that offers safety tips and emphasizes the
impact that slip, trip, and fall incidents have on employees,
customers, and the organization. This year’s theme is
“Safety: Every STEP of the Way.”

Slip, Trip, and Fall Prevention

Last year, most slip, trip, and fall incidents involved mail
carriers. Almost half resulted in at least one day away from
work. The following tips can help prevent these incidents:

m Wear proper footwear. Choose high-traction, slip-
resistant footwear.

m Stay away from wet leaves, slippery surfaces, or icy
areas whenever possible. Shorten your steps and
shuffle your feet when near slippery surfaces.

m Be alert. On the work room floor or out on the route,
things change quickly. Always remain focused, alert,
and ready to react to the conditions in front of you.

m  Where available, use handrails or other stable sup-
ports. Holding on to something keeps you steady
when ascending and descending stairs or entering
and exiting vehicles. Keep one hand on the handrail or
grab bar, so you can catch yourself if you start to slip.

m Report hazards. Be diligent about examining your
path and work area for hazards. Use PS Form 1767,
Report of Hazard, Unsafe Condition or Practice, to
report a hazard to your supervisor.

DMM Revision: USPS Retail Ground Payment Method

Effective October 18, 2020, the Postal Service™ will
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), section 154.1.0, to
add USPS CIick—N—Ship® as a postage payment option
available to military personnel shipping USPS Retail
Ground® packages from Army/Fleet/Diplomatic Post
Office (APO/FPO/DPO) locations.

This revision is intended to make the standard in the
DMM consistent with current postage payment methods
for USPS Retail Ground service. The Postal Service allows
military personnel from APO/FPO/DPO military locations
an option to use USPS Click-N-Ship as a postage payment
method on packages mailed with USPS Retail Ground
service.

Although the Postal Service will not publish this revision
in the DMM until October 18, 2020, the standard is effective
immediately.

In addition to the payment methods in 1.1, military person-
nel from APO/FPO/DPO locations may pay postage with
USPS Click-N-Ship.

Mail Manual (IMM®) to note that Chile requires that agricul-
tural goods be accompanied by proper documentation,
such as a phytosanitary certificate.

Publication 52 Revision: Adult Bird Approval and the Animal Welfare Act

Effective August 27, 2020, the Postal Service™ is revis-
ing Publication 52, Hazardous, Restricted, and Perishable
Mail, to centralize the requirements for Adult Bird container
approvals, add new Packaging Instruction 10D for clarity,
and eliminate redundancy. Previously, this information was
only found on the Postal Pro website; however, relocating
the requirements and adding the new packaging instruc-
tions to one source will eliminate confusion and maintain
consistency with current standards. For convenience, the
Postal Pro web page will have a direct link to Publication 52.

In addition, the Postal Service will add the Animal Wel-
fare Act to the list of federal statutes in section 52. This revi-
sion requires that mailers of certain animals comply with
standards set forth in the Animal Welfare Act, and reflects
Postal Service policy against violations relating to the care
and treatment of mailable animals.

2) Environmental temperatures as high as 99
degrees Fahrenheit must pose no greater physio-
logical stress on birds confined in the container
than on birds in containers with conventional ven-
tilation.

3) Environmental temperatures of 0 degrees Fahren-
heit and lower for extended periods must pose no
greater physiological stress on birds confined in
the container than on birds in containers with con-
ventional ventilation.

4) A reduced level of light and absence of visual
stimuli should be evident in the container design
in order to reduce the birds’ awareness of being
moved or sense of alarm due to the presence of
humans or other animals nearby, and reduce their
psychological stress.

Containers must be designed with consideration of the
birds’ comfort, awareness, health, and welfare, including
possible temperature fluctuations that may occur during
transport. In addition, the container must:

m Remain intact and withstand crushing during trans-
portation.

m Prevent the birds from puncturing or breaking any
part of the container with their own force, or escaping
from the container.

m Contain shavings or similar absorbent material to
prevent damage to the bottom of the container.

m Have a secure window (covered and sturdy) desig-
nated for a visible inspection of the birds.

m Provide sufficient exposure to air to allow the birds to
breathe normally through filter-covered ventilation
that minimizes the chance of handler contact with
solid or aerosolized waste.

Marking

Each container must be marked with the following
information:

m “Live Birds — USPS Approved Container # (once
issued).”

m Complete sender’s and recipient’s addresses (includ-
ing phone numbers) on the outer packaging for the
necessary notification by Postal Service personnel.

m Directional arrows indicating "up" position (on at
least two sides of the container).

Finance Number Control Master and Account Number Control Master Request Freeze

In preparation for the fiscal year 2020 closeout, there will
be a freeze period from September 14 to October 16, 2020,
for all 6-digit Finance Number Control Master (FNCM)
requests and General Ledger Account (GLA)/Account Iden-
tifier Code (AIC) changes. You can submit requests for
6-digit finance numbers and GLA updates, but we will not
implement them until after the freeze period.

You must submit requests by the following dates to be
effective before the freeze period:

m 6-digit finance number requests:

m The date to submit discontinued finance numbers
is Thursday, August 27. The first effective date
after the freeze period will be November 2.

m The date to submit new finance numbers, name
changes, and realignments is Tuesday, Septem-
ber 8. The first effective date after the freeze
period will be October 24.

m GLA/AIC changes:

m The date to submit requests for new GLA/AIC
codes is Thursday, August 27. The first effective
date after the freeze period will be November 2.

During the freeze, we will continue to process 10-digit
finance number requests. For exceptions, send an email to
the FNCM Field Sales Branch (FSB) email address. We will
consider each request on a case-by-case basis.

We request that all organizations limit their expense and
capital expenditures, particularly for Postal Service support
equipment, to essential needs. Accordingly, all vice presi-
dents should review discretionary spending to ensure the
Postal Service attains its financial target for this fiscal year.

The instruction and reporting dates in this Postal Bulletin
supplement procedures followed during the normal
monthly or quarterly reporting schedule.

Il. Fiscal Year

The Postal Service prepares its annual reports on a gov-
ernment FY basis, which comprises 365 days (366 in leap
years), always ending on September 30.

lll. End of Year Processing Activities and

Any requests received after
this date may not be processed for award by September 30.

Requisitions for FY 2021 Contract Actions

For FY 2021, submit expense and capital requisition
requests for contract actions that require a start date
before October 1, 2020, to Supply Management before
August 31, 2020. Any requests received after this date may
not be processed for award by the required start date.

Accounting Services, San Mateo, will process against
the appropriate fiscal year funds based on contract or
modification issuance in accordance with the table shown
here. Your actual expense may vary as we are required to
record our expenses in the month in which the expense is
incurred in accordance with U.S. Generally Accepted
Accounting Principles (US GAAP).

2. Certified invoices for goods and services received by
September 30 must be received by Accounting Ser-
vices, San Mateo, no later than Thursday, October 1.
All invoices not received by San Mateo by October 1
will be processed in October 2020, and paid in
FY 2021.

3. If goods or services have been received as of
September 30, 2020, but the vendor invoice has not
been received, or approved, and submitted to the
Accounting Services Center for payment, these
expenses will need to be accrued. Please contact
your respective Budget Coordinator to complete the
accrual. This process ensures we record our expens-
es in the right month and remain compliant with US
GAAP.
