Military Mail

To send packages to loved ones serving in the military
abroad, the Postal Service offers a discounted price of
$19.60 on its largest Priority Mail Flat Rate® box. The price
includes a $1.50 per box discount for mail sent to APO/
FPO/DPO destinations worldwide.

Priority Mail Flat Rate boxes are available at no cost at
local Post Offices or customers can order them online at
usps.com/freeboxes. Customers may print postage, labels,

and customs forms online anytime using CIick—N—Ship® at
usps.com/ship.

To ensure timely delivery of holiday wishes by Decem-
ber 25, 2020, the Postal Service recommends that you
send cards and packages to military APO/FPO/DPO
addresses overseas no later than the mailing dates listed in
the following table:

1. PMEMS is available to selected military/diplomatic Post Offices. Check with your local Post Office to determine if this service is available to an

APO/FPO/DPO address.

2. PAL is a service that provides air transportation for parcels on a space-available basis. It is available for USPS Retail Ground items not exceeding
30 pounds in weight or 60 inches in length and girth combined. The customer must pay the applicable PAL fee in addition to the regular surface
price for each addressed piece sent by PAL service.

3. Customers pay for SAM parcels at USPS Retail Ground prices with maximum weight and size limits of 15 pounds and 60 inches in length and girth
combined. SAM parcels are first transported domestically by surface and then to overseas destinations by air on a space-available basis.

Addressing the Package

Use the following directions to properly address your
military mail package:

m  Write out the service member’s full name.

m Include the unit and APO/FPO/DPO address with the
9-digit ZIP Code™ (if one is assigned).

m Do not write the country name where the service
member is stationed in the address.

m Include a return address.

m Inside the box, include the service member’s name
and address as well as the sender’s name and
address on an index card in case the shipping label
gets damaged in transit.

Busiest Mailing and Delivery Days

Our busiest time is now 2 weeks before Christmas.
Starting the week of December 7, customer traffic is
expected to increase. The Postal Service predicts that the
week of December 14-21 will be the busiest mailing, ship-
ping, and delivery week for the holidays.

Skip the Trip and Ship Online

The Postal Service anticipates December 14 will be the
busiest day online with more than 13 million customers
predicted to visit usps.com for help shipping that special
holiday gift. And usps.com is always open.

The Click-N-Ship feature (reg.usps.com/entreg/Login-
Action_input?app=GSS&appURL=https://cns.usps.com/
labellnformation.shtml) and other online services allow cus-
tomers to order free Priority Mail boxes*, print shipping

The Postal Service will offer an expanded package
delivery window — delivery in the morning, afternoon, early
evening, and Sundays, where volume warrants.

Custom Solutions for Sending Holiday Packages

The Postal Service is uniquely qualified to deliver the
holidays by offering a variety of custom solutions designed
to make sending holiday packages easy:

m Packages that have stamps as postage and are more
than one-half inch thick and/or weighing more than
10 ounces must be taken to a retail counter for drop
off. Alternatively, customers can use a self-service
kiosk for a postage label and drop off the package in
a Post Office package slot, not a mail slot.

m  Get free Priority Mail and Priority Mail Express boxes
and envelopes in Post Offices or online at usps.com/
freeboxes.

m Skip the line and use self-service kiosks located in
larger Post Offices to weigh, pay postage, and
deposit your packages.

m Use Click-N-Ship online at usps.com/ship to create
shipping labels with USPS Tracking®, pay postage,
or use flat rate shipping products to avoid weighing
packages.

m With free Package Pickup, your package can be
handed to your mail carrier on his or her regular deliv-

Custom Solutions to Help With Receiving Holiday
Packages

The Postal Service also offers a variety of custom solu-
tions designed to make receiving holiday packages more
convenient:

m Informed DeIivery® (informeddelivery.com) is the free
daily digital preview of what is coming to your mailbox.
You can see what mail is coming to your mailbox,
manage your packages by providing delivery instruc-
tions or reschedule delivery online, and see some
exterior images of magazines and catalogs — all from
your mobile app, dashboard, tablet, or computer.

m Customers can also request the package be held at
a Post Office by choosing the Hold for Pickup option
in the Informed Delivery app (informeddelivery.com),
or online at reg.usps.com/login?app=HOLD-
MAIL&appURL=https%3A%2F%2Fhold-
mail.usps.com%2Fholdmail%2F.

m Customers who know they won’t be home when a
package is delivered can use USPS Package Inter-
cept® (usps.com/manage/package-intercept.htm).
Before delivery, most domestic package shipments
can be redirected back to the sender, to a new
address (a neighbor, perhaps), or to the Post Office to
be held for pickup.

Help Customers Avoid a Shipping Glitch

There are a number of things that customers can do to
ensure their holiday mail gets delivered safely and correctly:

m Print addresses clearly and include all address ele-
ments, such as apartment numbers and directional
information (ex., 123 S. Main St., Apt. 2B).

m Remove batteries from toys, if applicable. Wrap and
place them next to the toys in the mailing box. Cus-
tomers should include new batteries in the
unopened, original manufacturer’s packaging.

m Place a card inside the package that contains the
delivery and return address. This ensures the pack-
age can be delivered or returned if the mailing label
gets damaged or falls off.

m Never guess a ZIP Code. NO ZIP is better than a
WRONG ZIP. Look up a ZIP Code at usps.com under
Quick Tools.

m Include both “to” and “from” information on pack-
ages and only on one side.

m Do NOT reuse mailing boxes — they weaken in the
shipping process.

m Select a box that is strong enough to protect the con-
tents. Priority Mail and Priority Mail Express boxes
are free at the local Post Office.

m Leave space for extra cushioning inside. Stuff glass
and fragile, hollow items, like vases, with newspaper
or packing material, to avoid damage. When mailing
framed photographs, take the glass out of the frame
and wrap it separately.

2020 Holiday Information

Holiday Operating Hours

Post Offices locations nationwide will be closed on
Christmas Day, Friday, December 25, and New Year’s Day,
Friday, January 1, 2021. All Post Office locations will be
open and regular mail delivery will resume on December 26
and January 2, 2021.

Some Post Office locations may have extended hours
leading up to the holidays, and limited hours on Christmas
Eve, Thursday, December 24, and New Year’s Eve, Thurs-
day, December 31. Customers should always check with
their local Post Office locations for hours of operation.

As a reminder, blue collection boxes are not serviced on
Sundays.

Holiday Hiring

The Postal Service will be hiring seasonal employees
across the country to meet operational needs and the
needs of our customers. Hiring decisions are made at a
local level. Instead of just hiring seasonally, the Postal Ser-
vice is focusing its resources on actively hiring year-round.
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Employee Tipping

All Postal Service employees, including mail carriers,
must comply with the Standards of Ethical Conduct for
Employees of the Executive Branch. Under these federal
regulations, carriers may accept a gift worth $20 or less
(this includes store, restaurant, or mall gift cards). However,
carriers must never accept cash and cash equivalents,
such as checks or gift cards that can be used like credit
cards (with Visa, MasterCard, or American Express logos)
for any amount.

Carriers and Dogs

The Postal Service asks customers to place their dogs
in a separate room before opening the front door to accept
packages from carriers. Dogs are protective in nature and
have been known to jump through screen doors and
squeeze through door openings. More than 5,800 carriers
were attacked by dogs last year. We want everyone to get
home safely each day.

Greetings from the North Pole Post Office is a program
for customers to help children receive authentic responses
from the North Pole. Follow these steps to get a North Pole
Postmark on your child’s letter to Santa:

m Have your child write a letter to Santa and place it in
an envelope addressed to: SANTA, NORTH POLE.

m Later, when alone, open the envelope and write a
personalized response.

m [nsert the response letter into an envelope and
address it to the child.

m Add the return address to the envelope: SANTA,
NORTH POLE.

m Affix a First-Class Mail® stamp to the envelope.

m Place the complete envelope into a larger envelope
— preferably a Priority Mail Flat Rate envelope —
with the appropriate postage and address it to:

The recommended mail-by date is December 7 for
receiving a response before December 25. The Anchorage
postmaster must receive the envelope no later than
December 14.

The North Pole Postmark isn’t limited to children. Follow
these steps to get a North Pole Postmark on your holiday
greetings:

m Personalize your greeting cards as usual.

m Address the envelopes.

m Put a holiday stamp on each envelope.

m Put all of the envelopes in a larger envelope — or a
Priority Mail box.

m Put postage on the larger envelope or box.

Manuals

DMM Revision: Postage Payment Methods

Effective January 24, 2021, the Postal Service™ will
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®) in various sections to
clarify postage payment methods referring to postage evi-
dencing systems.

Postage meters and PC Postage® products are collec-
tively identified as “postage evidencing systems” under
section 604.4.0. The Postal Service will revise various sec-
tions in the DMM to clarify whether the postage payment is
one specific product (i.e., postage meter or PC Postage) or
both products: postage evidencing systems. This clarifica-
tion will also provide consistency within postage payment
method standards.

In addition, the Postal Service will update the applicable
Quick Service Guides to reflect these revisions.

Although the Postal Service will not publish these revi-
sions in the DMM until January 24, 2021, the standards are
effective immediately.

Christmas Pay Procedures for Rural Carriers

The 2020 Christmas period for rural carriers begins Sat-
urday, December 5, 2020 (Week 1, Pay Period
(PP) 26-2020), and ends Friday, December 25, 2020 (Week
1, Pay Period 01-2021). During this period, certain time-
keeping and pay rules apply. Timekeepers, including
postmasters, supervisors, and other employees responsi-
ble for rural carrier time and attendance recording, must
become familiar with Article 9.2.K., Christmas Allowances
and Procedures, of the 2018-2021 USPS/National Rural
Letter Carriers’ Association (NRLCA) Agreement.

This article describes:

m Types of compensation to which rural carriers are
entitled during the Christmas period.
m Related timekeeping procedures and regulations for
the Christmas period.
m Special rules that begin with the start of the Guaran-
tee Year (October 10, 2020) and continue through the
end of the Christmas period (December 25, 2020).
The preferred method of timekeeping data entry is
through the Rural Management Support System (RMSS)
web application. The following information provides
uspPs® guidelines for Rural Carrier compensation during
the designated Christmas period. These instructions are
designed for Manual Timekeeping and TACS data entry.

Overtime During the Christmas Period

Regular Carriers (Des 71) — FLSA B
Types of Overtime

During the Christmas period, regular rural carriers are
eligible for two types of overtime — FLSA overtime and
Christmas overtime.

FLSA Overtime

FLSA overtime is paid at all times of the year, not just
during the Christmas period. Regular rural carriers are paid
FLSA overtime under two circumstances:

a. Hours worked in excess of 12 hours in a day. If a car-
rier works more than 12 hours in a day, the amount
over 12 is entered in the Daily Overtime block on
PS Form 1314.

b. Hours worked in excess of 56 in a week. These hours
are calculated automatically when the total weekly
work hours are greater than 56, so no separate en-
tries are required.

Christmas Overtime

Christmas Overtime is paid only during the designated
Christmas period. Regular rural carriers are paid Christmas
overtime under two circumstances:

a. Christmas Assistance — This is assistance provided
by the regular carrier on his or her relief day. Christ-
mas assistance work hours are entered in the Xmas
Assist Work Hours block on PS Form 1314.
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b. Hours worked in excess of the route’s evaluation —
This is based on the total actual work hours for the
week, not on individual days. For example, if a route
has a daily evaluation of 9 hours and the regular carrier
works 10 hours on 2 days, and 8 hours on the other 3
days, no overtime would be paid. Even though the
carrier exceeded the daily evaluation on 2 days of the
week, he or she did not exceed the weekly evaluation.
The weekly evaluation is 45 hours; the carrier worked
44 hours. (See Handbook F-21, part 567, for overtime
calculation when leave days are taken during the
week and for routes with an evaluation of less than 40
hours.) These hours are calculated automatically, so
no separate entries or calculations are required.

Overtime Rate

The overtime rate paid to regular (FLSA Code B) carriers
is 150 percent of the carrier’s regular rate. The regular rate
is determined by dividing the total compensation received
for hours actually worked by the carrier since the beginning
of the Guarantee Year (not including overtime), by the total
number of hours worked since the beginning of the Guar-
antee Year (not including overtime). This overtime rate is
used for both FLSA overtime and Christmas overtime.

Replacement Carriers

Replacement Carriers (Designations 70, 73, 74, 75, 76,
77, 78, and 79) are only entitled to FLSA overtime. For
these employees, FLSA overtime is paid for hours worked
in excess of 40 in a week.

Regular Carriers (Des 71) — FLSA A

Regular carriers whose FLSA code is A are paid for
actual hours worked, not evaluated hours. They are paid
overtime for hours in excess of 8 in a day or 40 in a week.
For FLSA Code A carriers, enter hours in excess of 8 in a
day to the Daily Overtime block on PS Form 1314. Hours in
excess of 40 in a week are calculated automatically.

Auxiliary Route Carriers

Carriers serving any auxiliary route are compensated at
the hourly rate for actual hours worked during PP 26-2020
and Week 1 of PP 01-2021. During this period, carriers are

not paid the evaluation of the route. Overtime is paid only
when the carrier exceeds 40 hours for the week.

Christmas Assistance

Christmas assistance is additional service provided on a
rural route during the Christmas period. For regular carri-
ers, Christmas assistance applies only to assistance given
by the carrier, on his or her relief day, while a replacement
carrier is assigned to work the full route. For replacement
carriers, it applies to any assistance provided on a regular
or auxiliary route during the Christmas period. Christmas
assistance is reported in the Xmas Assist Work Hours block
on PS Form 1314 (for regular carriers) or PS Form 1314-A
(for replacement carriers).

Regular carriers can perform Christmas assistance only
on their relief day. Therefore, only regular carriers assigned
to J or K routes may report Christmas assistance. Regular
carriers assigned to route types H or M cannot perform
Christmas assistance because these route types do not
have a relief day. Note: In accordance with the COVID-19
MOU, regular rural carriers may perform service on Sunday
or provide auxiliary assistance on other routes in the office.
This is considered FLSA (daily OT), not Christmas assis-
tance.

Examples of Christmas Assistance:

m Aregular carrier comes in on his or her relief day and
helps the replacement carrier case the route.

m Aregular carrier comes in on his or her relief day and
carries part of his or her regular route. (Replacement
carrier is listed on PS Form 1314.)

m A replacement carrier carries part of a regular route
due to heavy Christmas volume.

These are NOT examples of Christmas assistance:

m  Aregular carrier comes in on his or her relief day, and
cases and carries his or her regular route.

m  Aregular carrier works 2 hours beyond the daily eval-
uation of his or her regular route.

m Aregular carrier performs any work while assigned to
an H or M route.

1. Daily Overtime — For FLSA B carriers, this block is used ONLY to record when the carrier works more than 12.00 hours
in a single day. (See Exhibit 5 for use of this block for FLSA Code A regular carriers. This block is not used for FLSA
Code P) Record the total amount of work hours in excess of 12 per day in this box. Include the amount of daily overtime
in the Actual Weekly Hours block. For example, if the carrier works 10.00 hours each day, Monday through Wednesday,
and works 12.50 on Thursday and 13.00 on Friday, the amount entered into the Daily Overtime block is 1.50 and the
amount entered into the Actual Weekly Hours is 55.50. Do not enter a decimal point when entering work hours.

The Daily Overtime block is NOT used to record:
m Hours worked in excess of 56 in a week.
m Hours worked in excess of the route’s evaluation.
m Hours worked when the carrier works his or her relief day.

m Additional hours worked by the carrier after completing his or her route (except for those that are over 12 hours for
the day).

2. Xmas Assist Work Hours — For FLSA Code B regular carriers, this block is used ONLY when the carrier comes in on
his or her relief day to provide assistance, not to serve his or her full route. A relief carrier must be listed on PS Form
1314 as the replacement carrier for that day. Do NOT include the amount of Xmas Assist Work Hours in the Actual
Weekly Hours block.

The Xmas Assist Work Hours block is NOT used to record:
m Hours worked in excess of 56 in a week.
m Hours worked in excess of the route’s evaluation.
m Hours worked when the carrier works his or her relief day and DACA Code R, 3, or 5 is entered on the PS Form 1314.
m Additional hours worked by the carrier after completing his or her route.

2021 (Week 1) — record relief days worked by regular rural
carriers on PS Form 1314, as described below.

Record DACA Code 5 on PS Form 1314 for the relief
day that is worked if an X day is not taken in the same
pay period that the relief day is worked, or if the car-
rier is on the relief day work list and selects the option

available in order to use an X day. Carriers with a neg-
ative X day balance cannot use any X days until the
negative balance is erased.

Christmas Period Timekeeping Instructions

FLSA B Regular Rural Carriers

1. Work on Relief Day — Only regular carriers on J or
K routes have an assigned relief day. Any work
performed by a regular on his or her relief day
must be reported in one of the following ways:

a. Regular carries entire route — If the carrier
reports on the relief day and cases and carries
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the assigned route (as is done on a scheduled
day), enter DACA Code R, 3, or 5 (as appropri-
ate) on PS Form 1314 for that day. If the carrier
is due an X day for working the relief day (e.g.,
DACA Code R or 3 is entered), this X day must
be granted in the same pay period. If the X day
is not granted within the same pay period,
DACA Code 5 must be entered on
PS Form 1314.

b. Christmas assistance — If a relief carrier
serves the assigned route and the regular car-
rier provides assistance on the relief day,
record the hours worked by the regular as
Xmas Assist Work Hours. If additional Equip-
ment Maintenance Allowance (EMA) is due for
work performed on the relief day, enter the
mileage traveled in whole miles in the Route
Deviation block for the appropriate week. Do
NOT include these hours in the Actual Weekly
Hours block. Enter J or K in the appropriate
block on PS Form 1314 if the replacement car-
rier worked a full day on the route.

B. FLSA Code A Regular Carriers

Regular carriers (FLSA Code A) are paid at the regular
rate for all hours worked up to 8 per day and 40 per
week, and at the overtime rate for all hours worked in
excess of 8 per day or 40 per week. FLSA Code A
employees are not entitled to any X days as they are
paid for working the relief day.

1. Report total hours worked for the week in Actual
Weekly Hours.

2. If the carrier worked more than 8.00 hours in a
day, enter total hours worked in excess of 8 for
that day in the Daily Overtime block.

3. Ifthe carrier worked on a scheduled relief day, enter
R on the day the carrier worked the relief day and
include the hours worked in Actual Weekly Hours.
The employee is NOT entitled to a future X Day.

C. Auxiliary Route Carriers

Carriers serving any auxiliary route are compensated
at the hourly rate for actual hours worked during
PP 26-2020 and Week 1 of PP 01-2021. During this
period, carriers are not paid the evaluation of the
route (this includes newly hired RCAs in the first five
pay periods of training). The only changes to stan-
dard timekeeping procedures for auxiliary routes are
when a Designation (Des) 79 provides Christmas
assistance on the assigned auxiliary route. (See sec-
tion E, item 2).

. Replacement Carriers Assigned to Vacant Regular
Routes (Designations 72/74)

d. Report the Christmas assistance hours in the
appropriate Week 1 and/or Week 2 Xmas
Assist Work Hours block.

e. Enter EMA hours, trips, and miles in the appro-
priate Week 1 and/or Week 2 EMA blocks.

2. Christmas assistance on an auxiliary route:

a. Assigned carrier (Des 79) provided Christmas
assistance on assigned auxiliary route:

(1) Enter N in the appropriate block in the
No Service section of the carrier's
PS Form 1314-A for the assigned route.

or from this ZIP Code. Other than the exceptions listed below, all PMEMS
mailpieces (regardless of mail contents or weight) addressed to or from this
ZIP Code must bear a properly completed PS Form 2976-B. The surface
area of the address side of the mailpiece must be large enough to contain
the applicable customs declaration. The following exceptions apply to
known mailers, who for this purpose are defined as follows:

= Business mailers who enter volume mailings through business mail
entry units or other bulk mail acceptance locations, pay postage
through advance deposit accounts, use permit imprints for postage
payment, and submit completed postage statements at the time of
entry that certify that the mailpieces contain no dangerous materials
that are prohibited by postal regulations. Such business mailers are
exempt from providing customs documentation on non-dutiable let-
ters and printed matter.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products, including tobacco leaves,
chewing and pipe tobacco, snuff, and cigars are prohibited, including
those that are authorized in Publication 52 under PACT.

E1. Mailers are responsible to ensure that all medicines and vaccines
conform to host nation laws.

Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic,
or sexual items are prohibited. Non-authorized political materials are pro-
hibited. Religious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in
bulk quantities, but individual items for the personal use of the addressee
are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless/cellular telephones, global position-
ing systems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are pro-
hibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited, except firearms mailed to or by
official U.S. government agencies. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed from this MPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regula-
tions are met. Antique firearms do not require an ATF form.
