Outside of the time we spend at the Postal Service,
each of us can engage in meaningful activities on Earth Day
— and every day — to help protect the environment, even
during a global pandemic. You can participate in Earth Day

online or in-person solo, with members of your household,
or socially distanced. Here are some ideas for participation:

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Environmental Compliance Support and Resources

Postal Service™ facilities may be subject to a variety of
federal, state, and local environmental laws and regula-
tions. Compliance requirements for each facility will be
based on the operations and systems at the location, and
in some instances, the state or local jurisdiction.

The Office of Sustainability (OoS) Environmental Com-
pliance website has tools to help sites achieve compliance,
including equipment-specific Environmental Compliance
Bulletins and targeted stand-up talks. The Virtual Post
Office and Virtual Vehicle Maintenance Facility compliance
pages provide user-friendly visuals to direct visitors to the
appropriate guidance. Also, there are dedicated Battery
Recycling and Bulb Management pages that provide stan-
dard operating procedures to assist sites in proper man-
agement of these regulated wastes.

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Plastic Wrap Recycling Made Easy

Available on catalog, collection of plastic shrink wrap
and stretch wrap has become a little easier with the intro-
duction of the RACK’'n PAK™ system. The RACK’n PAK
stand and insert collection bag ensures efficient consolida-
tion of work area-generated, clear plastic shrink wrap and
stretch wrap. Key advantages of this collection system
include:

m Promotes work area orderliness and reduces clutter.

Reduces the time spent handling loose wrap.
m Reduces trash.
m Increases recyclable value.

Simply place the RACK’n PAK at workstations where
plastic wrap is being generated. Review potential recycling
options with your local maintenance staff. To order sup-
plies, use the following information:

m eBuy+ Supplier Part#:11973732; $249, Single unit
and initial supply of vented collection bags.

m eBuy+ Supplier Part#:11975216; $1079, 6-unit set
and initial supply of vented collection bags.

bags/case). Estimate 75 bags to last 2 to 3 months,
depending on volume of stretch wrap generated.

USPS Teams Up with How2Recycle

The Postal Service™ has launched an effort to encour-
age more customers to recycle Priority Mail® boxes and
other packaging products.

Customers are sometimes unaware that many usps®
products stamped with the words “Please Recycle” along
with the universal chasing-arrows recycling symbol are
made from recyclable materials and must not be discarded
with other waste.

To encourage more customers to recycle, the Postal
Service has joined forces with HOW2Recycle®, a con-
sumer-oriented package labeling system that uses Federal
Trade Commission guidance to help customers learn how
to properly recycle.

How2Recycle labels give customers precise instruc-

tions, including how to prep for recycling, the type of recy-
clable material (such as plastic or paper), and the
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packaging format (i.e., bottles and boxes) to make recy-
cling easier. Cereal boxes, soup cans, and other pantry
items often carry How2Recycle guidance.

The How2Recycle labels will be added to Priority Mail,
Priority Mail Express®, and ReadyPost® packaging, as well
as other Postal Service products this year.

“The Postal Service’s vision is to be a sustainability
leader by encouraging a culture of conservation — and
recycling is an integral part of those efforts. We're proud to
work with How2Recycle to make it easier for our customers
to recycle Priority Mail and other packaging materials,” said
USPS Chief Sustainability Officer Jennifer Beiro-Réveillé.

Postal Service Flex-Fuel Vehicle Usage

Section 701 of the Energy Policy Act of 2005 requires all
Postal Service™ dual-fuel vehicles to operate on alterna-
tive fuel rather than conventional petroleum, unless granted
a waiver by the Department of Energy (DOE).

This mandate applies to anyone with access to a Postal
Service vehicle, including drivers, fleet managers, and facil-
ity managers. This also includes Postal Service employees
and contractors who may not have an assigned vehicle, but
who may operate a vehicle as a minor portion of their
responsibilities.

Dual-fuel vehicles are vehicles that can operate on two
different types of fuel — an alternative fuel and petroleum
fuel. They are also referred to as flex-fuel vehicles (FFVs).

Almost all dual-fuel vehicles in the postal fleet are E85
FFVs, which operate on either gasoline or E85. Take the fol-
lowing steps to determine if you are driving an E85 FFV:

m Check your gas cap. Most manufacturers began plac-
ing yellow gas caps on FFVs as of model year 2008.

m Check the fuel door. Some FFVs have labels on the
fuel door indicating the fuel type.

m Look for badges or labels on your vehicle’s body. Most
FFVs have the terms “FFV,” “E85 FFV,” or “Flex Fuel”
on badges attached to the rear or side of the vehicles.

m Check with your local fleet manager to determine if
the vehicle is an E85 FFV.

Each time you drive a different Postal Service vehicle,
first determine if it is an E85 FFV to ensure that you are refu-
eling the vehicle with the correct fuel.

Conditions for the DOE waiver mentioned above are
outlined in section 701 of the law. Vehicles may qualify for
a DOE waiver if:

m Alternative fuel is not reasonably available, which

means that alternative fuel cannot be obtained within

3 miles (one way) from the vehicle’s:

m Refueling location, if using the Voyager credit
card; or

m Vehicle domiciled location, if the refueling location
is not displayed using the Voyager credit card.

m Alternative fuel is unreasonably expensive, which
means that the standard marketed price for alterna-
tive fuel is more than gasoline at the same station.
For the liquid fuels E85, liquid petroleum gas, and
liquid natural gas, the marketed price is expressed in
gallons. For compressed natural gas, the marketed
price is gasoline gallon equivalent.

To find an alternative fuel station along your driving
route or outside of your normal operating area, use the Plan
a Route tool on the Alternative Fueling Station Locator at
afdc.energy.gov/locator/stations.

There is also a mobile version of the Alternative Fueling
Station Locator that can help identify the nearest alterna-
tive fuel stations. Simply search for and visit the Alternative
Fueling Station Locator from your smartphone or other
mobile device at afdc.energy.gov/stations/#/find/nearest.
Drivers must be stopped, with the vehicle in park, before
using any mobile tool while operating a federal vehicle.

E85 or ethanol fuel pumps may look different from con-
ventional fuel pumps at fueling stations. In most cases, the
E85 fuel pump will have a separate, yellow-colored nozzle
handle or hose to distinguish it from conventional fuel
pumps. The pump will also have a label stating that the fuel
is E85 and for flex-fuel vehicles only.

The E85 pump itself may be located at a stand-alone
site or under a separate canopy from the conventional fuels
at the fueling station. Regardless of the pump’s location at
the station, please note that the fueling process for E85 is
the same as for a standard gas or diesel fuel pump.

Since 2009, federal agencies have been required to
inventory and reduce their greenhouse gas emissions.
Increasing the use of alternative fuel as a substitute for
petroleum is the most effective way that fleets can meet
these greenhouse gas and petroleum reduction require-
ments.
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USPS Energy and Water Use: Trending in the Right Direction

Our Scope

At the United States Postal Service®, we operate more
than 31,000 Post Offices, branches, carrier annexes, and
processing and distribution centers across all 50 states
and U.S. territories. Our facilities consume energy from all
utility sources, including electricity, natural gas, heating oil,
propane, and steam. Expenditures on utilities — energy and
water consumption — account for more than half of our
facility operating costs. That’s why it is important for us to
track and proactively manage our energy and water con-
sumption, not only to minimize costs, but to reduce green-
house gas emissions and conserve natural resources.

How Our Portfolio-wide Performance is
Measured

For a portfolio of our size, we use intensity metrics to
track our portfolio level trends and performance. Intensity
is a normalized metric that reflects consumption as a func-
tion of building size. Our energy performance is tracked by
energy use intensity (EUI), which is measured using British
Thermal Units (BTUs) per gross square foot (GSF). Like-
wise, water performance is tracked by water use intensity
(WUI), which is measured using gallons per GSF.

Intensity metrics allow us to track our performance year
over year; and our performance has been trending in the
right direction for both energy and water consumption.
Since we use intensity metrics, we know that our perfor-
mance reflects that our buildings are operating more effi-
ciently, as opposed to consumption decreasing due to
changes in the size of our building portfolio.

Since 2003, we have reduced the EUI at our facilities by
35.6 percent, and the WUI by 50.8 percent, since 2007 (see
graphs).

Facility Energy Use (BTU/GSF)
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These trends show our building energy and water per-
formance on an annual basis, but we are also actively mon-
itoring our utility consumption at the facility level on an
ongoing basis to quickly identify consumption issues or
efficiency opportunities.

How We Monitor Energy and Water Consumption
at Facilities

Regularly monitoring energy and water utility bill data at
the facility level allows us to quickly identify issues at the
facility, such as equipment in need of repair, leaking pipes,
or billing errors.

While we operate over 31,000 facilities, many of our
buildings are small and only approximately 5,000 facilities
consume over 75 percent of our total annual energy con-
sumption. The water and energy consumption for these
larger facilities is tracked in our Utility Management System
(UMS). The UMS system was set up to analyze and flag
invoices that reflect excessive utility usage or utility cost by
comparing against data from prior billing cycles and same
period last year data, which creates an exception report for
review and response. These exceptions are available in the
system for UMS Area and District Coordinators to review
and take necessary action. There have been numerous
instances where exception reviewers were able to identify
billing errors, contractual rate infractions, or even a simple
high usage due to equipment in need of repair at the facility.

The USPS Enterprise Energy Management System
(EEMS) integrates energy data from UMS and our internal
purchasing systems, which is used for smaller facilities that
are not in UMS. EEMS is used to compare facility energy
performance across the portfolio, normalizing usage based
on weather conditions to allow us to compare our non-
weather impacted energy usage from year to year at the
facility level so that we can accurately determine the suc-
cess of our energy-saving efforts.
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Our Current Projects and Initiatives

Energy efficiency investments have improved Postal
Service™ operations in several ways. Improved lighting
quality allows for faster reading of small print on labels and
reduces the associated eye strain. New LED lighting sys-
tems reduce the maintenance required for lamp and ballast
replacements. Building Automation Systems improve
maintenance efficiency by allowing online troubleshooting
of problems and reducing inspection routes.

We conduct energy audits at our facilities to identify
energy savings opportunities, primarily focusing on LED
lighting replacements. One example of a facility energy effi-
ciency project was completed at the Houston North DDC.
This project consisted of replacing interior fluorescent
lamps and ballasts with LED lamps and new LED drivers,
as well as replacing high bay metal halide fixtures with new
high bay LED fixtures. As part of this project, 219 fixtures
were either retrofit or replaced. This project represents a
793,000 kWh annual reduction in energy consumption and
a $56,000 annual reduction in energy costs.

Water usage is also evaluated along with energy in per-
formance audits. Where financially feasible, water fixtures
have been replaced with low-flow options at facilities as
part of this program. Low-flow fixtures generally include 1.6
gallons per flush or less toilets and 0.5 gallon per minute
faucet aerators. Water consumption is reduced, as well as
hot water heater energy consumption in fixtures that use
hot water. Our operations are not water intensive, and the
major source of water use is through these fixtures.

In addition to our conservation efforts, we are also pur-
suing new on-site renewable energy projects at our South
Jersey Mail Processing center to add additional clean
energy to our portfolio. This large solar project includes
installation of over 13,000 solar panels, having a capacity
of 4260 KW, and is anticipated to generate 7,150,000 kWh
annually. This is enough electricity to power over 850
homes each year.

We all make a difference when we are mindful of our
energy and water usage. Remember to do your part, and
we’ll be energy smart together. For more information about
delivering a positive impact and leading by example, visit
blue.usps.gov/sustainability/welcome.htm.

To Buy Green is to Know Green

You have probably heard the terms “buy green” or
“green purchasing,” but what do they really mean? The
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) defines green pur-
chasing as the purchase of products or services that have
a reduced effect on the environment and human health
when compared with competing products or services.

Green purchasing, more properly referred to as environ-
mentally preferable purchasing (EPP), isn’t always easy
That’s why the Postal Service™ has developed specific
guidance on what products are considered environmen-
tally preferable:

m Products made of recycled materials from post-con-
sumer sources;

m Products made of renewable bio-based materials
(i.e., USDA BioBased or BioPreferred products);

m Products that are energy efficient (i.e., Energy Star,
UL Energy Efficient, NEMA Premium Efficient quali-
fied products);

m Products that are water efficient (i.e., EPA Water-
Sense certified); or

m Products that are ecolabel certified by a reputable
third-party organization (i.e., GreenSeal or EcolLogo).

Examples include retread tires, recycled antifreeze, re-
refined oil, recycled content paper, non-hazardous aque-
ous parts cleaning solutions, and bio-based adhesives.
USPS® has had a long-term policy in place (since 1995) to
avoid purchasing products that contain the USPS 13 tar-

geted chemicals, EPA priority chemicals, and ozone
depleting substances (Class | and II).

To learn more about what certifications, ecolabels, and
EPP criteria apply to green products, refer to the USPS

To “buy green,” consider these six factors:

m Recycled content. Products that contain high levels
of post-consumer content recycled materials have
less of an impact on the environment. Post-con-
sumer recycled materials are obtained from dis-
carded consumer products. For example, if you buy
copy paper, choose a minimum of 30 percent post-
consumer recycled content paper.

m Bio-based materials. Natural bio-based materials,
such as vegetable-based hydraulic oils or soy-based
adhesives are known as “USDA BioPreferred.” These
products use renewable resources and contribute to
the reduction of adverse effects on the environment
and human health.

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Energy efficiency. Purchase energy-efficient equip-
ment and appliances whenever possible. Look for
the ENERGY STAR logo when buying appliances,
lighting, and new equipment.

Water efficiency. When replacing old faucets and
toilets, look for products bearing the EPA Water-
Sense label. These products are certified to perform
as well or better than their less efficient counterparts,
and are 20 percent more water efficient than average
products in that category. This means measurable
water savings!

Ecolabel certified. Consider choosing products that
have been independently certified by a reputable
third-party organization. As part of the USPS Green
Purchasing Program, there are over 28 reputable
Ecolabels in this category that apply to the products
commonly purchased by the Postal Service.

Non-toxic materials. Avoid buying products con-
taining toxic or hazardous materials. If the product

you’re considering contains one or more of the Postal
Service’s 13 chemicals targeted for elimination or
EPA’s 31 priority chemicals, don’t buy it. Increase
your knowledge of the chemicals in the products you
buy by reviewing Safety Data Sheets (SDSs). If the
product you want contains a targeted chemical, look
for an alternative product.

If you are using eBuy+ to buy products, the first five EPP
categories listed here are included as part of the product
profile — suppliers have checked off each category that
applies. This can help you make informed choices. Visit the
supplier’s website to review the SDSs to determine how
well the product meets EPP criteria before you submit your
order.

Also, look for items that are reusable or refillable, and do
not use an excessive amount of packaging. Whenever you
buy a product or service, remember that less is more. Less
product, less waste, less toxicity, fewer raw materials, less
energy use, and less water use is always preferred.

DMM Revision: Priority Mail Express Delivery Times

Effective June 20, 2021, the Postal Service™ will revise
Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), in various sections, to
reflect changes in the Priority Mail Express® delivery times,
including eliminating the optional 10:30 A.M. delivery time.

Currently, the Priority Mail Express service guarantee
delivery times for most domestic mail, including Priority
Mail Express Military Service® and Hold For Pickup
service, are 12 P.M. or 3 P.M. as designated by the 3-digit or
5-digit destination ZIP Code™ delivery areas and defined
in the Priority Mail Express Delivery directory. The Postal
Service has changed the Priority Mail Express service guar-
antee delivery time to 6 P.M. The Postal Service is also elim-
inating the optional 10:30 A.M. delivery time that was
available for a fee.

The revisions to the Priority Mail Express service guar-
antee delivery times and elimination of the optional
10:30 A.M. delivery time will enable the Postal Service to
improve the quality of service and provide a more efficient
customer experience.

Although the Postal Service will not publish these revi-
sions in the DMM until June 20, 2021, the standards are
effective May 23, 2021.

Customers (mail service providers or end clients) are not
authorized to use free USPS® Expedited Packaging sup-
plies as BRM inserts for solicitation purposes unless they
are willing to cover the cost of the Expedited Packaging
supplies. The following Priority Mail® BRM envelopes are
available for purchase:

m Priority Mail Flat Rate Envelope EP14B (10” Lx 6” W).

m Priority Mail Flat Rate Envelope EP14F (12.5” L x
9.5” W).

USPS-supplied Expedited Packaging is intended for full
postage use, and not as reply envelopes where a high per-
centage are never mailed or returned. If a customer would
like to use the envelopes in this manner, the Postal Service
now offers customers the option to purchase Expedited
Packaging supplies.

Verifying U.S. Postal Service Money Orders

Follow these steps to cash a Postal Service™ money
order:

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal lim-
it: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international
Postal Service money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

m When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left
side.

m When held to the light, a dark line (security thread)
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m When there is discoloration around the dollar
amounts, this might indicate the amounts were
changed.

Postal Money Order Reference Card, or online at
usps.com/shop/money-orders.htm.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Ordxxer Verification System at
866-459-7822.

Provide this information to local banks and retailers, as
they also receive Postal Service money orders for cashing.

B. Other than for PMEMS and the exceptions listed below, a customs
declaration PS Form 2976 or PS Form 2976-A is required for all items weigh-
ing 16 ounces or more, and for all items (regardless of weight) containing
potentially dutiable mail contents (e.g., merchandise or goods) addressed to
or from this ZIP Code. Other than the exceptions listed below, all PMEMS
mailpieces (regardless of mail contents or weight) addressed to or from this
ZIP Code must bear a properly completed PS Form 2976-B. The surface
area of the address side of the mailpiece must be large enough to contain
the applicable customs declaration. The following exceptions apply to
known mailers, who for this purpose are defined as follows:

= Business mailers who enter volume mailings through business mail
entry units or other bulk mail acceptance locations, pay postage
through advance deposit accounts, use permit imprints for postage
payment, and submit completed postage statements at the time of
entry that certify that the mailpieces contain no dangerous materials
that are prohibited by postal regulations. Such business mailers are
exempt from providing customs documentation on non-dutiable let-
ters and printed matter.

m  All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are
regarded as “Official Mail.” Such agencies are exempt from provid-
ing customs documentation, except for any items addressed to an
MPO or DPO to which restriction “B2” applies.

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete
customs documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail
addressed to or from this MPO or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products, including tobacco leaves,
chewing and pipe tobacco, snuff, and cigars are prohibited, including
those that are authorized in Publication 52 under PACT.

C1. Obscene and horror articles, images, prints, paintings, cards,
films, videotapes, comic books, etc., are prohibited.

E1. Mailers are responsible to ensure that all medicines and vaccines
conform to host nation laws.

E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic,
or sexual items are prohibited. Non-authorized political materials are pro-
hibited. Religious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in
bulk quantities, but individual items for the personal use of the addressee
are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless/cellular telephones, global position-
ing systems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are pro-
hibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited, except firearms mailed to or by
official U.S. government agencies. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed from this MPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regula-
tions are met. Antique firearms do not require an ATF form.

F1. Weapons of any type are prohibited.

Equipment Maintenance Allowance Schedule for Rural Routes

Rural Carriers

In accordance with the provisions of Article 9, section
2.J.3 of Handbook EL-902, Agreement Between the United
States Postal Service and the National Rural Letter Carriers’
Association, effective March 27, 2021 (pay period 08-21),
the equipment maintenance allowance (EMA) will increase
to 73.0 cents per mile, or a minimum of $29.20 per day,
whichever is greater.

Auxiliary Rural Carriers, Rural Carrier Reliefs,
Rural Carrier Associates, Rural Carrier Part-Time
Flexibles, and Auxiliary Assistance

Employees providing auxiliary assistance or serving
auxiliary routes under the provisions of Article 9, section
2.J.5, receive an EMA of 73.0 cents per mile or $7.90 per
hour, whichever is greater. This EMA must not exceed the
amount provided in the special equipment maintenance
allowance for the route stops and miles.

EMA Rate Schedule

The EMA rate schedule on pages 39 and 40 supersedes
all previously published EMA schedules for employees
receiving EMA.

Protect Your Information

Have you ever had that eerie feeling when an ad pops
up on your social media feed for a product you were just
talking about? It may not be a coincidence at all. In fact, it
is likely that when you accepted the user agreement for the
application, you granted the app access to your browsing
history, microphone, and contacts.

The terms and conditions (or user agreement) that you
must accept before downloading an app or creating an
account is a legally binding document. Deep in the fine
print are often clauses claiming certain privileges to access
your data. This data can be sold to other companies for
advertising purposes and other consumer data needs.

Here are some privacy tips to help keep your data and
information secure:

m Update permissions. When downloading an appli-
cation, you likely granted all permissions it initially
requested .Android users can limit access in the
